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Thb* Richmond Dispatch is opposed to

th-« Gibette's recommendation, that the

legislature appoint a commission, not of its
own member?, but of other citizsns of the

State, who are men of affairs and who

thoroughly understand the State debt, "to

treat with the creditors for a settlement of

thit debt upon the best terms that can

now be obtained." To "treat" means to

make or receive proposals for adjusting dif¬

ferences. Every well Informed, sensible
man in the State, knows that the present
unsettled condition of the debt is, and of

necessity must be, injurious to Ihe State's

interests. The proposed commission, per¬

fectly familiar with all matters relating to

the debt, would certainly be better quaii
lied to "treat" with the creditors for a set¬

tlement than a committee composed of the

members of the legislature, few or none of

whom will assert that they are well equip¬
ped for negotiating such a settlement. Bat
to "treat" for, is not equivalent to effect, a

settlement. The former would be done by
(he commission. Its report would, of course,

be subject to the action of the legislature;
but on such a coccise and intelligible report
as the rommipsion wculd make, that action

would be taken upon information easily
comprehensible by the most stupid legisla¬
tor. Mahoneism is now dead, and will re¬

main so at least for some years. If the dem¬
ocrats be wise, they will avail themselves of

their opportunity to settle the State debt,
and the only terms on which it can be effec¬

tually settled are such as will be satisfactory
to the creditors.

Senator Blaik made a speech to a negro

from the polls till too late to vote, how he

groes of their votes, all of which doubtless
induced Mr. Blair to believe that ''there is

110 colored suffrage in the South that
amounts to any thing." But if Mr. Blair

would consult ex Senators Lewis and Kid-

And yet this is said to be a land in which

all have equal opportunity. Is it at ail won-

derful that there should be at least twenty
applicants fjr every place in the federal de¬

partments at Washington?

S. me botjthxbn newspapers, some even

in bis own State, blame Senator Hampton
for bis recent letter to Postmaster General
Wanamaker. People more familiar with
Mr. Wanamaker know that had it not been

for the writing and the publication of that

letter, the order removing the old and effi¬
cient democratic postmaster would have
never been suspended even for a day, let

alone a mouth, as it was.

Seceetaby PEOcroRha8 reduced the eight
hour law in the federal service to an absurd¬
ity by deciding that soldiers, whose pay is

fixed by law, shall receive extra compensa
tion for military duty of more than eight
hours a day. In other words, if a battle
should last more than eight hours, the sol¬
diers engaged in it would be entitled to ex¬

FROM WASHINGTON.

WASHINGTON, D. 0.. Nov. 27,1889.
The appointment of Mr. Russell as post

master at Richmond was a genuine surprise
to Virginians of all parlies and factions of
parties here, hut it showed the fine Icaliao
band of Mr. Blaine. Mr. Blaine wrote a

letter to Mr. Russell months ago to the ef¬
fect lhat he would do all he couH for him,
and patient waiting and silence on Mr. Rus¬
sell's part, and the result of the late election
in Virginia, have enabled Mr. Blaine to effect
his objeot. Mr. Russell is not the favorite
of either the Maboneites or the "kickers,"
and his appointment makes both of those
faotions of the republican party mad ; but it.
is probably as satisfactory to the RichmoLd
democrats as that of any other republican
would have been. Mr. Russell was so sat¬
isfactory to them that he retained thecffi.e
of collector of customs at Richmond during
the whole of the Cleveland administration
without any effort on their part to have him
removed. Judge Waddill, the defeated re

publican candidate for Congress in the
Richmond district, finding that Mr. Blair
Morris, his and General Mabone's c<?.ndi
date, would not be apoointed, made a vir¬
tue ofnecessity, and added hisrecomaienda
tion to those on Mr. Russell's application.
General Mabone and bis wife, son and

daughter arrived here from New York last
night and Stopped at the Arlington Hotel.
The General will stay here for several days,
hut bis family expect to go to their home iu
Petersburg to-morrow, where they will re

main at least until the BDriDg, after wbicb
time it is uncertain where they will live.

The State Debt.
Mr. Wm. L. Royall, the counsel for the

foreign bondholders, says: '"Ever sir.ee I
have had charge of the creditors' interests I
have desired to prevent their having any
Bort of communication with Gen. Mabone,
and have striven to bring about an adjust
ment of the public debt, because I believed
that a compromise by agreement was more

to their Interests than the recovery of their
entire claim through prolonged litigation.
I can't say what the prospec.s of an early
adjustment are, but they ought to be almost
certain. The resources of tne State have in
creased enormously within me past rive or

six years. A few years ago the city ol Ro-
anoke was a railway station that might have
been bought for $100 an acre. Property
now sells there for $2 50 a front foot.
"The assessment to take place nextspriug

will show corresponding incrpaee iu almost

6very quarter of the State. If the coming
assessment is at all fair, it ought to.-how an

increase of one hundred million of doliars in
our taxable values, which will meau an
annual increase of tour hundred thousand
dollars in tbe state's revenue. Uuder the
proposition made by Sir Eiward Thornton
to the Legislature, the annual interest would
have baen brought below $S50 000. Toe
legislative part of tbe commission was wil¬
ling to go as high as $750.000 per annum.
"Ooe fourth of tbe increased revenue lhat

will be derived from the new asspssment
would wipe out this differenr-e. I thiuk
there will be a conference. The fuuding
of a public debt is a slow process. The
funding act of April, 1871, was in force for a
whole year with extraoraioary inducements
offered to creditors, and yet less than two
thirds of tbe debt was funded during that
time. Virginia's credit has been dragged
down to zaro since, and it is not probable
that her bondholders will be any more eag¬
er to fund now than they were then. It
is probable that not one half of the whole
interest would be called for the first year."

Prom
Inent manufacturers are now of the opinion
that the totul loss will reach nearly $5,000-
00J. The number of buildings burned was

296 rf which 40 were brick blocks, 10S
wooden buildiops used for business purposes
and 142 dwellings occupied by 101 families.
The number ot laboring people thrown out

of work is estimated at S.OOO. The city is

to-day well patrolled by the militia, 250 men

being on duty. Tan men are stationed at

the entrance? of the ruined streets barring
a1! approach to the burned district. Guards
are stationed at the stores that are but par
tial^y cleaned out to prevent thieves from
taking what is lefc. Through the Associat¬
ed Charities many families were furnished
lodging last night and rations of hot soup,
crackers and bread are being served to all
in need of food. As soon as gome plan for
assHtauce can be devised tbe work of pro¬
viding for destitute families will progress
rapidly. At two o'clock this morning the
fire apparatus from Bjs:on oud other places
took their departure.

The Fire at Lynn.
As stated in the Gazette, the prosperous

manufacturing ci:y of Lynn, Mass., near

Biston, was visited yesterday by an appall
ing coi llagration, which swept over an area

of a ^quare mile io tbe heart of the town and
was stopped only when it reached the shore
of Mas-a.hu->etts bay. The fire stared at
noon in the four story woodeo building o)
Mower oc Brothers, on Almont street, and
burned till S:o0 in the evening Among tbe
buildings burned were tbe Boston and Maine
Railroad station, Western Uoion Tel-graph
office, all the newspaper ctfL-es and nearly
lorty shoe factories. Hundreds of small
d«relliugs were also burned, and several
bank buildings and ennrcbes were included
in tbe sweep of tbe il icae-. Thousands of
operatives in tbe shoe factories are thrown
out of work, aud the many homeless fami
lies have been furnished temporary refuge
in churches, schoolhoases and pubiic balls
Thieves came iu from Boston and other
places la large numbers, and the amount of
scealiLg was large. No accurate estimate of
the loss can, of course, be made at present,
but it is approximate y estimated at ten mil
ion dollars. Assistance was sent from tbe
surrounding cjtto, but despite the efforts of
the firemen the tl tmesspread till they reach¬
ed the shore of Massachusetts bay, aud fur¬
ther pr-jgres-s was impossib'e.
