Cff for Europe—Notes from my Diary

FuvapnoN oF Evorurion, U 8.8 AT
LANTA, Dee. 7.—We got under way at 10 a.
m., and stocd out of Boston harbor io col
umn, Chicego leading, Boston eecond, Atian-
ta third, and Yorktown in rear. The stay
of the sbijs in Boston had been a great
seusce of profit to the boatmen, at least one
of whom made $900 takiog people tosnd
from the sbips in lauoches, Ws stesmed
down the ioiricate chaopnel at balf epeed,
passing Boston Light ebout coon, and took
cur departure, sheping Lhe couree for Lis
bon, Tioe weather is besutifally clear and
the waler smooth, the ship rolling very
slightly.

Dec. 8:h.—The weather is delightfully
wild und with all sall set the ships make a
picture hard to equal for grace and beauty
as they lightly ride the waves with their
white bul/s and esils chiolng io tha bright
~uplight, The seiling oiders are for the
ships to steer a Mercator’s course for Lis-
non, at & speed of eight kootls, usiop saii av
discretion of commasndivg cfficers, It &epe-
rated by gales to poini one line belween Lhe
las: pesition and Lisbon, and 200 miles near-
er Lisbop, and there wait for the rest of the
ship=, but not to wait too long, the com-
manding oflicers to use their discretion about
proceeding. We use 30 toos of coal a day,
and started with sbout 560 lons, 50 we can
stenm 19 days, makiog 200 miles a day, uc-
|ese we huve head winde,

Dec. 9th.—We are in the Guif Stream,
with the ususl wealber, rain equalls, ete,
There sre » great meny sea-gulls following
the ships. We ure liviog op fresh provisions
as yet, and the water, which is distilled
aboard, is the best I bave ever used aboard
o ship.

Dec. 10tb.—The weather ia a little cooler,
The Gulf Sireem i= helping os eastward
apout 25 miles a day. Lf all going to e
was like this there wounld be very little hard-
ship iu is,

Dee, 11th.—Wiod shifiing to north acnd
getiing colder, with rain equalls frequently,
ship roling slightly, ‘I'he Atlanta has
been calied the “Lame Dack,” but she has
kept her poeition all the time, with uvse of
less corl than the Boston. We uee &all
whepever the wind permits,

Dec. 12th—The wind is shifting to somth
and increasing. The barmameter fell all
the afternoon and the wind increased eo
that we had te take double reefs in the for
sail aod topzails, the other ships doing tbe
same, We saw the most perfect rainbow
his aftercoon I have ever seen; there was
a secondary one, aleo, The wind increased
to a beavy gale from 8, W.to W.,and the
yarometer was falling for eome (ime, and
then suddenly rose, seeming to indicate
thal the centre of the storm was astern of
ua. Tha Yerktown, a litils after dark, sent
op sigoal lights, and soon afterwards disap-
peared from view, BShe probably “hove to"
on account of some aceident to her mpechin-
ery or becanse the sca was too heayvy for her
to keep on her course. Abcut 1l p. m, the
gale reached its height, The storm, how-
sver, wes of short duretion, The Yorktown
was seen no more during the night, but the
other =hips kept their positiong.

Dec. 13th.—The wind Is weat, right astern,
hut blowing very fresh apd the ship is roll-
ing & good deal. Last night it wae elmost
impossible to sleep, and things which were
not lashed elid from one side to the other.
It is impoesible to sit at the lable wilbout
having the chairs lashed to it. However,
29 long 88 I am not sossick, I can enjoy
lifa.

Dee. 14th,—Wind still bolds from west
and we are makirgover 10 kpots on course,
with all sallz eet, We are now a little more
then halfway to Lisbon, in jost 7 days, We
have geoeahont1 500 miles, and have aboub
1,300 more to go. The Azores are only
about 200 wmilez offt. This afterncon the
wind is inereasing and the barcmater ie fall-
iog; it looks as if we were going Lo have
anotuer blow tc-night, There is & very long
awell following us, and it is & begutiful sight
10 wanteh the waves rise sbove the deck,
until they look as if they would overwhelm
us; (e chip rises gracefully, and a3 if just
in time to save herself, rides over the top
and sicks on the other side, the water rush-
ine harmlesals on, the white crest generally
risisg to within & few Inches cf the deck,
and sometimes jost overlapping, Welching
the olber shipa near us, we ees Lhem rolling
and pirchiug ; and 83 they sick io the hol-
low of a sea at the eame time (hat we do
they disappeer from our sight, except the
very tops of their masts, and then they rise
until we can see far balow their water!ines.

Dec. 15th.—Aboat 6 o'cleck this morning
the Boston signailed that her boilers were
ont of order, and we slowed down for about
halfan hour uctil she conld repair them.
It was cloudy al noon, aud for the first time
since we eailed, we feiled to get our posi-
tion. It husbeen rainiog lately every day,

Abount noon the wiod
came cut from the north quife cold and it
drizz'ed durlng the rest of the day.

We have
po enil set, Al noon we wera about 270
miles from ehore.

Dec. 20.h —The weather i3 colder. We
have sail set and ere maklog good time. At
noon we wers about 78 miles from be near-
est land. At 2 p. m. we commenved to
swing ebip in ohedience to sigoals from the
Chicapn. "Wastenmed in a cirele, taking
gzimuthe of the sun with standard compaes
and af the spme lime taking deviations of
gleerinp compasd, We fake 8m 304 Lo lurn
in & complete circle. nelm hard over, going
abead fazt. At 5 p, m. we gobon our ¢rurse
apain, Dariog the nipht we sighted Poinb

Rocea.
Dec. 21at.—Bson sfier 8 o'clock we made

{k2 mouth of the Tagus river, and sieamed
up it in lire, the Cbicego first, Boston: sec-
oad, Atlants third, The countiy appears
to Lo hilly. As we went up the river we
paesed ot our lefl the ruins of sevaral forts,
plso saverol custles We passed the fawons
castls of Cintrag, aod then ibe fort camein
sight. At the upper end of the fort is a
beautifal Moorish castle—Castle Belem.
Here we stapped, and the Chicago fired &
selute of 21 guns with the Portogese fl:g al
the fora, and the fort relurned Lbe s:lute.
To the right of the fort are several large
buildinge, evidenliy cathedrals or churches.
Onp the Lills ubove ia & large square white
building, which I was told is tbe royal pal

ace. Wa then steamed up the river, the
city coming into view further up, It seema
to be built aleng the scuth eide of the bills
as if seeking proteciin from the cold north
winda. We came to anchor in over G0 feet
of water, neariy a mi'e below the landing
for the boair. Toere were 8 largs number
of ehips ahead of ns, emong them some Por=
tugese men of wer, who saluted the Admi-
ral, Ooe thing that grested my first out-
look Lere i: tpe number of old fashioned
windmills dotted all over the hills, The
city looks very white, most of the buildings
being eithor whits or a very light color. At
night the lights all along the river make 8
besutiful right. The boats are very pecu-

liarlg boill, beiug very beavy with bigh

curved bows. Ineeg’ hoat there is a man

whose job seeme to be simply to wef the sail,
(to make it draw batter,) and he does Lhis
wilh a long pele beaviog a cop at the end.
They are very expert io dippiog up the wa-

ter and throwliog it to some exact spot. We
will probably be heie until- after Lhe coro-
nation of Don Carlos, so I will bave oppor-
tuoity fo ee Lhe city. We huve all gieat
cuuse to be proud of the Atlanta, 8he went

right along, never stoppiog for the blow, and
kept her posilion peifecily dusing her trip
across, It is colder hers than I thought it
would be, but we sre oot in the stream
where the wind hze full force.

It is very amueicg to think of the money
we uze here. A reis (ray) is about ope
tenth of a cont,¢0 that we can talk of
spending severnl thousand reis In a day
without being especially extravagant.
