thereafter.

appointment of 30 additional medical exam¬

iners in the pension bureau.
Mr. Richardson, of Tennessee, thought

that the rules should be adhered to, and he
objected.
Mr. Dunnell, of Minuesota, from the com¬

mittee on the 11th census, reported back
the Senate bill providing for the ascertain¬
ment of the mortgage indebtedness of the
country. It was debated at length.

Charged With Stealing Stamps.
St. Joseph, Mo., Feb. 15 .Michael Claus

has been arrested on a warrant sworn to by
Deputy United States Collector, H. Q. Get
obeli, charged with having stolen 5,000 worth
of revenue stamps from the deputy collector
in March, 18S9. ClauB was at the time in
the employee of the St. Joseph Brewing
Company and the warrant further charged
him with having converted the stamps to
bis own use,meaning that he smuggled beer
out of the brewery and stamped it with
stolen stamps. The theft was committed
under the administration of James G. Wal¬
ker, and when he turned the office over to
his suocessor, he was made to replace the
stolen stamps. Claus has an accomplice and
he will be arrested inside of 24 houra.

The whole business, after all, it is expected
will go to the United States Supreme Court,
the question beiog raised of the jurisdiction
of the United States over the Island of Na¬
vassa.
