Now
the regiment has lost ite adhesion and
marching step; its Jlines wure broken,
but the wovement is still ooward and
the rest of us reason, “Toe infantry
are supportiog that batlery; we huve es-
caped shell and capister, but when the dead-
Iy lire of the muskelry comes we gball sure-
ly be elaugntered,”” Btill there is no haog-
tog back nor turning to right or lefi—no
otber ihoughe but to push akead, Thelead-
en hail is upon us; the iinca sre further dis.
ordered and the lefc wiog has lost its front
by severa! feel ; but Lke otberado not stop.
As we go on, men grip Lheir muskets tight
er; their eyes flash, their teeth shut bard,
oniy to open with a cry of rage as Lthey rush
upon the guns and bayonets, the cannoniers
at Lheir posts, and then goes up that long,
contivuous yell of trinmph to see the infant-
ry supports running to the rear, Buch is &
faint picture of tecting a man’s courage in
battle.

As our brigade pushed forward towardsthe
enemy’s battery, and led by Gen, Kamper, it
met & shower of shot, shell and canister and
a storm of leaden bullete. The men never
once fallered, but rushed like a torrent upon
the battery, routiong the infantry, avd Sergt.
T. P, Mays, the ensign, planted the colors of
our regiment on the enemy’s guns, They
were ours, fairly won after A severe and
vloody struggle. As befora stated, we had
far preceded our sapport oo the wings; bad
penetrated deep into the eoemy’s lines,
had fallen into the trap set for us,
and now casting about, could see the
enemy's flanking column closing in
bebind ns. The men in the ranks
counld see all this as pleinly as their offi-
oerg, aod a Confederate soldier, even at this
early date, wes his own general when he
got inte battle ; so far as now recollecled,
no order was received from an officer tore
tirs; but the men, soeing the critical sitoa-
tion in which they were placed, determined
to fight their way out as they had fought
their way in, At this junocture Sergeant
Allen M. Bane, of the color guard, mounated
the wheel of a captured guo and shouted at
the top of hiz voice, “Retreat.”” Our sup-
ports were not near enough to etrike a blow
for our relief, and nothing was left but to
make our way out as best we conld. The
loss in this retrograde movement was heavy
—equally a8 great as io the advance, Most
of the men succeeded In peszing the gap be-
fore it was closed by the epemy, and ina
faw moments came our supperts, who struck
their flanking columos and eent them {lyiog
and seattered to the rear. One brigade ral-
lied & ghort distacce in the rear, but took
no further part in the battle, which raged
with great fury and varyiog fortuoe till late
in the night. Amoog the terribly wound-
ed in thls memorable charge was Rev. John
Granberry, chaplain of the gallant Eleventh
repiment, now 8 bishop of the Methodist
Epizcopal Church, South.
