The Next Census.
The iiiking of the oeoses wiü couimenre

Monday next, June 2ad. Tbc law provides
that it Hbßil be the duty of the enumerators,
öfter being qualified, to vi-it petsanally each
dwelling honse in their subdivision,and etch
family therein, and eoch Individual llvirp
oat of a family In any place of abode, tea by
Inquiry made of lb8 Lead of euch family, or
of u member thereof doomed most credi¬
ble ami worthy of trust, or of such individ¬
ual living out of a family, to obtain each
und every item of Information and ail the
particulars required by th* not. And in caee
eo person shall be found at the usual piaoe
of abode of each fe.miiy or individual living
out of a family, competent to answer tbo in¬
quiries made In compliance with the require¬
ment's of tha act, then !t shall bo lawful for
tho enumerator to obtain the required infor¬
mation, as nearly us may bs practicable
f:om the famiiy or families, or pereon or per¬
sons, living uearedt to euch place of abode.
When the enumerators begin their hou~s

to house visitation fhey wiil :tak at euch
hcu^o a number of questions. In the first
place they want !bo Christian name and Ini¬
tial of each member of the fomilj; whether
tbo head of the family was a Koldlc-r, suitor
or marine during the civil war, eilhei Union
ot Confederate, or the wido'.v of such a per¬
son; whether the person is white, block, mu¬
latto, quadroon, ociaroon, Cnioese, Japanese
or Indian; the age at the nearest birth¬
day; wh-jthor single, married, widowed, cr

divorced mother of bow many children
aud number ävin/r; ton piece of birth, place
of birth of father, ol mother ; the number of
yeara resident In the United Stater, whether
naturalized or naturalization papers taken
out; profession, trade bi occupation;
months unemployed duriug the census year;
months of attendance at school during the
year; able to road, to write, to speak En-
glisfa; whether eufierlng from acute or

chronic dioease; whether defective !n mind,
tight, hearing or speech, or whether orip-
pled or maimed.
Ta?ro wiil be no publication, in connec¬

tion with the cam?s of the persons, of the
information thu? obtained. The facta wiil
be u?ed exclusively for etatisMoui purposos
Tne compensation to bo paid enumerators

is fixed by section 11 of the act of March 1,
1SS9, and provides a minimum rste of two
yents for oaoh living inhabitant, two cents
far eaoh death, ii.'toc-a cents for each farm,
twenty cents for each establishment of pro¬
ductive industry, arm five cents for each
eurviving soldier, sailor or marine, enumer¬

ated end returned for all eub-divlsions
where tuch allowances shall be deemed sef-
ticicnt.

The Next House.
The expectation that the statistics of pop¬

ulation under the eleventh census will bo

compiled and tho results mdd& known early
in August have impelled men of both pat¬
ties !n Congress to begin to make figures
and estimates of the membership c-f the
House after the next apportionment cf rep¬
resentatives.
The belief seems to be somewhat general

that the next House will bo composed of 353
members.or, if Idaho and Wyoming be ad¬
mitted this year, of 355 members. On that
basis, and if the apportionment thould be
made by this Congress, the total number of
electoral votes in 1S92 would be either 437
or 443, and the 6Uocesaful candidate for Pres¬
ident would have to receive in the first case
219 votes or more, and in tho second case

222 votes or more. On the basis of increase
of population between 1S70 and 1SS0, 'tis
estimated that the total population ac¬

cording to the new census will be about
05,000,000, distributed as -oilows : New
Eogland States, 4,500,000; middle States]
(New York, New Jersey, Penüsy lvania, Del¬
aware, Maryland and We;t Virginia), 15,-
000,000; southern Statea, including Ken¬
tucky und Missouri, 22,000,000; western
States, including Pacific States and SrateB
newly admitted or to be admitted, 23503,-
000.

If these estimates should be correct and
the membership of the House should be in¬
creased us mentioned, the New England
Statea probably would lose one or two rep¬
resentatives ; tbo middle States probably
would gain one or two; the southern State?
would gain nine and the western States
would gain fifteen. On the basis of 355 mem¬
bers, the New England S'ates would have,
eay, 25 votes in the Hou-:e and 37 electoral
votes; the middle States 82 votes in the
House and 94 electoral votes; the southern
States would have 119 votes in fan Houee
and 145 electoral votes, and the western
States would havo 129 votes in the Eouee
and 107 electoral votes.
