Mob Violence.
The strikers made a Hocus demon¬

stration at Southampton,Eogiaod.last night.
The trouble began with tbe dock laborers
preventing the departure of trains until two

companies of infantry arrived and drove
tbe mob away. Some of tbe docttmen took
tbe horses from the cabs standing near and,
mounting them, charged furiously upon the
soldiers, but were repeatedly repulsed.
Volley after volley of stones was burled at
the troops and a lieutenant had tbe biidge
of bis nose broken by a stone, and two
soldiers were seriously injured. The mob
stormed the mayot's business p-emises and
smashed every window in the. place. Tne
troops were now supplied with ball car¬

tridges, and tbe mob still keeping up tbe
attack, thes;ldiers advanced with fixed
bayonets, when the mob seeing many of
tbeir Dumber fall, broke and il-d in wild
disorder.
