He was almost mobbed for)
maklcg that speicb by tbe white men of the

place at which he made it. But, noverthe
less, all the white republican representatives
from Ohio in the U. 8. Huuse of Represent¬
ative voted to turn a fairly elected white
man out of bis seat in that body, in order to

give it to the negro referred to, who, the

white republicans of the district he hails
from, but doesn't even live in, say wes not

elected, and who, the people of their own

State once threatened to mob for incendiary
utterances. But the republicans carry Ohio

by means of the negro vote, Bod the igno¬
rant end fjo'i-i! dread of losing that vote in
case they did otherwise, induced the Ohio
ooogressmen to saoport Laogston.

A DISPATCH from IaaUuapolie eaye coc-

etderabie exjicecueut has been created in

labor circles there by tbe discovery of tbe

fact that the president of the labor uoion
and twelve of lue ether prominent members

Soatb, it would be unnatural if that feeling
were not reciprocated. But it is no le.-s true
that while white republican speakers in the
North seek occa-ion for expressing the oni
mosity they cherish for the South, and while
the more vindictive their expressions, the

greater the applause they receive, few dem-
oratio speakers in the South ever Bay any
thing derogatory of tbe North, and if tbey do,
are never applauled by their audiences.
When a southern democrat publicly ob¬

jects to northern oppression, he does so with
more regret than anger.
