Jumped from a Window.
A frightful suicide occurred at the Pier-

repont House, on the Height?, Brooklyn,
shortly before 1 o'clock, on Saturday after¬
noon. A handsome, richly dreseed woman

leaped from a window on the sixth fljor of
the hotel and wbb dashed to death on the
pavement, about 100 feet below. She was,
Mis. Charles A. Coombs, of Brooklyn, and
the wife of toe eoa of the newly elec:ed
Congressman from the Third district. At
12:30 o'clock ehe went to tbe hotel desk and
raid : 'T would !ik« to secure the highest
room in tbe hotel. I am troub'ed with pal¬
pitation of the heart, and would like to te
away from all excitement." Her appear¬
ance wrs such that Manager Case, without
hesitation, conducted ber to a room on tbe
sixth floor. When he left her at tbe rccm
door ehe r.sked bim to feed up a pint bott.e
of wine. He did so, and a few minutes later
tbe bell rang for a chambermaid. As the
chambermaid entered the, door she saw She
woman standiog in the centre of the room
with a wine glass at her lira. Ooeof the win¬
dows in the room was open to its full height.
The chambermaid bad barely got Inside tl e
door when tbe woman da-bed tbe wine¬
glass to tbe fl >or, and. without a word rush¬
ed to tbe window Bnd threw herself head¬
long out. 8he turned over and over in her
descend and struck with terrible force on
the root of tbe extension of the hotel. She
bounded off tbe roof and lauded on a large
fliwerurn standing in front of tbe hotel,
and then rcllr-d cfT on to the grating of the
cellar in th* sidewalk Toe frightened
nur.-e ran soreamirg from the room tbe Ir-
stant (be wrmtn took the ewfu! leap, and
aroused tbe inmetjs of tbe house. Two mes¬

senger bojs had eeen tha body come
turning, tumbling down, and their alarm
brought hundreds to tbe scene. The
body was rcmovol to the Adams street sta¬
tion house, ai.d a tearch ot tho poeko's disclosod
tho name and addross oa a bill. An cflior in-
foimid the mother of Mts Combs that her daueh-
ter had bei n iijared, and trok her to the station
hou*o. When t-ho saw tho body of her daughter
sho fainted 1 he btdy was snb.equently removed
to her mother's hoaso. Tho dcrossed had boen
married for tho past auveu yens, bus latoly had
suffi-roJ from ill-hoilth. sr.
