The “‘revolution” at Oporto, Portugzal, on
Saturday, mentioned lo the GAZSTTE of that
day wss quickly bronght to an end aod the
“‘copablie,” lasted tu: a faw houre  Shortly
after the boginning of the revolt the in2or-
gent troops and & portion of tha Fiecal
guards, led by two pon-commissioned offi-
cers, s2izad the Hotel de Ville (town hall)
and proposed to toere and them deciare a re-
public. However, a strong bady cf loyal
(roops, ccmposed of artllle'y and fosillers,
promptly eusrounded and laid siege ' the
Hotel de Ville. When that bailding was
well surrounded the artillery opened fire np-
on it, and son caussd tha briek: ts fly nbout
the heada of the insurgents who defevded
the boilding. The bombardmsnt of the Ho-
tel de Viile by t1e artillery wes followed by
a combined, well-led, aud cleverly-directed
|ofantry attack upon the insurgent’s foricess.
The fuslilere bshaved gravdly, keeping ap
a ratiling fire and advsocing at the sama
time. The resu t was Lhat, af'er n feeble ra-
sistanue, the losurgents sarrendor:d coodi
tionalls. The numbar of tha killed and
wouonded on both sidrs in tae &ght st the
hotel, inclading civilisne, I3 verionsly esti-
mated at from twsaty to fifty. Bome of the
rebele ezcaped, but sorrendered later. The
mupicips! guards subsrquentiy occupied the
hotsl, and at once hauled down the flag of
the Republican Club, which the rebels had
hoiated on the building. Biz or seven offi
cers of inferior grada tosok parl in the ravolt
which was of distinctly republicsn charac-
ter. Itis alleged that the civilian leader in
the revolt was & lawyer named Alves Veiga.
The insurgents will be tried by couri-mar-
tial and, in all probability, the ringleaders
will be shot.
