in his 2tath vesr, he came falo thelr baods,
Tha Czsrowlteh bse Ixboied ue isdosiii-
ously to lesrn 83 Lhey bave to teach., He
bag, moreaver, got an amazlogly micule and
socorate knowledgs of tae geography of the
great laed of the Romancffs, for, sinoz he
bas been old enoogh to observe for bimaalf,
ha hes accomprpicd his fatber and mother
on all their lenzer teuss {o Earopean Ras-
ein. Thecrownlog of all this oarcial prepa-
tion for the respunsibilities of reigolng was
to have becn his journag through the Eaai,
and especiz!ly through Asistic SBiberla.

Iu the Czarewiich’s ninth yesr his fatber
duegide 3 that ha must have eight years’ drill
in middie-grode stedies, such as are taoght
in the !ust mouths of & tigh tebool ani the
first three termsof no Americse college, snd
foor vesra’ diill in bigher sciences, Adja-
{ant (General Gregory Grgoreviich Dinne-
vitoh, director of the second Rn-slan mili:ary
a(.'ucul was entrusted with bia educatiocn.
Ciossical lapgusges were excitd=d fiom the
course, avd these were eubstitnied by the
elements of phyeies, minerelogy, botany,
z-nlogy, anatomy, physiology aad biology.
(Garmen, French acd Eaglish were tanght to
him with the thoroughoess of the Russian
liogoist, The lower course was .arther ex-
tended to iccinda e detailed etody of Russizn
literainre and Rassian polltical histery.
