Fifteen Chinese Beheaded
Tho China steamer whhh arrived a: San

Francisco Saiu d*y night brought deialla of
iijfc bjLtading of fifteen Chintsa at Kotro-
Ico'n, opposite Hocg Kong. Among the Vic¬
tims wtia ibree leaders cf tbe pi.atta who
looted the steamer Nitnoa five mouths a^o,
killed tho Captain and matp, and secured
ifS3 000 in coin and goods. A threat crowd
witnessed the spectacle, which was ttaie
more repulsive by the cjnical jesting of the
chief pirate. All (he prisoners bad tbelr
bauds tide behiDd them. The chief ex?cu-
tijner and two assiatanis tbru3t their keen
swords into tbe natd and amused themselves
chaffing tbe police. The pirates were among
the first lot of prisoners who arrived, ai d a
howl of execration from the crowd greeted
their appeuraece. "You," said the chief ex¬
ecutioner, frying bis hand on the «hc.u.rie r of
a ;ai', thin man, wttb keen, piercing eyes,
"we'll begin with you " "All right" respond¬
ed tbe pirate lead-jr, "I'm number one." He
bud been swearing in JEcg is1! and Chinese,
one of the C'hintsa offi !«rs said, on the way
to ih& execution ground He was placed at
one end of atquare, ucrt all tbe ethers knelt
in line witb him. A few seconds Bufibed
to put them in order, and then tbe slaugh¬
ter btgar. L i A^at, tie pimte leader, kepi
looking around a-, the (X90Utloner, while
that worthy examined his sword and, while
he he:d his long, thin neck ou'etretcbed, be
contioued to speak us if be wished tbe
spectators to know he was not afraid.
"You in iy kill me now," he said, '"but I'll revive
again." "No-v don't move," said tho executioaor,
as ho pulled tho pirate's pigtail out of the way o

tho awerd. 'lhe knoeling man said somuti ing
about everybody having his own luck, and as ho
said it tho sword came down and be was no more.
Tho others, most iiiisornblo-looking wratches,
shuddered and gave one unwilling look around.
They bad not long to wait, for the brawny oxo-
cu'.ionor was getting through his work with great
celerity prefacing eacli stroke with the warning,
"Don't move," and accompanying each blow with
a vigorous uttoranco ot a Chinese expression,
which might bo rendo:od into English as "Dono
for." When ho camo to tho pirate who had plan¬
ned the expedition to seize tho steamer, lie haw this
follow had lost his nervo. Ho sworo roughly at
him. but >ho victim wa3 so nervous that his head
moved. The heavy sword fell on tho shoulders,
auJ tbo head did not roll off. His legs moved
till tbe executioner, after ch pping oiT tho heads
ol tbo othors, roturned and djspaU-hcd him. Tho
whole bloody work only occupied a fow minutes.
Photographs taken of tbe scene show tbo poor
devils just boforo the exocutlon and then after¬
ward, oach head lying beside tho gha tly bleeding
trunk.

He was on a mountain read
when he bad the unpleasant experience of
swallowing what he thinks was a reptile.
As be took u iong draught of water, he felt
something smoota glide down bis throat.
He ceased drinking at once, put bis fingerB
in bis throat as far ss he could and attempt¬
ed to draw the thing back ; but Gilbert says
be omy caught bold of tbe tail of tbe reptile
oi- whatever it was>, and it slipped through
bis finger?. It went od down blB throat and
into his ntomach. He claims lo havo ex¬

perienced no inconvenience from it until
tbe next afternoon. Then bo began to feel
a griping sensation at the pit of his stomach.
He p'aced bis band upon bis stomach and
cculd plalnlyfeelsometbingwriggllDg around
there. Oa the day following, and on Thurs¬
day also, Gilbert says he felt so ill that be
could not work, but etil he declined lo have
a doctor, hoping to get relief from his
trouble without medical assistance. On
Friday and Saturday be was at woik, bow-
ever, and on the latter day Bpoke for the
fitst time about bis trouble. He said that
be bad been troubled witb nau-ea and ee
vere headache. He says be can still feel
tbe reptile in his stomach, and is now

thoroughly alarmed concerning bis condi¬
tion. He thinks that be swallowed a ycuog
black snake, which was probably about a

foot 1 >ng.

1891, and
take out a license for the same from the Auditor.
After the 12th of Juno all persons owning or har¬
boring dogs found on bis, her or their premises
without the required license will be fined (as the
laws on the subject require) $5 for every dog so
owned or harbored.
The Mayor hopes that the law will be complied

with, and that the police officers will not be re¬
quired to report any one.
