Most Packed Rhlic.A great religious
funotion will open At Treves, Germany, on

August 23, when the rarely seen "ho'y coal'»
will be exhibited in tbe Cathedral of St.
Peter and St. Helen to the Catholic faithful
daring six weeks. The holy coat is a relio
whlob has been preserved with the greatest
reverence in the Treves cathedral for many
years and is esteemed as its greatest trea¬
sure. It is alleged to be the seamless coat
worn by our Saviour. It is said to have
been discovered by theEmpreas Helena dar¬
ing her memorable visit to Palestine in tbe
fourth century. After numerous vicissitudes
the coat was deposited in the Cathedral of
St. Peter and St. Helen, and since the year
1106 hap, at exceedingly long intervals,
been exhibited to tbe faithful.
