PAILADELPHIA, Pa ,July 2 —Jobn Barde-
lay,sex-city treasurer of Philadalphis, wae
nrought into couart this morolog befre
Judge Wlilson to have eentence pased upon
him for the confe:sad orimes of loaning,
apeculating with aud reseiviog Interest on
publio fande entrusted to hls care as the
chief fidno'a-y cficer of the muonicipality.
The district atioroey spoke buy brlefly, but
{n the couree of his address be denled Bards
ley’scontention, made In his gtatemsent to ths
conrt & week ago, that the ex-treasorer had
oot misappropria‘ed a dollar. He showed
that by Bardsley’s vwn statemosnt he muost
have at least misappropriated tbe sum of
$220 000, a8 that emount was requlred to be
made good by his eureties, aocording to
taelr bond to the Btite and oity.

Mr, Alexandar, counsel for Bardaley, re-
vlewed the statemante made by his client
and appealed to the court for mercy on the
ground of Bardsley’s plea of gulity and his
past services to tha oity. Mr. Alexander
sald that Bardelay did not get a dollar of
the money he put into the Keystone baok
and that witbin siz months it would be
shown who did.
