of the Kirnball Houso yesterday and were telling
stories of field and camp during the war, when
one of tho number gave the following graphic ac¬

count of the suicide of a federal officer on the
field at Gottysburg.

' It was there," said ho, "I saw a federal officer,
chagrined because nothing would st*y the retreat
of his men, raise his pistol to Iii head and blow
out his bruins. It happened on tbe second day's
fight. Goneral Locgstreet ha*! just coma up with
part of his corps from Chamb >rsburg, Pa., and
vigoroatly assailed Sickles's oorps, which he was
driving l>ack in great d sorder. Sickles halted
and formed his men in li.;e to receive Longstreet's
ons aught.

"It w-s one of the few times I over eaw corps
commanders at tho front line. Sickles, with his
Btaff, was riding among bis men, encouraging
them to withstand the Confelerate assault, while
Longstreet, with bis staff, and Colonel Freemantle,
an English efficer and cor;epoodent' of tho Lon¬
don Tim«, wem cheering our boys to the charge.
We aavnnced sud tavethe f ederals a terrific

volley at close r«nge. Thoy staggered under tho
galling fire when Loniatieet ordered us to givQ
thorn tho bayonet, as the men wavered and
brsko to run, an ofli:or stepped to the front, and,
with bi3 sword, signalled them to come back.
Again and agnin be waved to hismon.but by this
time they wore in full run, and the officer, in his
angry mortification, raised a pistol to his head
and fired. When General Long-,treet and Colonel
Froemantlo rode up, they looked down at the
brave Union officer, but the tide of battle swept
ns on.". Atlanta Constitution.
