The
two becama fast friends, Miller was freo-
qusatly &t the count’s house, Tners he met
Ktz5 Mosby, batwaon whom end Ceuntiss
Yitklewlez sn latimagy ex!siz which dntes
trom thele sohool dsye, Aliiler seema to
pave besn decply enemored of Miss Mosby,
and in tims a2 eopepement of marrisge wes
formed batween them, Beveral weoksago
Bayerly Mosby returned home, He was in-
formed of hia alsier's approaching mearriage,
ard he natornlly desired to mesk bls pros-
pacilve brother-lo-law, Tbe mseeling was
ol eailafaotery to Mosby, who formed & pre-
judioe ageinst Miller, He attempted to die-
suade his g'otor from consummating the en-
gegemens, Bhe otjecied, Hor brother
asted har what che koew of Miller., Bhe
raplied that she knew nothing beyond what
she had seen of him, bat that she telieved
him to ba a genilemar, and that she por-
presd merrylpg him. Her brother begged
that ahe postpoue the mattar untli he cou'd

v'als Pltteborg and ecqusint himeal! with
Milier's antecedents, Tnle was saroed to,
zithough tho tredding day was Lhen pearly
4t hand, Miller pave Moshy a latter of ic-
troductlon toe friend in Pitlsburg.

He bad gose bot s faw stepz when a
carriage drove up sod Uount snd Coontoss
Mitkiewicz alighted. Asthey started toen
ter their house—It l¢ three doors soulh of
Ohemberlin’s—they recognized Moaby, Tha
latter iInformed Couat Mitklewlez that he
dasired aprivate ocnference with him, Afier
scma parley the trio stepped Indoors, whete
Mosby et occe upbralded Mitklewlez for
bringing about the be!rothsl of his elefer
and the count's friend, Mosby belisvad
that the conot was femiliar with hllller'a
record, and that he hed coverily i:fluenced
the alliance to revenge Limself for certain
refleotions which Ool. Mosby had ca-t upon
him. Daricg the colloguy it was noticed that
Mosby bed pot removed bis hat. Tioe connt
told bim (kat po men ehon'd remels in bis
houge with hiz hat upen his Lead. DMosby,
whoee fury seewmed to bavo gotten the bet-
terof his peliteness, declined to unoover,
wherenopon the conot sdyencad thresteniog-
ly towerd him.

At Truro an
18-year-old yonth who had his head ont of a win-
dow, was struck by lightnlng simultanconsly with
the shattering of & great tree near-by, and killed.
Pacsongers from Boston roport that while crozs-
ing the Cobequl Mountaina the rails for s mile
aherd and to the rear of the train bceameo electri-
fled and shone vivldly with the lightning.
