Effects of the McKinley Law.
A epecta! correspondent ol tae AesocI-

ated ?r--5 i;ivöi what purports co be a care-

tally prepared statement of the efftct of the
McKinley tar 11' on tbe American trade
wi'.b Great Britain. In the first tbreo
months of the present year there was an in¬
crease of Britleh exports to tbe United
Srates over tbe exports in corresponding
in orb- of 1890 The Increase was from
$45 S2S.724 to over $46,000. From certain
places there has been a falling off; from
othtirs an increase. London shows a de¬
crease of $2,000,000 In the period named.
Tnis was in spite of large increased in tin-
plate, wool, hemp, fl»x, tew aod chemicals.
Americans having up to July last bought a

year's supply of tin-plate In advance, Liver¬
pool exporters of tin-plate say they can

stand a year of eiack trade. Tin-plate is
r«tIfi sold freely, however, to the Standard
O.l Company, which pays little duty on tin-
plate, gutting a drawbuok of 99 per cent, on

the tin cans it exports. The English expect
the tariff on these artloles to be reduced In
the near future.
At present tbe Welsh tin-plate works are

working to their full capacity, having plenty
of ordere. Scrap steel used to go from Scot-
bind to New England, bot tbe McKinley
tariff kliied that supply of New England
raw material. Ab to the effeot on textiles,
confident opinions are expressed only In re¬

spect to the oheaper grades of goods, each
as the poor bay. The cheap grades ere

effectually shut out of tbe American mar¬

ket Lsoe aad linen can jamp the higher
tariff wail. So also, it Is bolieved, oau car¬

pets, owing to the better Sootch workman¬
ship and designs. Cheap grades of cutlery
are Bhut out, so that Sheffield suffers in that
line, but high-priced artloleso.ro little affect¬
ed. Sheffield maters say that the best
American cutlery coutiuuesto be far Inferior
to theirs. Manchester makes no complaint
of beiug hurt by our new tariff. Leeds mau
uftäotnrers were depreseed at the beginning
of tbe year, but tbey are all right now. Tbe
ol&es of Leeds goods the tarlii shuts out is
the cheap grade the poor bought.
According to Bradford manufacturers tho offoct

of tho tariff upon ozports of stuff goods, worsted
coatings, and seals and plashes to too states has
so far proved even moro projadicial to tho Brad¬
ford traue than was anticipated.
Dundee manufacturers of linen havoboen forced

by the tarilT to send to America highor priced
guods, the prohibitive force of tho tariff falling
heaviost on domostic linens. Hon. John C. New,
Unitod States consul-general at London, Bays tho
importation of tin-plato into tho Unitod States
haj doubled, and unmanufactured wools havo
largely ineroasod. Hemp and llax with a decreas¬
ed duty havo doubled, and druge, also with a de-
oreased duty, have nearly doubled, whilo the ex¬
ports of sucb goods as silks, Hue worstod dross
goods, fine woolon, camel and goat-hair goods have
fallou off.

Hard on the Bachelors.
A bachelor in Europe is treated without

much mercy by the government. In Ger¬
many the Kilchetag passed a law recently
compelling every bachelor who occupied an

official position under the Geiniun Empire
fo contribute a very considerable proportion
of his salary to the dowries of tbe daughters
o! men who had died in the official service
of the government.
The laws of France with respeot to the

-ame class are equally onerous. In his last
report the United States Consul at Bor¬
deaux gives in detail the regulations of tbe
Freoob government in the same connection.
"France, for a number of very good reasons,"
tie writes to our State Department, "is pre¬
eminently a country of taxation. There 1b a
tax on life and a tax on death; there is a
tax on existence in general. Perhaps,
were there not so much taxation, and
were the tbe French people partially
relieved of the burden they have to bear
in order to support the largest standing
army in tbe world, the birthrate would
Increase, and more children than the poorer
olaeses can now oonveDlently provide for
and educate would be bronght into the
world. And yet how to reduoe these very
taxes la a question of more than momentary
consideration.

'-It ba3 be3n proposed, nevertheless, upon
a numhur of occasions in tbe Chamber of
Deputies to temper taxation in proportion
to the number of children In tbe family of
tho tax puyer. For example, the father of
seven children would be entirely exempt
from taxation ; the father of six children
liable for one seventh of the tax ; the father
of five, two-sevenihs ; four, three-sevenths,
and so on in inverse proportion. On the
other hand, in order to oounterbalanoe the
deficiency in tbe revenue caused by this sys¬
tem, a lax would be levied upon bachelors,
increased year by year in direct proportion
to their ages, thus offering a oontlonal in
centive to matrimony. Thb idea la an ex¬
cellent one, and should be put into praollce
at once."

und Miss Bertha Don, late of Baker City,
Oregon, and daughter of the late Judge Lu¬
ther B. Ison, of the latt6r place, were the
parties to a sensational tragedy yesterday
irerning in Blcomington, III. Dr. Ballard
went to that city le-nt Friday, and secured a
license to marry MIsb Ison, who went to
Blcomingtou with her widowed mother a
montn ago to attend college. All day Sat¬
urday Baliard engaged in attempts to g*t
Miss Ison to elope with him, and S-jndoy
visited her frrqaenily and begged asr :o be¬
come bis wife.
She thought much of him, but bogged him to

postpone tho event until after hor education was

completed. Bnllard took his loavo, bidding her a
last adieu, saying hu would go to Chic-igo, never
to return to bother her. Yesterday morning,
howover, ho appeared at her house, and aakod to
sco Mita Ison just for a mmuto. Tho interviow
was granted, and. while, in tbe parlor, ho sud¬
denly produced a rovolver and shot hor twice,
onco in tbo tomplo and once through tho bead,
killing her inatautly.
