Why Virgimans Are Proud
Froca the eariles: Qolonisi days, () yeare
g0, their history has beso proud aud bigh.
Theza people were of a higher typa than
gny were who ceme from Eogland into the
cther eottlementa of America. The origircal
graotees of the charter of Virginia were
gentlemen ¢f goc? birth and standing at
homa, and under their goidavcs Virglaia
grew and preaper: 3 as no ctber oclony bad
evar done for neer 100 yeara,

And when, In 1685, the edict of Nantes
was reyoked the exiled Huoguenotz found
bomes and warm welcome bere, nnd broaght
with them the edocatiop, the bsndicraft
and the high pricoiplee which had msde
thewm the noblerd aud braveet of the sons of
Frsoco, After the exzecution of King
Charles his edherents to the pomber of 80,
Q00 scoght refoge In Virginls.

Thus, this falress of all the Iands of Great
Brita!n wes pesseesid by s higher ciees of
paople then had ever bafore, or hss siaoe,
eoionized aod daveloped any conotry. From
the beginping they wers eteadfaet in their
prinoiples, and when thelr king was a fogi-
tive secking asyiom the House of Bargisses
of Virglnia deputed sn envoy (Colonel Mor-
rison) of their body to ecak bim and invite
bim to est oia throne up here, and this stead-
tastness of character la the foundation of the
bigh snd poble pride of cor pecple.

It suatained and developed the eolony ln
ita remarkable blstory during the first two
ceptarles of Ita Jife, until when one homd-
gred yesrs ago the Virzinlazs wonld ao
longer endure the encrosohments of the
king, Zeclared tbeir Independence cof his
crown and created this great republle; Vir-
ginians concelved, sustalped and arcom-
plished this great scheme of oivll liberly,
which sl mecking to doy admire aed imi-
tate,

Oane of the wiaest statesmen of our time
deglsres “tha histories of the Unlted Blates,
writien by New England book-makers are
sli falee. Thay teach that New England had
much to do with the oreation cf this govern-
ment, wheress it was coooceived, eustained
aod accompliched by about a dezen Virgie-
ian gentlemean, and Naw BEaglaod hed noth-
ing to do with i8,” The opoble author of
this declaration was a Peoosylvenian of the
yery highest standing. It 1s onofortonate
tlet he has ppesed awey, for he declared
his chorlehed purpose to be to stedy aed de-
monstrete what 'twss that mode theee men
80 grear,

The great Georgis Bepator,Ben Hiil, la the
last specch he ever made (the hand of death
wag then ppon him), declared: '‘I never
anter Virginia that I do not feel I shounld
oncover my head 1o reverence to ber great
desd and lo respect to her great living men,
for I tell you that cever In the world’s bis-
tory bas apy nation produced so many men
so great s Virginia hag.”

We all know wbo they were., They were
vorn snd bred right aronnd us hare. Gentle-
men all of birth, breeding and edocation.
Thair names are honsehold worda and their
gtatnes stand upoo that moble mosoment to
Washington, their chief,

Whiie Virgloia, then an independent ne-
tien, bora more than her part of the Revo-
Iotiopery war,rhe rent her eon George Rod-
gers Clatke, with troops to strike Great
Britalo In her nortbweat territory.

Under anparslicled hardsbipe that lictie
Virginian army penstrated loto the heart of
that tarritory, captored all of ita garrisons
aod added it to tbe territory of Virgicia,
When the war for independence elosed the
confederate Btates eoon gettled emongsi
themselves thelr respective guootas of the
coBte,

The little New Eoglecd Btates plead pov-
arty in bar of the clalms dose from them.
Thereupon Virginia, with a grandeur befora
unkoown in history, gave all thet great do-
main which to-daw embracee Ohle, Indiana,
ILillncie, Mioh!gan and Wisconsin to be the
common property of ali the Btatea, And
then weot furiber, Having morethan twenty
times protested agalusy the {mtroduction of
glaves Into ber own tarritory, she caueed an
enactment by the Goversment of the Uclted
Biates that no slave should ever snter that
ceded laed, Thiz prohibltien greatly dis-
pleased the New Eoglanders, who had main-
Iy lived and grown rich by slea’icg neproee
from Afrioa and selling them to ihe other
colonies of Eogland,

When peace was made with Hogland
each one of the colenles, being an lndcpend-
ent State, mede 1:8 saparate troaty of peace
with Bogland, each belog then reoegnized
88 an lodepandent natlon, sod then mnder
Virglnia's guldance formed the government
of the Unlied Btates, each Biate expressing
or noderstanding its.tight toseceds from the
new formed confaderation whenever the
powers delegated to it as s cectrel govern-
ment should be irjutlonsiy exercised

Thenceforward Virginda, bezing oreated
the United Btates, guided their polioy spd
expended their power for more thap filty
years io their porest to highest peried. Rar-
ly in the osntory & Virglolan scquaired from
France the Lonisiana Territory west of the
Misaisalppi, and ths sarse great statesman
sent the Virginia pioneers, Lewiaand Clarke,
‘bayond the Rocky monntalns to the shores
of the Pacific.

Her hardy scoe—Johneion and Field and
Bevler—had years before cicered Eentucky
of the Indizns apd made it & white man’s
hom=, snd all over the great Son'h yousng
Virginians left thelr pleassnt bamss to eaio-
pize and orguaiz= that vest and fsrtile re-
gion which fo-dar produoce= the chlef weelih
of this country,

Is wes a Virginian (8am Hcusten) who
went down ioto Texseand led it to inde-
pendence of Mexigo, and 8 few yenra later
on & Virginisn President annsxed Texse to
the United Ststes,

When the war with Moxico followed two
Virginian generels ied our conguering sr-
mies and won 62 New Mexico, Arizona aad

Oslifornia,
Thus, ever since her exlstenc: Virglnla's

s6na have led in all great measures of this
netion, and iberefore we are proud.
