A dissevery which brings t> mirnd the mar-
velous rdventures of Slndbad the Salior was
made in the mounntalns about five mi'es from
Ironton, Mo, by a party cf buaters.

They had been rosmiog over the mcun-
talns for peveral hoors and eat down fo resl
and ea® lnneh, They laid their gnos down
on a {11t rock nesr a8 bow!der and had po
sponer dene o than they were surprised to
cge tha waaponsslida toward & hugs bowl-
der which etood a few fect away. The gpuns
were drawn to the bow der and there etuck
w.th soch force that 1t was d tlizult to take
them awey from It.

0. Investiga'ion !l was discovered thet
the bowlder was an immense magreb and
with euch power that it attraoted pleces ol
iron aod stee! from a distence of maby fest.
It wea foond that & knile would silde over
that {lst rock a dlstance of ciae feet lo the
big stone and remaln eticklog eo tight that
it was necessary 6> exeit greal force to sep-
ara'e it from the rock.

The meuctains here are knowo to be foll
of iron ore and it I8 in this nelghborbood
that 1he greatest Iron beds of the world are
f nod, tu: it bas never before been Enown
that the magnetic ore wes to be found in the
vicinity. The bow!dar whioh was dlzcover-
ed was examined and measured acd found
to be a plece of magne:io iron ore which
wou d welgh maoy tons, T8 helght 18 15
feet, while it evideatly einks many faet into
tho groucd. Iie bae is 20 by 82 feet snd it
h1e almost perfectly emooth sldec.

Amoeg the queer experiments tried was
one which shows the force of magnetiofrfla-
ence. A piece of sefc lron was beld en equal
distance from the ground and the etone at
sbont faur fect away, and inetead of falllog
to the groucd it wonid fiy to therock,ehow-
fog that the magoetlsm wa3 greater than
the attractlon of gravitation at that distance,

Oae pecaliar appesrance which was no-
ticed was that the sldes of the stone were
covered with emall particles which stock
out like balre, snd which proved to ba fila-
ments of iron which had been attracted by
the loadstone as the wind wounld sweep Lhe
acgamanlated dist from them es they lay on
the groood.
