Reed was run into the ice-house ahout
two o'clock in the alternoon by Chief of
Police Ory and Officer McEBride, of
Washinzton, and a man named Wil-
linms, of Midway. Orr attempted to
enter, and was shot through the should-
er by Reed. A great erowd gathered,
and, after a hundred or more shots had
been exchanged, about seven o'clock,
Hugh Coyle, of MeDonald, attempted
to enter the building, and was shot
through the head and heart, and killed
by Reed.

striking him through the left ear.
Mr. B. at once gave himself up to
Serat. Perry and is in juil, Mr, Spyder
lies in a most eritical condition, the ball
heing somewhere inside the cavity of
the skull and eannot be reached. Both
the parties are prominent citizens and
the sad afluir is greatly regretted by all.
Both are members of the bar and of the
republican party and have large con-
neclions in this county.

Prrrssune, Pa,, Aug. 5.—The Du-
quesne steel works  started up this
morning with nearly all of the old em-
ployees at work, and the Carncgie
Steel Co. has scored one vietory., On
Saturday Supt. Morrison posted a no-
tice to the effeet that all men who had
applied for their old jubs should report
at the mill at 7 o’clock this morning as
the mill would resume at that hounr.
Long before the time set, however,
workers with dinner pails quictly stole
up unfrequented streets and along the
railroad tracks and entered the mill
unobzerved by their fellow strikers.
As 7 o’clock approached the number of
men who had entered the mill yard
by this means reached four hundred.
About 60 men who were leaders in the
svmpathy strike movement gathered
on the road near the mill gate and
watched in moody silence the men go-
ing intowork., Finally the mill whistle
blew for seven o'clock. At that mo-
ment o large Irishman exclaimed in s
loud woice: “Well, men, the jig isup:
we had better hustle for our old places.™
