The City School Board meets to¬
night.

The River..The cold weather of the
past two days has thickened the ice in
the river aud postponed the anticipated
early reopening of navigation. The
Norfolk steamer arrived on time this
morning. About 4 o'clock this morn¬

ing the lugs Templar aud Harlowar-
rived here with two three-masted
schoi ners and two oyster boats. One
of the schooners, the Win. Cobb, stop¬
ped here and the rest of the tow went
on to Washington. The captains of the
tugs report the ice as far down as Pei
simmon Point aud that at some points
in the channel there are heavy gorges.
At Indian Head the ice was so heavy
that all the sheathing was torn from the
bjw of one of the schooners and the
tow had to be dropped and the ice
loosened up before they could proceed.

PROCEEDINGS OF CONGRESS.
Washington, D. C, Jan. 5.

SENATE.

The Senate to-day. after the routine
morning business, took up, discussed
and passed the House joint resolution
covering into the Treasury $48,000, be¬
ing an excess of the sum due to Choc-
taw aud Chickasaw Indians under an

appropriation of the last Congress.
The bill to pay to the representatives

of John Roach, the ship builder, §28,160
balance due on the Dolphiu was discus¬
sed fur about an hour and finally laid
aside without action.
The Senate bill compelling witnesses

to testify before the interstate com¬

merce commissioners was taken up and
passed.
The consideration of the anti-option

bill was resumed. It was opposed in a

set speech by Mr. Yilas, (dem.) of Wis¬
consin, on the ground of its unconsti¬
tutionally. It directly invaded, he
said, the sovereignty and peculiar
governmental functions of the States
aud was a flagrant advance to central¬
ization involving the characteristics of
the most odious paternalism.

The bill was finally defeated after
