overture of von Suppe, Yv'iegand,
Waldteufel, Dressler. und other writers
of note.
The subscribing membership is large,

thus insuring an nunual revenue be-
youd all necessary expense, and hence
the Alexandria Musical Association's
existence is happy and enviable. Mr.
Gambrill's patient labor with the asso¬
ciation is a large factor in its success.

The vocalist.- of Alexandria, while

good ones found here. The sopranos and
altos predominate as soloists, and their
singing is marked by gtoat dis¬
cretion and full knowledge of the work
in hand.
