A Woman's Fall..Tears rolled

down the cheeks of Bruce Crane, au ar¬

tist, of No. P3 Fifth avenue, as he
stood before Justice Voorhis in Jeffer¬
son Market Police Court, New York,
Saturday. At his side, supported by a

policeman, was his wife, a tall, hand¬
some blonde. She was stupid from
drink, aud presented a marked contrast
in her elegant apparel and jewels to the
ordinary "drunk" that the justice con¬

templates so often. Mr. Crane, a quiet¬
ly dressed and good-looking young
man, was evidently heartbroken as he
told the justice that his wife was a

habitual drunkard, and that he would
bo forced to place her permanently un¬

der restraint. Justice Voorhis ordered
that she bo locked up until her bus-
baud could make arraugements for
placing her in an asylum.
As the policeman led her away Mrs.

Crane moaucd : "Bruce, Bruce, take me
home ; take me to our own home." As
the grief-strickeu husband joined a

friend in waiting for him in the rear of
tho court-room, ho fell upon the man's
shoulder and broke completely down.
The couple have two children and live
in a handsome house.
Mrs. Crane was found helplessly

drunk on Twenty-seventh street, near

Fifth avenue, by Policeman Day Fri¬
day night. She was to the west Thir¬
tieth street police station, where later
her husband, who is lame and uses a

crutch, found her. She was in too
wretched a condition to be removed to

her home, aud was left at the station
all night. Mrs. Crane is a niece of tho
late Dr. Burchard. She is a bright and
accomplished woman. She suffered a

fall some years ago that is thought to
have affected her brain.

Fought vor Life Witu Eagles..
Attacked by two furious golden eagles,
Fred Dezener, a 13-year-old boy, at

Malone, N. Y., was knocked off his
horse and would have been torn to

pieces by the birds of prey but for the
