FROM WASHINGTON.

WasHINGTON, D. C., June 25.
The news of the sinking of H. B. M.

| ship Vietoria caused a profound sensa-

tion at the Navy Department here. No
marine disaster accompanied by such
heavy loss of life has been known in
this country for many years, the near-
est in kind probably being the loss of
the United States ship Huron ofl’ Nag's
Head about fifteen years ago. Peopls
who saw the Blake, flagship of the
British squadron at the nuval review,
thought that she was a great ship, but
she was of secondary importance when
compared with the ill-futed Victoria,
which has just gone down, for while
the Blake was a large armored cruiser
the Victoria was a full-fledged battle-
ship nearly 1600 tons larger than the
Blake. The Victoria was a typical
fighting machine, as unlike the ordi-
nary conception of aship as possible.
She was rather low in the water, baving
11 feet freeboard and the forward deck
being cleared to give sweep to the

great turret guns, she lal some-
thing of the appearapce of a moni-

tor forward. Aft of ber turret she
carried a plain superstructure, heavily
protected by compound armour, 1in
which was placed the secondary bat-
tery, and on the top and rear of this
supersteucture was the 10-inch gun in
its barbette. Sir George Tryon, the
vice admiral, who went down in
his flagship, is ome of the best
known British naval officers. The
Victoria in her construction em-
bodied every safeguard known up lo
the recent dute if her completion for
the protection of the life of her officers
and crew. She was a compartment ship
and was supposed to be unsinkable in
any ordinary collision. The Camper-
down, which dealt this fatal blow, was
about the same size as the Victoria, and
the ship never has been built that
would withstand the impact of ten
thousand tons of steel moving at any
ordinary speed.

The sudden drop in the price of sil-
ver bullion to 81} cents has revived
talk of shutting down o number of
the big mives of Aspen, Col.  The Den-
ver smelters refuse to buy anything but
low grade ores carrying lead, and low
grade mines cannot be worked profl-
tably.

M. Millevoye yesterday started to
read a document in the French Cham-
ber of Deputies, alleged to have becn
stolen from from the British embassy in
Paris, in which DI. Clemenceau was ac-
cused of betraying State secrets to
Great Britain, when a motion was
adopted condemning the documents as
spurious.

The storms in the West on Wednes-
day evening were very severe. At
Conception, Mo., theabbey being erect-
ed by the Benedictine monks was de-
molished, and three persons killed in
the destruetion of their home. In Adair
county, In,, a large number of farm
houses were destroyed, but no fatalities
are reported. A chill was carried
twenty rods through the air, but cs-
caped unhurt.

At a late hour yesterday evening
while eight men were at work at Nan-
ticoke, Pa., in No. G gangway of No. Y
slope of the Susquehsnna Coal Compa-
ny, about three-quarters of a mile from
thie bottom of the shaft, a terrible ex-
plosion of gas took place, which hurled
the victims off' their feet und scattered
them in all directions, killing four men
and a boy instantly, and ‘seriously, but

Judge Hancock, at the session of the
Circuit Court of Petersburg yesterday,
disposed of thirty-three coupon cases,
all that were on the dockel. Not a
single case was contested, and there
was no opposition to any of them on
the part of the Commonwealth’s Attor-

ey.

The friends of Col. A. 5. Buford are
effecting a powerful organization in
Richmond, clubs being formed in near-
lv every precinct already. Col. A.S.
Buford, in speaking yesterday about
the gubernatorial race, said he thought
his chances were getting better every
day. He remarked that he felt:much
encouraged by the reports that are com-
ing in from all parts of the State.

Mr. H. C. Carneal, of Stafford county,
met with an accident Wednesday by
which he was terribly cut about the
arms and legs, the arteries of one leg be-
ing severed, the ligaments cut to the
bone and his right arm badly lacerated.
He bhad been cutting wheat all day
Tuesday and at night left the machine
set up ready to resume work. While
hitching the horses Wednesday morn-
ing they became frightened and started
off, throwing Mr. Carneal down, and
the machine passed over his body, the
blades cutting him as deseribed. Phy-
sicians were summoned and it is
thought he will survive.

A SERENADE TO SENATOR LITTLE.—
Senator W. A. Little, after delivering
his address at the Episcopal High
School on Monday night, went over to
Alexandria to spend the night so as to
catch the early train for Stafford Court,
He was assigued a room adjoining a
yard in which there were three stal-
wart chicken cocks. At one o'clock a
solitary crow was heard which seemed
the signal for a neral chorus. From
that time until the train left the sere-
nade was continyed all along the line,
Senator Little offered to buy from the
watchman the. leading crower, but
when the full orchestra of some hun-
dred roosters’ voices took up the re-
frain he declared the proposition off
and quietly submitted. The Senator
says Aleyapdria is O. K. on the rooster
question, and with wearied steps and
heavy eyelids lie took the early train
for court. 1t has been suggested that
the serenade was in honor of the Bena-

tor’s coming election as Attorney Gen-
eral,—Fredericksburg Lance,
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Terrible Marine Disaster.

Loxpox, June 23.—A most terrible
calamity has befallen the British battle-
ship Victorin, flagship of the Mediter-
ranean squadron, and hundreds of lives
have been lost. The Victoria, which
flew the flag of Vice-Admiral Sir
George Tryon, K. C. B, was run into
off Tripoli by the British battleship
Camperdown, also belonging to the
Mediterranean squadron. The Vie
toria had an enormous hole made in
herside through which the water pour-
ed in torrents, and before those oo
board of her could cast loose the small
boats she went to the bottom, carrying
down with her nearly all on board.
Some of the officers and crew mannged
to get out of the suction caused by the
sinking vessel and were rescued. Among
those lost is Vice-Admiral Tryon. Not
less than four hundred and thirty of the
oflicers and erew of the Victoria went
down with the ship which sank in fif-
teen minnles in cighteen fathoms of
water. She lies bottom uppermost.
Twenly-one oflicers were drowned.
Two hundred and eighty-eight menwere
saved. The injury to the Camperdown
is serious and will necessitate her going
in dock for repairs. The Victoria was
a twin-serew battle-ship of 10470 tons
and 14,000 horse-power. She mounted
15 guns, and her complement of officers
and crew was 718 men, The
Camperdown is also a first class twin
serew battleship.

The scene of the calamity was near
Tripoli, a seaport town fifty miles
northeast of Beyroot, Syria, and a com-
paratively short distance from the isl-
and of Cyprus,

The news of the calamity has caused
the most intense excitement among all
classes of the population. The Admir-
alty office is besieged by relatives and
{riends of the officers and crew, seeking
details of the disaster. The throngs
are so dense that the police were sum-
moned to restrain the crowd.

Arrest off a Murderer,

InpraxaroLis Ind., June 23, —Some
time ago John Tarpey, a prominent
eitizen of Haughville, a suburb of In-
dianapolis, was killed by a burglar,
The erime was committed while the
burglar was in the act of robbing a sa-
loon, Tarpey, in company with the
town oflicers, went into the saloon at
midnight and canght the man in the
act of robbing the drawer. To eflect his
escape he shot Tarpey.  As no trace of
the murder could be secured the com-
munity settled in its opinion that Tac-
pey’s companions had killled him and
conceived the burglar story to clear
themselves. A week ago two local de-
tectives, after a desperate strug-
gle, arrested Leon Henderson for burg-
lary. In the fight Henderson was shot
in the the lez. He was taken to the
city hospital and yesterdny Mary Raf-
ferty, of Haughville, told the superin-
tendent of police that Henderson was
Tarpey’s murderer. She said he had
come to her house on the night of the
murder and had told her all about it.
Henderson at first denied the story,
but last night made a complete confes-
sion to Superintendent Colbert, It tal-
lies with the story told by the Haugh-
ville town oflicers. After the confes-
sion Henderson was removed to the
police station, as rumors of a lynching
were in the air. Henderson is a desper-
ate man, having served several terms
in prison,

Death of a Congressman.

EastoN, Pa., June 23.—William
Mutchler, of this city, democratic mem-
ber of Congress from the Sth Pennsyl-
vania district,died suddenly of heart dis-
ease thismorning. He had been in poor
health of late and was taken ill at a
Pike county fishing resort three weeks
ago with heart trouble. He recovered,
came home and had been able to be
out but still suffered from his stomach
and heart. The deceased leaves 2
widow and one son, Howard Mutchler,
proprietor of the Easton FErpress and
the Northampton Demacrat. Willizm
Mutchler wasborn in this (Northamp-
ton) county December 31, 1831, and
was therefore in his 62nd year. He
was a lawyer by profession. In 1867
President Johnson appointed him as-
sassor of internal revenue which of-
fice he held two vears, He was chair-
man of the democratic State committee
in 1860-70 and wus a member of the
forty-fourth, forty-seventh, forty-eight,
fifty-first and fifiy-second congresses,
He was re-elected to the fifty-third con-
gress last fall by a large mujority.

Cape Cod Canal.

BosTtox, June 23.—What may be re-
garded as the final step in the Cape Cod
canal was taken yesterday when the
business of the Old Colony and Interior
Construction Co., which has been chart-
ered for the express purpose of build-
iog the canal, was held and an organ-
ization effected. J. 5. Anthony was
elected president. The new company
is capitalized at 7,500,000, divided into
shares of £100. Some 4,000,000 has
already been pledged by Boston and
New York bankers. The canal will
begin at some convenient point in Buz-
zards' Day and run through the towns
of Bourne and Sandwich to a point in
Barnstable Bay. It will have a depth
of not less than 23 feet at mean low
water.

Beruiy, June 23.—The socialists of
Lubeck made a demonstration last
night that soon degenerated into a riot.
On Breitestrasse they wrecked a num-
ber of shop fronts with stones and
¢lgbs. The police charged the mob,
which fled without makjog much re-
sistance.

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groups soon consolidated and attacked
the city hall-and houses occupied by
liberal leaders, doing considerable dawm-
age before the police could drive them
off.

A VirGINIA Ick MiNE—In the north
3 de of Stone mountain, six miles from
the mouth of Stony creek, in Scott
county, has been discovered a natural
ice-house on a grand scale. One of the

old settlers first discovered it about
1880, but owing to the fact that the land
on which it was situated could not be
bought, he refused to tell its where-
abouts, and would only take ice from
it in case of sickness. He died without
revealing the secret to even his own
family, and but for a party of “Seng”
diggers entering the region, it might
have remained a secret for generations,
as it is situated inan unfrequented purt
of the mountain. The ice was only
protected from the rays of the sun by a
thick growth of moss resembling a tex-
tare, aud lire moss that can be scen
dungling from the oaks of Louisiana
and Texas. Its formation was aller
the fashion of a coal vein, being a few
inches thick in some places, while sev-
eral feet in other. The formation in-
dicates that it had been spread over the
surface in a liquid state and then con-
gealed. By what process it freezes or
was frozen is a matter of conjecture at
this stage of investigation. Some think
that it was formed in the winter, and
has been protected since by a dense
growth of moss which covers it, while
the more plausible theory is that be-
neath the bed is situated a great natur-
al laboratory whose function is a forma-
tion of ether, and the process of frees-
ing goes steadily on through the heat
as well as the cold. The growth of
moss resembles the hanging moss
around Hudson bay, and indicatesa
frigid temperature. The bed covers
one acre.
