Tiro John Allen Stories.
Congressman John Allen, the bub¬

bling humorist from Mississippi, is in
great favor in Wasnington circles, for
he generally has a bright story at his

togne's end. He was regaling a crowd
of friends with some southern stories,
and among them was the one which fol¬
lows, one of the few stories of Allen's
that had not gotten into print:

Allen had employed on bis place an

old negro servant, who in times before
the war was the property of the Con¬
gressman's father. Old Uncle Bufus
suffered frequent and ungovernable at-
tacks of kleptomania, attacks that
seemed to be beyond all remedy. He
was arrested time and time again for
stealing articles from the place of his
employer. Air. Allen finally grew tired
of attempting to reform his old servant,
and he had him arrested for stealing a

big piece of side meat from the planta¬
tion storehouse. It Mas the intention
to have the servant serve a brief time
in the county jail lor the offence, with
the hope that the imprisonment would
cheek him in his habit of stealing. The
old man pleaded hard with the "young
mahstah" to be released, and recalled
all the favors aud kindnesses he had
shown Mr. Allen when that dignitary
was still a boy. Allen began to weak¬
en on the line of this argument, ami
was about to release the servant on the
strength of his past services. He turn¬
ed to Uncle Kuftis with :

'.Now, Uncle Ruf, if you will bring
buck that side meat aud promise me on

the Bible that you will never steal an¬

other thing oil this plantation, I will
let you go. Furthermore, you will
have' to sign a paper promising on your
solemn houor never to steal again."
Uncle Bufus hesitated for a moment.
"Mahs John," said he, 'Tse willing

to gib you back de side meat. Yes,
sab, I'll do dat, I'll do dat.but now,
look yeah, Mahs John.you can't
'spect me to sign away my rights."

Allen's generous ways made him
v. ry uopular with the old-time negroes,
and" frequently he was called upon,
without expectation of compensation,
to defend them in suits for pilfering,
on one occasion a colored preacher of
the neighborhood was on trial for steal¬
ing some poultry from a neighbor. The
preacher protested his innocence, and
Allen made a very able defence for
hint. The evidence, however, was

very strong against the parson, and
.Mr. Allen saw that his client would
probably be convicted. He whispered
to him after the case had gone to the
jury and told him to prepare to meet
the wors^e. The preacher was a shrewd
old fellow, but he could not just see

how he was going to get out of the
scrape. The jury was out only a few
minutes ami the preacher lost all hope.
After the jury had taken their seats
and the foreman was beginning to read
the verdict the old preacher jumped up
from his seat aud bawled out:
"Yo? Honah, Tse-."
"Sit down," said the court, and turn¬

ing to the attorney, "What does the
prisoner mean ?"

"Vo' Honah," persisted the prisoner,
"I move dat dis co't do adjotfu."
"Well," replied the court, somewhat

amused, "how do you expect the court
to adjourn ?"
"Because," continued the prisoner,

"a motion to adjou'u is always in ordah,
sah.".Indianapol is Journal.

A Frisco Bunaway..The horses.
8 handsome pair ol blacks.were real
gentle, tit to be driven by a lady, ac¬

cording to the stableman who let them
out, but nevertheless they started off
to enjoy themselves before they had
been out of their stalls five minutes
yesterday.
The mate of a ship lying in the har¬

bor, accompanied by a lady frienj,
called at the Golden Gate stables on
Golden Gate avenue, just above Taylor
street, during the afternoon and asked
for a rig. The blacks were hitched up,
and on leaving the stable were headed
out the avenue, the mate iutending to
drive through the park. The horses
on reaching the street immediately be¬
came restive, aud it was evident that
they were going to be too much for the
driver. Just after crossing Jones
street the animals began to run,
aud in a few minutes the avenue,
crowded with vehicles, was a scene of
wild excitement.
The male pedestiians began to shout

warnings, and women added their
shrieks to the general alarm. The
runaways had things their own way,
and the man handling the reins could
do nothing to stop their rush. It was
perhaps one of the longest runaways
;on record in San Francisco. The

There a car was standing
and toward it the horses dashed. Just
as the animals swerved, swinging the
buggy against the car, the lady gave a
piercing shriek. A moment later the
car and the buggy came into collision,
and the occupants of the rig were flung
out on the hard pavement. They were

partly stunned, but, fortunately, es¬

caped without serious injury. The
horses swung into Oak street ami con¬

tinued their course toward the west un¬

til reaching Baker, when two vnqneros,
named George Green and Michael
Lucks, iu the employ of Horn, the
wholesale butcher, saw them coming,
aud displayed (heirskill with the lariat.
As the flying animals reached the en¬

trance to the park panhandle, two
nooses fell over their nec ks and they
were brought to a halt: It wnsaclev-
er bit of work, and prevented a more
serious accident, for the teams were

rolling into the narrow road at a great
rate when the runaways appeared.

disappeared without leaving their
names with the conductor of the dam¬
aged car, and Bailey cc Kellar, proprie¬
tors of the Golden Gale stable, main¬
tain that they do not know the couple.
