General A. T. Gonzales, the Cuban
and Confederate soldier who led the
Cuban revolution of 1548, and who was
Gen. Beauregard’s chief of stafl’ in_the
defense of Charleston, died at Colum-
bia, 8. C., yesterday, aged seventy-two
years.

The owners of a numbers of mills in
different parts of the country have an-
nounced their intention of reducing the
pumber of their workmen, cutting down
wages, or closing altogether. Thou-
sands of persons will be thrown out of
employment.

It is anticipated the outcome of the
deliberations of the Behring sea tribun-
al will be the recommendation that the
United States shall exercise police
powers for the protection of seal life in
the waters of Behring sea without any
claim to exclusive maritime jurisdiec-
tion.

The Nutional Convention of the
American Bimetallic League at Chica-
go vesterday adopted resolutions de-
mandiog the repeal of all laws de-
monetizing silver and the free coinage
ot silver in the ratio of sixteen to one.
Ex-Congressmen Rice Pierce, of
Tennessee, the lieutenant of Chairman
Bland in the last Conpress made a
speech in which he said: I say to-
day, as a democrat, that Groyer Cleve-
land, the man from the East, who
claims to-day to represent the demo-
cratic party, does not represent it, but
misrepresents its position upon this
question,”

Bishop Keaune, of the Catholic Uni-
versity, Washington, characterized as
absurd and shameful the telegram sent
from St. Paul, Minn., that steps would
be taken by Archbishop Satolli, the
papal ablegate, to punish Archbishop
Corrigan, of New York, for his refusal
to reinstate Dr. Burtsell to his original
parish. Mgr. Satolli  returned to
Washington yesterday evening much
pleased with his trip out West. “Amer-
icn,” said he, “is a great conntry, of
which no study of maps can give a cor-
rect idea.,” From a religious point of
view he was struck with the great ac-
tivity of the clergy under whose influ-
ence large and prosperous religious
communities have spruang up, taking
possession of the ground before any
other institutions, civil or politieal,
were yet in the field, and being really
the pioneers of civilization.

The Knights of Pythias,

The annual reports of the officers of
the Supreme Lodge, Knightsof Pythias,

The Endowment Rank,
under the management of President
John A. Hinsey, madea gain during
the year of 2,901 members, with a total
of 31,198 the total endowment in force
on March 31, 15893, is £67,107,000, a gain
of £6,356,000,

Loxpox, Aug. 3.—The yacht race
for the Town prize of £100 took place
to-day from Cowes, Isle of Wight,
When the starting gun was fired at 10
o’clock the Satanita and Valkyrie cross-
el the line together.
