The Money in Chi« World.

Acting Director of the Mint i'reston
has prepared a table of monetary sta¬
tistics that would stagger even a Kan¬
sas populist or a Colorado silver man.

It deals in billions of dollars with a

familiarity amazing to a poor man these
hard times.
Mr. Preston counts up the money of

the world just as if the silver were his
ami the gold wore his and the cattle on

a thousand hills. He says the gold
money now in stock owned by all the
nations aggregates 3' billions. That is
not much. It would pay tlrover Cleve¬
land's salary only till 71SÜ3 A. D.,which
is 70,000 years from now.

It would build 175 World's fairs like
the one at Chicago and people who own
stock in that oue thiDk it cost a good
deal.
But that is just the gold. The na¬

tions have over four billions of silver.
If put into dimes it would buy two
drinks and a live-cent cigar for every
man, woman and child on earth. It
would weigh 125,000 tons.
There is 2'. billions of paper money

in the world.
France has more gold than any other

country on the globe and more silver
also. It has 800 millions of gold aud
700 millions of silver. The United
States lias OOJ millions of gold and 615
millions of silver. England has 550
millions of gold aud ouly 100 millions
of silver. Germany has 600 millions of
gold and 211 millions of silver. Iiussia
has less money than the others. It
thu s business on 250 millieus of gold
and GO millions of silver.

France is the richest country accord¬
ing to the population. F'ach person
over there would get $40 if the circulat¬
ing money were, distributed. Little
Cuba comes next with a wealth of $31
to each person. Netherlands, Aus¬
tralia and Belgium all come in ahead
of the United States, which has a cir¬
culation of $24 for each man, woman
and child.

Each person in the United States is
entitled to have in his pocket $24 to
buy ami sell with. But some way in
the shufllc a great many people haven't
got 24 cents, aud certain others have 24
million dollars. The men iu the New
York bread riots would like to know
where their $21 is.
The United States has enough gold

alone for each person to have $1), but
comparatively a small number have
that amount about their clothes.
France has $20 iu gold for each per¬
son.
Some pretty things could be done

with the paper money of the world.
At least it would seem pretty to the
people now out of a job. If put end to
end in dollar bills it woidd make a rib¬
bon long enough to be wound 13 times
around the earth. If made into a car¬

pet a yard wide it would span the globe
once and would be a path lit for a

queen to walk on.
Made into dresses it would clothe 12

million women.
Jt would make a tent large enough to

cover 71 square miles. It would cover
two cities tho size of Baltimore with its
suburbs and leave room for a sheep
ranch or two under the roof of green¬
backs besides.

It would make 17 million uews pa¬
pers.

A Murder Recalled..Thomas
Graham, who in 1S7U was sentenced
in Camden. X. J., to twenty years'
imprisonment for implication iu the
murder of John M. Armstrong, for
which crime Benjamin Hunter was

hanged in Camden, was released from
tho State prison at Trenton Friday,
six years and three months of his sen¬
tence having been deducted for good
behavior. The murder was a cele¬
brated one. Hunter, who was a stove
manufacturer, had $2(1,000 insurance on
the lifo of Armstrong in three New
York companies. Ho offered Graham,
who was a vegetable pedler of vagrant
habits, $-500 to kill Armstrong, and the
two followed Armstrong across the
ferry to Camden on a snowy night in
the winter of 1877. There, on a dark
street, Graham struck Armstroug with
a hatchet, knocking him down. He
then became frightened and ran away,
but Hunter picked up the hatchet atid
dealt another blow on the head of
the prostrate man. The two men es¬

caped across the ferry. Armstrong was

found by the police and taken to his
home in Philadelphia where he died in
a short time. Hunter, who was looked
upon as his most intimate friend, nurs¬
ed the wounded man and tore the
bandages ofl the wounds, aud Arm-
strong bled to death. Hunter and
Graham were subsequently arrested,
While in prison, Hunter offered a fel-
low prisoner $200 to put poison in Gra-
ham's food. Iu the trial, Graham turned
State's evidence, and was sentenced to
twenty years and Hunter was hanged.
