TJiE SECOND CONVENTION.
For the Unity oi* the Democratic Par¬

ty Mr. Catoii Witheraws
from t he Knee.

Another convention (the second
see: ion of the one held on Tuesday,
the 10th,) was held at the Opera
J louse at 12 o'clock to-day for the pur¬
pose of nominating a candidate for the
Legislature from this city nnd county.
There were thirteen delegates present
.Messrs. M. B. Harlow, G. W. Kam-
say(who took the place of Mr. W. H.
Breeu), J. G. Beckham, John M. John-
sou, Thomas Downey. R. F. Knox, J.
J». Normoyle, Douglass Stuart John
W. May and Albert G. Fair, from the
city, and Messrs. G. W. Salisbury from
Jefferson, Robert R. Veitch from
Aiington, and W. H. Payne, from
Washinton district, in the county.
Mr. W. X. Febrey, chairman of the

count}- democratic committee", took the
platform and said that in the absence
of Mr. Barley, chairman of the city
committee, it became his duty to call
the convention to order. He stated
that the convention had been called
pursuant to the adjournment of the
convention of the 10th instant.in or¬
der that the county would have an op¬
portunity to elect three delegates.the
number they were entitled to, Mr. Bar¬
ley having sent them back for that pur¬
pose. The county was now represent¬
ed by three legally chosen delegates.
He stated that the first business before
the conveutiou would be the selection
of a chairman.
On motion of Mr. M. B. Harlow, Mr.

R. R. Veitch, of the county, was made
temporary chairman, and the gentle¬
man thauked the convention for the
honor confetred upon him.

Mr. Hi r!ow then moved that Messrs.
R. F. Knox, W. W. Payne and Doug¬
lass Stuart be appointed a committee
on credentials, which was carried.
The same gentleman moved that

Messrs. John M. Johnson, John W.
May and (I. W. Salisbury constitute a
committee on credentials, and that mo¬
tion was also adopted.
Mr. Harlow also moved that Messrs.

J.G. Beckham, G. W. Ramsay and A.
J. Fair be appointed on the committee
00 permanent organization, and this
motion was also carried.
Mr. Harlow subsequently stated that

he had had an interview with Mr. S. G.
Brent, representing the ten delegates
in favor of Mr. Bendheim's nomination,
and who were not present, and had
extended an invitation to them to be
present. Mr. Brent, on the part of
those delegates, had returned thanks
for the invitation, but declined to par¬
ticipate. He then moved that the con¬

vention take a recess until 2 o'clock,
which was carried.

The convention resembled at the ap¬
pointed hour, when Mr. John G. Beck-
ham was elected pernament chairman.
Mr. Beckham returned thanks for the
favor conferred . He said he had been
selected to preside over a home-rule
democratic convention, which had as-
sembh d to perform a service.the most
important, it tuight be said, since ISO"),
when a delegates from this city to the
lower branch of the S ate Legislature
had be chosen. He paid a tribute to
Senator Mushbach for the able manner
in which he lepresents this district, in
the Senate, and said it was the will of
the convention to select for him a mate
of the same true-blue democracy.

Tin- committee on credentials then
submilt d their report which was

adopted.
Mr. J. W. May was then elected sec¬

retary.
The committee on resolutions pre¬

sented the following which were

adopted :

Resolved, That it is tho sense of this con¬
vention that t.'ii-i body which met in this city
on the 10th day of October, 1893, was regu¬
larly adjourned and that the action of the
delegates who assembled after such adjourn¬
ment and nominated Mr. Charles Rendheim
was irregular and in contravention of the
wish of the people as ctpicssed in the demo¬
cratic primaries for the following reasons
\iz: That the so called convention which
nominated Mr- Rendheim was composed of
less tbau a quorum of regularly chosen dele¬
gates, the same being composed of only ten
delegates from the city of Alexandria, at d
three geutlemeu from Alexandria county, nut
entitled ta icon-sent the county.

Resolved, That we endorse iho democratic
Slate ticket before the people and pledge to
the rune our earnest and active support.

Besolvcd.i That we endorse tho financial
policy of the democratic administration iu its
endeavots to give tho country a healthy and
Stable eutiency.

Resolved, 'J"hat this convention called pur¬
suant to adjournment now proceed regularly
to toe transaction of businessand to the nomi¬
nation of a democratic candidate for the House
of Delegates from Alexandria city and county.

It having been announced by the
chair thai the nomination of a candi¬
date for the Legislature was in order,
Mr. Douglass Stuart nomiuated Mr.

James R. (Jatou.
A vote was taken and Mr. Harlow,

as chairman of the ten members of the
city delegation, cast the vote for Mr.
Caton, and Mr. G. W. Salisbury, rs
chairman of the three from the couuty,
did likewise.
The nomination was made unani¬

mous, and Messrs. R. F. Knox, M. B.
Harlow and \V. W. Payne were ap¬
pointed a committee to iuform Mr. Ca-
ton of his nomination.
When the nominee appeared K<; was

greeted with applause. When it sub¬
sided the chairman, Mr. Beckham, es¬
corted Mr. Caton to the foot lights of
the stage, and said there stood beside
him a man who in 1S61 was selling
papers in the city of Alexandria. He
was now before the people of the same
city as the democratic candidate for the
Legislature of Virginia. He was in
every sense a self-made mar. one who
bad, without soliciting the aid of any
one, worked himself up to his .presentstanding in the community. Mr. Caton
had entered this contest from principleand had won, and now stood before the
citizens of Alexandria as the victor.
Mr. Beckham hoped all Mr. Cnton's
friends would aid in earring his flag to
victory. He was a heavy tax-payer, a

good citizen and loyal to his party, and
since the days of his boyhood, when
persecuted by the federal soldiery for
his principles, he had ever flown the
democratic banner.
Mr. Calou then proceeded to address

the convention. He said it should be
the paramouut rule of every man to
strive to be right, and when conscious
be i^ right never to falter in the path
of duty. The first and last vote he
ever cast had been democratic. He
was still a democrat and proposed to
remain one. He then proceeded to ex¬
press bis thanks for the honor which
had been conferred upon him both in
the primary election and thej conven¬
tion, and believed he was the oona fide
nominee of the democratic party of the
city and county for the House of
Pelegat.es. There were some mat¬
ters, however, in connection with
his candidacy he proposed to review.
When he entered the contest at first he
did so reluctantly, but a..er conferences
with h's friends he concluded to enter

the field. He had received a majority
o; the votes cast in the primary elec-
lion, and while mnch bitter feeling had
been manifested, he still stood as the
choice of the law-abiding citizen.". He
then proceeded to review the issuewbich
had been going on for the past ten days
over the proceedings of the first con¬
vention from his standpoint, t-n 1 said
three of the ten members of the State
democratic committee bad decided that
Mr. Charles Bendheim was the regular
nominee of the party. He wanted to
see harmony in the party : he had no

personal ambition to gratify ; he mere¬

ly desired to see if the people of Alex¬
andria city and county intended sub¬
mitting to the action of a minority in
making a nomination. He had on sev¬
eral occasions offered to withdraw and
make room for a compromise candidate,
but no such proposition had
come from Mr. Bendheim's or

bis friends. He stood before his
fellow-citizens protesting against the
aciion of the remnant of the first
convention in making a nomination.
He coucludcd by saying he felt great
interest in the democratic party, fav-
ored all the resolutions which had been
adopted, said he believed he was the
choice of the people, and appreciated
the honor conferred upon him, hut in
the interest of the party to which he
belonged, he must respectfully decline
the nomination.
The concluding sentence of Mr. Ca-

ton's speech rather took both the dele¬
gates and spectators by surprise and it
was received with applause.
A motion to adjourn siue die without

making a nomination was subsequently
made and carried, and the ball was soon

after vacated.
This evening Mr. Bendheim called on

Mr. Caton and expressed the warmest
gratitude at his action. The two bad
a most fiiendly talk, which showed
that no bitterness of feeling existed be¬
tween them. The democrats now feel
that they have a united party again and
that they will defeat any opposition.
Mr. Caton during the evening bas

beeu warmly congratulated for tbe
magnanimous course he has pursued by
many of the most prominent citizens.

Dearborn, of this city, who has efficient¬
ly occupied that position for several
years past.
