Makes an Organ Spoak.

The Baltimore News thus describies the
music recently rendered in the Brown
Memorinl Preshyterian Church in that
city by M. Alexandre Guailmang, of
Puaris, the master organist of the world.

TLe organ of the church is a noble
iastrument and in the hands of the
master it seemed to bieatheand pulsate
and throb with life.

It seemed a thing of soul aud
sentiment and motion. It mouned for
the dead and wept for the living. It
¢ mnted mausses for the repose of souls
aad had lullabies for the young.  There
were victorious anthems for those in
the midst of strife aud its symputhy for
thee balled and beaten poured out in
sweetness in abundance. Now itseem-
ed engaged in turmoil of battle; the
artillery’s roar, the roll of the drum,
the shouts of the conguerors and the
wails of the fallen could be heard.
Tien came peace. It wasspring. The
Lalmy air carried the fragrance of aj-
ple blooms. The monotone of tle,
bustling bee lulled to slumber: solt |
and low and mellow came the notes, |
now near at hand and now passing
away through the woods and over the
hills until only their memory re-
mained.

Then there was a summer festival.

All was merry. The Inds and lassies
sang and danced and kisses were stolen,
Faster went the dance and louder be-
came the songs. Then they sank and
died away while distant muttorings
erew in volume and at lust the mani-
fold instrument shook in convulsions of
a storm, The wind rose and fell and
shrieked and raged.
It dashed through the forests, it beat
aguinst the sea, it raced over the plains,
while thunder played the “Anvil Cho-
rus” on its eyclopean forge.  The light-
nings fitfully flashed and revealed the
silver rain drops beating on pgolden
ground. The organ wailed and shriek-
eil. But the tempest died away and
the wind’s sobbins ceased their strife.

T'hen there wus a revel of imps and
snomes and brownies and all the queer
creatures of wooil and lune and water,
I'antastic earcls and odd gyrations and
~cueaky laughs and sudden turns and
jimps and runs were mingled and jum-
bled together in inextricable confusion,
and just when it seemed they would
never be dizentangled all suddenly sep-
arated and ran nway, and you found
yourself listening to the little old organ
in the old church at the old home of
your boyhood. TItstone was fuint and
its compass limited, but there was
all the swee'ness of “Home, Sweel
Home" to its quivering notes. You
could see the dear old white-haired
pastor walk up the aisle with solemn
step and slow. You were once ugaiu
in the old pew with the old folks at
home.

Then the deacon faded from view
and a grand church wedding took its
place.  The rich incense of bride roses
filled the sanctuary. The eager, rest-
less guests awaited the entrance of the
bride. Then as the notes became tri-
umphal you heard the rustling
evervbody turned to see the sweel, fair
bride pass up the aisle.  You heard the
minister’s solemn wonlds, and then the
music burst forth into ecestuey as the
husband and wife walked arm in arm
forth from the church to meet the fu-
ture and the world.

But life is not all sunshine, or merry-
making or marrying. There is much
that is serious and soli ma and sad, and
the organ knew it. It sung the song of

as

those who failed, the hopelessness of
despair, the dirge of death. It wept
over the strick-n first born. It sighed
and mousned as one who would not be
couforted. But it spoke of hope, of
a future hereafter, or the sublimity of
an undying faith of the immortality of
the soul and the eternity of God. The
heavens might be rolled up as a scroll
and the carth consumed in a blaze, but
the Spirit of Creation lived, now and
forever, time without end,

One of the most interesting features
of the evening was M. Guilmant’s im-
provisation ou a theme given at the
time. Dr. George W, Walter, of Wash-
ington, ). C., one of the leading orw
ganists of the country, wus to have
furnizhed the theme, but he was un-
avoidably detained in Washington, In
his absence some one suggested us the
theme Ewing's hymn, *Jerusalem, the
Golden,” and out of that simple, but
beautiful melody, M. Guilmant pre-
ceeded to constructa rich and gorgecus
piece of music. He first presented the
bymn in its simple state. Then he be-
gan to embroider it with braid of gold
| and trim it with silver lace. Then he
decked it out with diamonds and pearls
and rubies and begarlanded it with
roses and lillies and forget-me-nots. He
erowned it with a crown of blazing
light, filled its raiment with stars and
left it glorious and splendid as the noon-
day sun,
