Gibson's Maryland Terrapin.
The following is Senator Gibson's re¬

cipe for cooking terrapin "Put a hct
poker for a moment on the back of the
terrapin, making it poke out its head
then seize the head with a two-pronged
fork and with a knife cut off t-be head
immediately behind llie fork. Put tb"
terrapin in a pot of boil'ng water aid
boil it for ten minutes. Then poured'
tiio hot water, the Gist scalding having
removed all extraneous matter, and
put it in another pot of UOtliog water.
Boil uniil doue. This is to beasc -

taiucd by the scak-s on the back slip¬
ping readily upon pleasure of the lin¬
gers. The terrapin thus cooked can be
placed aside and kept until required.
To prepare the terrapin place it on

it.s back and remove the bottom shell.
This exposes the meat of the tenapin
to view. In the centre of the mass
will be observed a small purplish look¬
ing substance embedded in the liver.
Carfu'.ly remove this substance with a
knife, being careful not (o cut or b eak
it in the operatiou ; it is ihe gall, and
is intensely bitter and would spoil the
dish. Pick the meat from the bones,
cut up ltie entrails und the liver with
the Other meat, place ail in a chafing
dish tisthe "picking" piocess proceeds,
and when everything thus "eorae-at-
able" about the terrapin has been se
cured place your eluding dish over the
spirit (amp.

Before lighting pour a cup of hot
water iuto the meat to prevent it stick¬
ing to the dish, involving, if this pre¬
caution be not observed, the alines!
certain burning of the meat. As soot

ud the fires are lighted put into your
dish a print of butter, cutting the huttt r

iuto bits as you add it ; with the butter
a plenty of black pepper and salt. Let
the mass gently simmer until tin- first
amount of butter has nu lled, aud per¬
meated it thoroughly; stir in ball' as
much more butter.it will in- difficult
to get too much butter.taking care to

keep the dish covered, save when stir¬
ring. No other condiment.- are used in
the dressing of the terrapin.
When the terrapin is served let each

guest add sherry, not Madeira, to his
plate, as may suit bis liking. The wine,
however, in some measure, is somewhat
important. Never put the wine in the
(.baling dish. If terrapin gravy is de¬
sired, ami economy is a desideratum in
tlie quantity, add cream, not milk, un¬

til the juices of the meat become thick¬
ened by the addition. This last idea is
an innovatiou unou the old-time Mary¬
land terrapin.

The highest IN tub Would..Har¬
vard University has just established
the highest meteorological station in
the world, according to a letter just
received at Cambridge from Professoi
S. ,1. Bailey, in charge of the astronom¬
ical station at Arequipa, Peru. It is lo¬
cated on the top ol El Miste, a nearly
extinct volcano of the Cordilleras, 1!).-
200 feet iu altitude, or almost 3,000 feet
higher than the station of the French
Academy on Mont Bianc. The sta¬
tion was not established without much
difficulty, the adjustment of the clock¬
work instruments requiring great nice¬
ty. All ate self recording, the temper¬
ature causing pens to go up and down,
leaving au accurate tracing upon tape¬
like bauds ol paper. The volcano will
hereafter be climbed once a month and
the station visited, a hut haviDg been
built a short distance dowD the mount¬
ain for the observers, should they be
overtaken by storm or darkness.
