Liike Short, the fatuous gambler of

For! Worth, Text'.-. died a few days
ago-at <in da Springs, Kan. lie was

o'io of the mo.st noted ''man killers'' of

He neverre-
lei ivd in unj way to tlie exploits he
hail i«rf«»i;iit*d with the revolver,-and
when question d was loth torchear.se
them. From bis dress and general
make-up Luke Short aiight have been
set down as a merchant or bank clerk.
He wore Utile jewelry and dressed
plainly. IL was born it: Aikarisasöi)
years ago and went to Texas when a
child. Life on the plains made him an

expert with the revolv< r msd the lariat,
aud be was noted aiso for his skill
as a rider. In 1878, ....hen the Souix
outbreak occurred^ Short became a

government scout. Once fifteen In¬
dians attacked him. He put spurs to
his horse and endeavored to escape, but
the Indians gained on him. Short re-
tared their lire aud dropped the three
foremost in quick succession with as

utility bullets. They urged their ponies,
aud two better mounted and bolder
than the others, were closing it;-on him!
Deliberately checking bis horse's pace.
Short turned in hi saddle and takius
quick aim dropped the two Indians, one
utter (he other. Tho other ten [uUmiis
became cautious and contented them¬
selves with taking long-distance shots
at the scout, tie gave no more heed to
them, and was soon out of range and
safe in the camp with his dispatches.

In the fall of the year Short lived in
a Dakota camp and was the dealer in
a faro hank. Two horse thieves played
against him. lost their money, ami dc-
mantled that it be returned. Short re¬

fused, and the desperadoes pulled their
"guns." He was top quiek for them,
however. When they were picked up
from under the tables both men were
dead with two ofShort's pistol bullets
in their bodies. Neither was given time
to pull trigger. Later in the same re¬

gion Short killed two other men of the
same character who tried to raid bis
gambling house. This mado nine iu
a!!. In 1SS3 Short was dealing faro
in Tombstone. He was attacked by a

noted tough named Storms and shot
him through the heart, lie was tried
for murder, but was acquitted on the
grouud of self-defense. Short's next
victim was fellow named Courtwright.
The latter fired and missed, and then
Short Glied hi? body with lead.
Shorts last shooting occurred at Foit

Worth in January," LS91. A man

named Wright pushed the barrel of a
shotgun between the folding tldtirs of
Short's gambling house and took k

shot at Short, who stayed insi le.
The charge of shot passed through
Short's left thigh, iullietiuga uumberof
flesh wounds, aud took away the tips
of his left hand thumb and two fiugers.
Short turned quickly and shot al
Wright through the glass door, hitting
him in the arm. Wright hasn't been
seen in Fort Worth sine;-. For several
years Short followed the races and
made books in the eastern and southem
circuits, lie was a lype of the "bad
men" of the West that are rapidly dis¬
appearing.
Divorced by, Fright..A divorce

has been grauti d to Mrs. Samuel Zeller,
whose home is at Mei kvillc, Ra., for a

peculiar reason: She says her busbaud
frightened h< r. The couple were wed-
ded lour yens ago, and lived ibr tiiree
years at Fr« dericksbnrg, Lebauon conn-
ty. At the trial Mrs. Zeller testified
thai Samuel got up at midnight, threat-
ening to hung himself. He would dress
in disguise at night, knock at his owu
door, but would refuse to speak when
the wife appeared. On other occasionsI he runde images by stuffing a. suit of his

[ clothing and fixing it in a chair to
frighten his wife. Again be hanged him-
self in < limy.
