LEGISLATIVE.

In the Sepate yesterday a bill was
passed to amend the mechanics' lien
law. It makesany one a sub-contrac-
tor who makes or furnishes material
for building, other thin a general con-
tractor, It also allows the mechanic

or material man to hold the owner re-
sponsible, provided notice is given at

any time before the money is paid. As |

the law now stands such notice must be
civen before the work is done,

~ The Senate also passed Senate bills
to create s State board of embalming ;
to regulate the practice of medicine and
surgery in Virginia ; to amend the code
in relution to what officers are forbid-
den to have interest in contracts with,
or claims against their countries and
the House jury-exemption bill.

Bills were introduced to amend the
code 3o as to make dogs listed for tax-
ation the subject of petit lurceny and
trespass : making it unlawiul after
June 1st., for any person to sell pistols,
dirks, or slung shots, in the State,

In the House the Richmond and Dan-
ville bill was again discussed but noth-
ing uew was brought out. The bill
and its various amendments will be
voted upon this evening.

Mr. Diggs introduced a bill to incor-
porate the Virginia reform association
which has for its object the care and
reform of young criminals and such
others as may manifest & desire to be
separated fromn the bardened prisoners
with whom they may be confined. The
assoclation is autborized to purchase
land and erect workshops in this State,
and at their discretion receive such
persons convieted of crime as the su-
perintendent of the penitentiary, the
courts or the Governor may see fit to
commit to their care.

Mr. Saunders introduced a bill to

change the code in regard to the present
oyster law in relation to the powers of in-
spegtors, [t provides that when fives
or taxes on oyster grounds rewsin po-
paid the inspectors shall bave the
power to remove at the lessee's ex-
wense a =suflicient qusptity of oysters
}rom such grounds to satisfly these
claims, It also empowers the surveyor
of oyster grounds when unpaid for his
services 1o make good his claims in the
same mapner that is authorized in the
case of delinguent taxes. Any holder
of grounds who fails to pay the rent
after heing notified to do so shall be
fined £1 per month per acre for such
time as the rent remains unpaid, and
the inspector shall rent the grounds to
the first applicant.

The bill to incorporate the Richmond
and Manassas Railroad was considered
hy the committee ou roads and reported
fayorably., An amendment was attach-
ed to the bill, however, providing that
the construction of the road shall not
be commenced until the State has dis-
posed of its interest in the Richmond,
Frederickzsburg and Potomac road at a
rate not lower than that quoted on the
stock of that company Febroary 2 last.

Mi. Moon iutroduced a bill provid-
ing for the further disiribution among
those entitled to the money received by
the State from the United States Gov-
ernment in connection with the direct
tax,
Mr. Willard presented a petjtion
«gainst the Miller bill from the citizens
of Dranesyille, Fairfax county.

Mr. Pilcher introduced a bill to pre-
seribe the forms to be furnished by the
auditor of public accounts to clerks of
courts of record of this Commonwealth,
on which is to be entered the money re-
ceived by them, and receipts to be
piven by them to those paying said
money, and also to provide a more ef-
fectual method of collecting the revenue
arising from the tax on deeds, wills,
=eals of court, and money arising from
fines and delinquent lands,

Mr. McHae introduced a bill to re-
peal the existing law which requires
persons doing a business for which a
license of more than fifty dollarsis re-
quired, to renew their licenses four
times annually. This law was enacted
to prevent the payment of licenses in
coupons, and, now that the debt is set-
tled, its reason has ceased, and it im-
poses upon & large number of the busi-
ness men of the Htate the inconven-
ience of taking out licenses four times
a year instead of once, and the ex-
pense of four fees to the Commissioner
of the Revenue, instead of one. IT
Mr. McRae's bill is passed, all licenses
will be taken ovt annually, as was the
case prior to the enactment of the exist-
ing law.

The House passed House bills 1o
authorize the Governor to appoint a
board of gommissiopers for the pro-
motion of uniformity of legislation in
the United States: and to prohibit at-
torneys from practicing before courts
presided over by judges with whom
they are purtners,

The Speaker appointed Messrs, Rich-
ardson, Hunton and Pretlow =as the
committee on the part of the House to
report as to what additional legislation
is necessary for the improvement and
keeping in repair the public roads of
the Commonwealth,

Governor O'Ferrall signed the bill
authorizing the Board of Sinking Fund
Commissionors to purchase bonds,

The House Committee on Asylums
and Prisons met yesterday afternoon.

Mr. Binford's bill toabolish convict-
labor on the Capitol Square and sub-
stitute therefor six paid laborers was
withdrawn by its patron.

A favorable report was made on Mr.
Withrow's bill to prohibit the working
of conviets by railroads.

The committee passed by Mr.
Koiner’s bill to provide a female physi-
cian for each State asylum.

The Senate Committee for Courts of
Justice last night heard arguments up-
on the bill to exclude raiiroads from
the opergtions of the fellow-servants'
law. The committee reported the bill
with the recommendation that it do
not pass,

TaoveaT IT WAS A BoMe.—An an-
archist named Buisson, one of the many
arrested during the recent police raids
on anarchist haunts, was placed on
trial in Paris yesterday and convicted
of having espjosiyes in his possession.
The judge sentenced bim to four
months' imprisonment. Boisson stood
in a defiant attitnde while sentence was
being pronounced upon him. As the
judge concluded, the prisoner, who had
‘n jarge piece of bread in his band, drew
back his arm apd threw the bread at
the judge. The missije struck the
judge on the nose. As Boisson threw
the bread he shouted, addressing his re-
mayke to the court and the court at-
tendants: - :

“You are a crowd of r.ga We will
hlow you all up. Long live anarchy!”

The act of the prisoner created great
excitemeant in thé court, many of those
present thinking the piece of bread was

a bomb.

Owing to the rapid fading of the text
of the original copy of of the De:lara-
tion of Independence and the deterior-
ation of the parchment on which it is
engrossed, from exposure to light and
ou account of age, the document has
been withdrawn from public exhibition
in the State Department library and
placed in a tin box for filing with the
archives of the government.

Admirsl Da Gama was wounded in
the attack upon Nictheroy a few days
ago, in which his troops were repulsed,
with beavy loss. Insurgent victories
are reported in the south of Brazil, but
Minister Mendonca, at Washington,
doubts the news. The government
transport ltaipu, with GO troops on
hcarcﬁ is reported to have been sunk
bf the insurgent warship Republica,
all being drowned.

The President has recommended to

ternational Court of Appeals. Judge
Keiley may be remembered as being
persona noo grata as Mirister to Aus-
tria under Cleveland eight years ago,
having been subsequently taken care
of by being made a member of the
Court of First Tnstance at Cairo.

WeeekeD BY A BoMp.—Edeon Bre-
ton, twenty-three years old, threw a
bomb in the cafe of the Hotel Terminus,
at the St. Lazare railway station, in
Paris yesterday evening. The bomb
exploded in the middle of the room and
wounded twenty persons,

An instrumental concert began in the
cafe, which is on the ground floor of
the hotel, at eight o'clock. Shortly be-
fore nine, a pale, thin young man, with
a light, pointed beard, paid for a drink
which be bad taken at a table near the
middle of the room, end started to
leave. When near the door he turned
suddenly, drew a bomb from hiz coat,
and threw it toward a group of persons
who had sat next to him.

The bomb struck gn electric light
fixture, then fell on a marble table and
exploded. The great botel and station
were rocked by the shock. The mir-
rors, windows and door were blown to
atoms. The ceiling and floor were rent,
and the walls were cracked. A dense,
offensive smoke filled the cafe for four
minutes, and in the obseurity the
bomb-thrower escaped. When the
smoke cleared away, five persons were
fonnd severely wounded, and fifteen
had slight injuries. The bomb had
heen filled with bullets and rough bits
of iron, which had riddled the furniture
and walls, and inflicted most of the
wounds.

After leaving the cafe, the bomb-
thrower started down the street on a
run. Three policeman had just passed
in an omnibus when the explosion oc-
curred. They were guing on dnty,
#nd jumped to the street the moment
they saw the fugitive. The young man
turned on them as they called to bhim
to stop and fired five shots. Policeman
Poisson fell, badly wounded in the side.
Policemen Lenoir and Bigot, however,
continued the pursuit, and, with the
help of Policeman Barbes and a_waiter
named Tissier, overpowered and arrest-
ed the bomb-thrower. They took him
to the police station in the Ruede
Moiscou, where, after some hesitation,
he gave his name and age.

Meantime the sound of the explosion,
the smoke and cries of the wounded
had attracted a great crowd to the
Hotel Terminus, Doctors dressed the
wounds of the injured, some of whom
liad beer carried to rooms in the hotel,
others to the drug stores in the neigh-
borhood. Breton, when seen in the
olice station, showed effects of his

asty flight and tussle with the police,
The removal of his outside coat had
revealed & collarless flannel shirt and
the general garb of a workingman.
In his pockets the police found a pair
of brass knuckles, a dagger, a Swedish
knite, a siv-chambered revolver, a gold
half-lonis, two franc pieces, eleven sous
and a silver locket, containing a lock
of brown hair tied with a rib%on. He
said that he was a cabinet-maker, and
had arrived in Paris from Marseilles
yesterday morning.

“Yes, I am an anarchist,” he ex-
claimed, irately, in response to reitera-
ted questions, “and the more of the
bourgeouisie I kill, the better it would
please me.”

TrE PotoMac FISHERIES.—A letter
from King George county to the Fred-
ericksburg Ster say: “Owing to the
fact that all the large fishing shores
have opened up for their winter aml
spring work, money promises to be
more plentiful with us.

in the winter season.”

A letter from the same county to the
Richmond Dispatch says: “The exten-
sive fisheries on the Potomac began
work last week, and up to this time the
proprietors compluin of very ‘poor
catches,” with $he prospect for an up.
favorable season. Owing to mild
weather the fish confine their move-
ments to the channel of the river—be-
yond the reach of seines—and present
prospects indicate that herring and
shad will spawn about sixty days tco
early, Should this oceur, the Potomac
fishermen will be finnneial wrecks ut
the close of the senson, forat some
points immense sums of money are in-
vested in fishipg outfits, and it cos.s
seyeral hundred dollars per day to op-
erate some of these outfits.”

MAwassas, Va.,, Feb. 15.—Court
opened at 9:20 with & motion for a new
trial pending.
