MounT VERNON AVENUE—After the |
adjournment of the Board of Super-
visors of the county this afternvon a |
mecting of citizens of Alexandria ity |
and county was held in the interest of |
Mount Vernon Aveoue, which seeins to |
be ou the eve of construction on a smmall |
seale at least.  Several proposed routes |
of entrance into this ecity were discuss- |
el —one to congtruct the new road lrom
LRos=slvn to Poor’s House lane, enlarae |
the latter and to coaneet with Wa=h
ington street extenaed ; another Lo rau
the aveoue throngh North West Alex-
andria, striking the city ar about Pen-
dleton street, and another to euter
King strect at Hoofl’s run. The plan
is then to reach the bridge of the elec-
trie rond over Hunting creek through
Waushington street and thence on (o
Mount Vernon. Mr. M. B. Harlow
spoke earnestly in support of (he|
scheme, as did also Mr., J. E. Clements |
and others, each portraying the b
tits that would ensue to both the city
and county should the thoroughfure b
built. Mr. Hurlow was more favorally
impressed with the route which woull
bring the road to Poor’s House liue
and into Washington street extended.
Col. Bickles exhibited a map of the pre-
posed Mt. Vernon Avenue. A general
interchange of opinion followed. My,
J. 1. Clements introduced a resolution
which was adopted empowering the
Board of Superyisors to call on the
Seeretary of War and urge him to mace-
adamize and widen the portion of the
road which shall run through the gov-
ernment reservation at Arlington. On
motion Mr. Clements was added. It
was estimated that this road would
cost about #1400, The idea is to tuke
one of the routes surveyed by the gov-
ernment for Mount Vernon Avenue
and to build a road on a much smaller
seale than was contemplated by the
original projectors of that thoroughfare.
Several property owners in the county
signilied their desire to promote the
building of the road in any way they
could. It was finally decided to apply
to the Judge of the County Court to
appoint viewers for the condemnation
of land for the purpose of the new road.
The purpoese of the projectors is to con-
form as closely us possible to the route
of the Mount Vernon Avenue Associa-
tion.
