Public School Finances..Clerk of

the City School Board has completed bis
annual report of the receipt aud expen¬
ditures of the public schools of the city
for the year ending to-day, July ölst.
The report shows : Receipts.from
State funds, .$6,900.84 : from city $i:i,-
500 ; from sales by city authorities of
old pistols, &c., $13.35; balance from
last year. $361.90.total, $20,776.09.
Expenses.paid teachers $14,S30; jani¬

tors, $1,310; clerk, $300; treasurer.
$150 ; fuel, $70S.95 ; insurance, $150 ;
real estate, buildings, furniture and re¬

pairs $1,682.73; other contingent ex¬

penses $766.52.total, $19,898.20, leav¬
ing a balance on hand of $877.89. The
board holds, as trustees, live school
buildings valued at $35,000, on which
there is now a debt of $7,250. During
the past year a note of $500 «lue on the
Washington street lot was paid as was
also a note of $536.48 due ou the last
purchase of school furniture. Last
year theie were32 schools.11 for white
hoys, '.» white girls, C colored boys and
6 colored girls.
Sent to the Chaing Gam;..Toots

Olden and William Price, two vaga¬
bond negroes, who give the police
much trouble, were arrested yesterday
on suspicion of robbing .los. Whitman's
saloon Friday night. In the Police
Court, this morning the charge could
not be proved, but they were subse¬
quently arraigned ou the charge ofvag¬
rancy, atid being unable to show any
visible means of support, were sent to
the chain gang for thirty days. Price
and Olden are members of a gang (if
negroes, male and female, who roost
in a two room but in the northern part
of tho city. None of them work, and
they all come under the vagrant law.
Mayor Strauss ordered the police to
raid the place and bring all the occu¬

pants before him. Tho women be can¬
not put on the chain gang and the work
house is generally full. It is therefore
suggested that Council j>ass an ordi¬
nance providing that thoseamazons be
put to pulling grass from the streets,
picking oakum or something e!-e.

ing the contempt ruleWhich had been
issued against him and relieving him of
his bail bond. During the trial it was
shown that the road which had been
ordered opened was upon a part of
the land ofWm. Duncan. Asummous
was then issued against Wm. Duucau
for him to show cause why the road
should not bo opened through his laud.
The decision of Judge Tebbs will, it is
understood, -top for a time tho con¬
struction of the tine road which was

being built in Jefferson district. This
is much regretted by the county people
generally.
Bill Passed..The Senate yester-

terday evening passed the bill to in¬
corporate the Washington and Great
Kalis electric railway company, which
passed the Douse hist May. The Sen¬
ate District committee amended the
bill so as to strike out nearly the whole
of the House measure aud Substitut« d
several paragraphs. One, affecting the
route, authorizes tho company to erect
aud maintain a passenger station any¬
where in the sqtiuro bounded by Pros¬
pect, Thirty-fifth, M, and Thirty-sixth
streets, and run its tracks aloug Pro.-
pect street to Thirty-eighth street,
thence northerly on the land to be a( -

quired by the company at Foxhall road.
Another amendment provides for the
erection of a union passenger station at
the Aqueduct bridge by the Washing"
tou aud Georgetown railroad.

The "Commonwea lees.".Attorney
General Scott was expected here from
Richmond to-day to advise with Sheriff
Veitch and Mr. Frank Hume, of the
county, in reference to the removal of
the army of 'Commouwealers' now en¬
camped near Rosslyn, but up to four
o'clock he bad not arrive 1. Maj.Scott has
already notified the authorities that if
any of the men were arrested for vio¬
lating any of the State or county !u\v.s
he would come here and assist in prose¬
cuting them. So far the men have act¬
ed quietly and orderly and the reports
that they have made threats are en¬
tirely incorrect. Mr. Hume thinks that
the army will gradually dwindle away
and that as soon as Congress adjourns
they will all leave the county.

Stables for fully
three hundred horses have been erect¬
ed; au electric plant for lighting the
park by electricity is being put in and
wa'er mains will be laid there. It is
the purpose of the managers to make
the place one of the most attractive
driving parks in the country and the
fastest horses are to be run there.
