Up to 11 a. m. 0o advices had been
received here to confirm the reported
arrest of the Richmond, Fredericks-
burg and Potomac Railroad train roh-
bers at Cherry Run, W. Va. Superin-
tendent Moss, of the Adams Express
Company, said that his company had
men in the field, but had received no
advices of any arrests. Cherry Run,
where the capture is stated to have
been made, is a telegraph and railroad
station, and Mr. Moss feels confident
that if an important arrest had been
made there, he would have been ad-
vised of it long before this. Police
headquarters are also in the dark, and
have heard nothing except the reporis
published in the newspapers. At one
o'clock this afternoon the officials of
the A lams Express Company, in this
city, said that they had received noth-
ing whatever concerning the reported
capture of the Aquia Creek train rob-
bers at Cherry Run.

PERISHED IN THE FraMmes.—The

patients also perished, and & third sis-
ter was canzerously injured. The fire
originated in the San Jacinto Hotel, or
rather boarding-house, Franklin and
San Jacioto streets, from which the
bluze spread rapidly to adjoining small
buildings of St. Joseph's lnfirmary, on
Franklin street, destroying also a large
two-story frame aonex, and then the
uew four-story brick main building.

Sisters
Doleral and Jane were burned beyond
ull possibility of recognition, while Sis-
ter Clothilde was fearfully burned
about the face, neck, breest and arms,
her recovery being in doubt.

A B1G MorTGAGE.—The largest mort-
eage ever recorded in the District of
Columbin was registered in the office
of the recorder of deeds yesterday by

the Southern Railroad Company to the
Central Trust Company of New York
for $120,000,000. The loan was consum-
mated in New York, but the law re-
quires a copy of the contract to be filed
with the court of each county through
which the lines of the railway pass, and
a copy was accordingly transmitted to
the District Recorder’s office. The loan
was agreed upor at a meeting of the
stockholders of the Southern Railroad
Company in Richmond on October 2.
The trustees psmed are Charles H.
Coster, G :orge Sherman and Anthony
Thomas. The statement of bonds, guar-
anteed stock and equipped obligations
now outstanding was pledged at $78,088-
377.12, mecured by liens owned by the
Southern Railroad. Besides this there
are bonds, guaranteed stock, and equip-
ment material owned by the railroad
amouanting to $160,000,000. The bonds
are to be paid for in gold and bear io-
terest in gold at 5 per cent., payable
semi-annually. The bonds are divided
into five series, $21,911,627 being for im-
mediate use, $3,263,672 for the liquida-
tion of outstanding obligations, $20,-
000,000 for the equipment of new and
branch lines, 569,124,700 for retiring the
mortzage on the Virginia Midland,
and $5,700,000 for acquiring the stock
of the North Carolina Railroad and the
Atlanta and Charlotte, The estimat-
ed pumber of wiles in the system
is 2,559, passing through Virginis, Ten-
nessee, North and South Carolina,
Georgis, Alabama, and the District of
Columbia. A part of the securities of
the road cited are the tracks of land
owned by the company in Washington,
amounting to five squares of ground on
which there i3 at present 127,000
mortgulga from the old Richmond and
Danville Company. The deed was
filed in various other cities yesterday.

In his satchel were found old muddy
shoes, a slouch hat and wesring apparel
that looked like disguises. e tried to
hide another revolver and some money,
but was caught in the act. The man
weighs at least 160 pounds; is six feat
tall, smooth face and dressed reatly.
It was discovered by the officials that
be had arrived in this city at about 11
o'clock a. m., and bad gotten away
with several hundred dollarsin a gamb-
ling house. He claims to belong to the
Knights of Pythias, DMasons and
several other orders. He gave the
pame of C. J. Searcv, and claimed to
bail from Kansas. Headmitted haviog
been in Front Royal, Va., yesterday
morning. He was committed to jail to
await a trial. Officer Beck who made
the arrest says the man fought like a
lion and attempted to draw a revolver.
It is believed that he is one of the
men whorobbed the express train on
the Richmond, Fredericksburg and
Potomac Railroad last Friday night.
It i rumored that several men
have been arrested at Cherry Run, W.
Va., all of whom have large amounts
of money upon their persons, but as yet
no farther particulars can be learned.

Press special from Cherry Run, W. Va.,
gives full particulars of the arrests
made there yesterday which were sup-
posed to have some connection with
the recent train robbery, but which
evidently bad no conmection with it.
The dispatch i3 as follows :

Two suspicious characters were ar-
rested here yesterday. A third escaped
through a dense wood. One of them
was from appearance addicted to the
opinm habit and broke down when ai-
rested, but was restored by a hypo.
dermic injection. The other, a man of
athletic build, was chased through tle
swamps several miles and was final-
ly taken prizoner after a fight,
He carried a revolver, (but was pre-
vented from using it. He disclaimed
any knowledge of the opium fiend, and
both men disclaimed any conpection
with the robbery, and there was not
the slightest evidence found upon them
to connect them with it or to justify the
rumor that the train robbers had been
caught.
