The spec-
tators, holding their breath, watched
for the {irst onslaughs,  As if measur-
ing their distance, the twoanimals
eyed each other, and then sprang
foward. The lion endenvored to laste:
his tecth in the bull's throat, bhut he re-
ceived a terrific butt which sent him
rolling bark several paces.  He gotlber
ed himselfl together, bounded upon bis
enemy, and fasteped his claws in his
gide. But Caminero managed to shuke
him off, and at last tossed him in the
fir a second time. Threa limes more
the lion sprang at the bull, and was
toseed each time.

The advantage now appeared to be
on the side of Caminero, and the crowd,
silent up to this moment, gave Lim 2
wild ovation. The lion vetired to L
corner and endeavored to climb to th
top of the cage; but, before be couid
succeed, he was again succesfully at-
tacked by his redoublable adversary.
At Inst, when utterly vanquished, with
his side torn open, his shoulder ecrush-
ed, aund his teeth broken, he was tsken
from the cage, while the erowd hooted
and Jaughed. The wictor was then
brought around the areoa in triumph,
and he went into the foril under a per-
fect shower of fans, hats, and object of
all sorts. The enthusiasm was beyond
description.

As for poor Regarde, he died the
next day in his cage, BSo now go tell
the Spaniards that the lion, and not
the bull, is the King of beasts!—Courier
des Etats Unis.
