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The persistent gab of some of the
Washington and Northern newspapers
about Waller, the American negro now
in a French prison, is absurd and ridic¬
ulous. The prisoner while within the

jurisdiction of France, was guilty of a

gross and flagrant violation of French
law, and was tried and convicted by a

French court in accordance with the

laws of France. That's the whole of it.
The facts that Waller is a negro and
was born in this country haye nothing
to do with his crime or his punishment.
What would be thought here if France
were to attempt to interfere with the
execution of the sentence of an Ameri¬
can court upon a French negro con¬

victed of crime. The editors of the

newspapers referred to should inform
themselves upon the subjects upon
which they write. If they would do 30,
they would know that all regard for

law, justice and International courtesy
is not confined to this country.

The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad is
now assisting tho efforts of the North¬
ern woman whose present "mission" is

to bring back to Harper's Ferry and re-

erect there the building known as John
Brown's Fort, that was carried to Chi¬
cago during the fair in that city, and a

Northern abolitionist says "the man

who connects his name with preserving
the deeds of that illustrious modern Le¬
onidas will live in human hearts as long
as the stars live." Nat. Turner was an

ignorant negro, and therefore his butch¬
eries were not unnatural, but the incen¬

diary and murderous orimes of that vil¬
lainous and bloodthirsty old wretch,
John Brown, are not equaled ia the
world's history.
Qov. McKinley having become

aware of the fact that the A. P. A.'s are

not as influential as he once supposed
them to be. has hastened to make his

private secretary write a publio letter,
explicitly and emphatically denying
the statement of Rev. Mr. Brady, to

the effect that be, McKinley, is a mem¬
ber of that organization. As most of
the people of this country now have no

religion at all, and as the few who do
have it are more liberal than their
fathers were, no sane politician will
dare acknowledge his membership of a

political organization that proscribes
men on account of their religious be¬
lief.

A man convicted of the most delib¬
erate and infamous crime in the North,
provided he has money, can always de¬
lay, and ofceu entirely defeat justice,
but in Mississippi, the most prominent,
popular and influential man in his
county, within a week after shooting a

man, in the heat of passion, who had
publicly accused him of a beastly of¬
fense, has been sent to the penitentiary
for a life term. And yet the South ia
constantly represented in Northern
republican newspapers as the lawless
section of the country.
The Baltimore Sun, as theNew York

World and other so called democratic
newspapers ofNew York did last fall
in their State, is now doing all it cau to
defeat the regularly and fairly nominat-1
ed democratic ticket in Maryland; but,
judging from present indications, its ef¬
forts will be in vain. A republican
victory in Maryland in '95 means a re¬

publican victory there in '96, and re¬

publican rule certainly has not bene¬
fited Maryland so much that she should
desire resubmission to the same yoke.

FROM WASHINGTON.

[Correspondence of the Alexandria Gazette.]
Washington, Aug. 17.

The local police are making great ef¬
forts to conceal the fact that an epi¬
demic of thievery is raging here. High¬
way robbery, burglaries and petty
thieves have committed numerous de-
predatioDS during the past fortnight,
but very few arrests have been made.
The most conspicuous capture was
made last night when three alleged
cattle thieves were caught while sleep¬
ing in an old steamboat boiler tbat has
long beeu a conspicuous object on the
Potomac flats. Yesterday morning
detectives arrested Jesse Gibson, a

negro, while be was trying to sell a cow
which tbey suspected had been stolen
in Hyattsville, near this ciiy. Gibson
made a confession implicating three
other men and giving information Which
resulted in the raid on the boiler. Gib¬
son piloted two Washington officers and
two deputy sheriffs from Montgomery
county, Md., to the den, where three of
the alleged members of the cattle steal¬
ing gang were found asleep. They
are Peter Gaston, 19 years old; Charles
Harris. 28 years, and Peter Gaskins,
all negroes. The men were locked up
aud will be taken to Hyattsville to-day.
Gibson told the officers tbat he and the
other men arrested belonged to an or¬

ganized gang of cattle thieves who
made their rendezvous in the old boiler.
Thieves raided an entire row of

stores and offices on Fourteenth street
between F and G streets just before
daybreak yesterday, entering each sep¬
arately from windows opening on a

rear alley. A tailor shop, paper bang¬
ing establishment, and a Japanese
store were all entered, while attempts
were made to get in the other places iu
the row, occupied by an engraver, a

touacconist, an insurance agent and a

wine company. The police are at¬
tempting to keep the facts quiet, aud
little can be learned about the matter
except that only a small amount of
booty was secured.
The forestry exhibit at the Atlanta

the simple recovery of money, as Mr.
Burke is, and always has been, ready
to make a return" of the account of bis
guardianship to any body appointed by
the proper authority to receive it.
People from the upper portion of the

Alexandria congressional district here
to-day say that Messrs. Moore, ofFair¬
fax, Hunton of Fauquier, and Kyan
and McCabe of Loudoun county, and
Congressman Meredith, are all spoken
of as possible candidates for Congress
in that dis 'ret at the next election, with
chances strongly in favor of the former.
In the adjoining district, the 7tb, it is
said Mr. Marshall McCormick's friends
will urge his nomination.
The recent arrest of Taliaferro for at¬

tempting to create a mutiny on a Po¬
tomac excursion boat, is said, at the
court house here, to have been without
proper authority, as he did not belong
to the crew of the boat, but was only a

passenger.
The sale of lots in the proposed new

town of Addison Hights, just west of
and a little below Waterloo station, on
the railroad between here and Alexan¬
dria, has commenced. Lots 40 by 120
feet bring $200.
In view of the fact that neither Vice

President Stevenson nor Railroad Com¬
missioner Morrison, of Illinois, has yet
come out flatfooted for silver, Congress¬
man Hendrickson of that State, a
member of the recent silver conference
here, says there are plenty of other
democrats in Illinois able to fill the
Presidential chair, and that the silver
men are by no meons in straits for lack
of candidates.
Mr. Walter D. Dabney, solicitor of

the State Department, who has been
elected to the chair of law in the Uni¬
versity of Virginia, to-day sent a letter
to President Cleveland at Gray Gables,
tendering his resignation as solicitor to
take effect September 15th. The office
of solicitor pays an annual salary of
$3,500 and is considered one of the most
important positions under the govern-
m mt.
The Indian Bureau has not yet sent

any communication to the Departmei i
of Justice looking toward the punish¬
ment of the settlers of Jackson's Hole
for the killing of the Bannook Indians.
The apparent delay has been caused
by the fact that no law was known un¬
der which the United States Courts
could take cognizance of tbe matter,
it being recognized that it would not
ba possible to secure a conviction in the
Wyoming State courts on account of
the feeling there against the Indians.
It was discovered to-day, however,
that the treaty of July 3,1868, between
the United States and the Bannocks
and Shoshones provides directly for
such a case. A paragraph of it reads:
1 If bad men among the whites, or
among other people subjected to the
authority of the United States, shall
commit any wrong upon the persons or
property of the Indians, the United
States will, upon proof made to the
Indian agent and forwarded to the
Commissioner of Indian Affairs at
Washington, D. C, proceed at once to
cause the offenders to be arrested aud
punished according to the laws of the
United States, and also reimburse tbe
injured persons for the loss sustained."
Steps will be taken as rapidly as possi¬
ble to bring the guilty parties to jus¬
tice.
The opinion of Acting Attorney General

Conrad that ex-Senator Ransom was disquali¬
fied from appointment to the Mexican mis¬
sion, because of the constitutional provisioni relating to the appointment of Senators and'

Representatives to civil office, the emoluments
of which were received during the term for
which they were elected, was based on the
question whether an appointment dated from
the time of nomination or from the time the
commission was signed. In deciding Mr. Ran¬
som's case the acting attorney general laid
down the rule that tho appointment of a civil
officer in the federal sorvice dates from his
confirmation by the Senate, which is con¬

strued to mean the completion of the appoint¬
ment according to the Constitution. Mr, Ran¬
som was nominated February 23. The Treas¬
ury Department records show that ex-Senator
Ransom has drawu in salary and expenses as

Minister to Mexico about $5,000, of which
$4,276 was for salary up to June 1. The
last payment made to him was on June 22
for $1,490, which included his May
salary. Now that the legal phase of
tue case has been settled adversely
to Mr. Ransom, Auditor Holcomb, who
is responsible for all moneys wrong¬
fully paid through his office, will, following
his usual custom, in case Mr. Ransom is re-

appointed, withhold his salary until the ac¬

cumulation equals the amount wrongfully
paid him. This only, of course, in case Mr.
Ransom does net straighten out the matter
by returning all the noney heretofore paid
him and appeal to Congress for the payment
of the salary thus returned. The decision of
Solicitor General Conrad on the Ransom case,
while not yet officially announced, goes even

further, it is said, than the mere declaration
that Mr. Ransom was disqualified. Incident¬
ally it touches upon the powers of the audi¬
tors of tho Treasury and Comptroller to hold
up accounts when the law is unconstitutional,
and inforentially. if not in words, inclines to

support the position taken by Comp¬
troller Bowler in* tho sugar bounty claims.
Mr. Ransom was appointed minister
before his term of office as a Senator had
ended, but his commission was not signed by
the President until March 5, the day after he
ceased to hold the legislative position There
is nothing in the commission, however, to show
when it was signed. It bears date of Febru¬
ary 23, and apparently loft no loophole to de-
decide th h t Mr.Eansom's appointment was con¬

stitutional on the ground that his Senatorial
term had expired before tho President's sig¬
nature was actually attached to the commis¬
sion. The Constitution provides that tho
President "shall nominate and by and wiih
the advice and consent of the Senate shall ap¬
point, ambassadors, etc" It is understood
that tho acting attorney general con¬

strued the consent or confirmttion of the
Senate to be the consummation of Mr.
Ransom's appointment, and that as this took
place before the term for which ho was olect-
ed expired, his assumption of office was con¬

trary to tho Constitution. Mr. A. A. Adee,
the Acting Secretary of State, declined to say
anything this morning about the Ransom de¬
cision. He was asked if tho opinion of the
Acting Attorney General would bo given out
by tho State Department, and answered that
he would prefer to let Mr. Olney, who is at
Falmouth, Mass., answer all questions of that
clasi It is probable that tl e text of tho opin¬
ion will be made public as soou at a copy of it
can reach Mr. Eansom at Weldon, N. C.
Ex-Congressman Young, secretary of the

executive committee of the silvor democrats,
says the appointment of the chairman of tho
Virginia committee of the democratic silver-
ites has been left to Senator Daniel, and that
he supposes Congressmen Otey will bo ap¬
pointed.

New York, oü Tuesday afternoon lest,
suffering from yellow fever, died yester¬
day afternoon.
The owner of the cottage at Ford-

ham, occupied by Edgar Allen Poe, the
I oet, says there is no truth in the re¬

port that it has been sold to the
Shakespcrean Society.
A dispatch from Frankfort, Ky., says

Senator Blackburn has enough pledges
to secure his re-election, provided the
districts heretofore carried by the dem¬
ocrats give their usual results.
A bomb was exploded yesterday in

front of the French consulate at An-
cona, Italy, just as the police were in
the act of arresting an anarchist who
had been posting revolutionary pla¬
cards.
Dock Wade, a Confederate veteran,

was murdered yesterday at Abbeville,
6a. The motive is supposed to have
been robbery, be having recently re¬

ceived his pension from the State. Two
arresis have been made.
The inquest on the body of Nellie

Pitezel, the younger of the two girls
believed to have been murdered by the
notoiious Holmes, was concluded in
Toronto last night. The jury returned
a verdict of wilful murder against
Holmes.

After consultation with the experts
of the government printing office, the
civil service commission has practically
decided to remove the limitation of
forty-five years from the regulations
applying to examination for the gov¬
ernment printing office.
The town of Przytyk, in the Radon

district, in Poland, has been entirely,
destroyed by fire. A church is the only
structure that was not burned. Four
thousand persons are homeless and are

camping in the fields or about the smok¬
ing ruins of their houses. The fire was
incendiary.

William Morgan, a farmer living
near Martinsburg, W. Va., found four
boys in his orchard stealing apples
Thursday. He secured a shot-gun and
fired to scare them away. Will Ran-
kin was hauled home in a wagon and
the attending physician found thirty
holt s in his body. He may die. Mor¬
gan has been placed under arrest.

Before daybreak Thursday morning
burglars made a general raid on the
row of one-story stores and offices on
the west side of Fourteenth street be¬
tween F and G streets no.-thwest,
Washington. The job was done so suc¬
cessfully and with such neatness and
dispatch that it is supposed to be the
work of profes-ional housebreakers.
A terribie storm of wind, hail and

rain broke over Frederick, Md., and
vicinity Thursday evening, Hail¬
stones as large as hickory nuts fell, and
the wind blew with such velocity as to
lift a horse and buggy, containing a
man and a woman, out of the road and
against the fence. The rain fell in tor¬
rents, and the hail did some damage.
At High Knob, Ky., Wednesday,

Tom Shephard was killed at a ball
game. Joseph Corbett and J. M. Cross
were discussing the game, that was be¬
ing played by amateurs, when Tom
Shephard struck Corbett with a bat,breaking his arm. It is alleged that
W. C. Huntley and E. H. Cross, Cor-
bett's friends, shot Shephard three
timej and fled.

Assistant Secretary of W*r Doe, who
has been aoting secretary since the de¬
parture of Secretary La|mont for Sor¬
rento, Maine, has been confined to his
apartments for several days with a

badly ulcerated throat. An operation
was performed yesterday afternoon.
General Doe's condition is not consid¬
ered serions, and it is thought that he
will be able to resume his duties at the
department iu a few days.
Another Owsley county, Ky., tragedy

is reported, tbe assassination of Mrs.
Kelly, an aged widow lady. She was
at the dinner table with her children
about her; a shot was fired through the
window, tbe bullet striking her in the
mouth and lodging in her brain, caus¬

ing almost instant death. Her three
grown sons rushed out of the house,
and mude a careful search, but could
find no trace of the assassin. It is be¬
lieved tbat the bullet was intended for
Mrs. Kelly's oldest son, James, who
had some troubie with mountaineers
lately.
William Bead and William Moake,

about twenty-five years of age each,
were shot Wednesday night in Fred.
Crenshaw's field, six miles west of
Marion, III. Tbey were riding along
the highway, and concluded to partake
of some of Mr. Crenshaw's water¬
melons. They dismounted, bitched
their horses, and proceeded in the di¬
rection of the melon patoh. When
near the object of tbeir search some
one fired at them. Bead has forty-five
shot in his side, and Moake has fifteen.
It is thought they will die. Who did
tha shooting is not known.
The Cincinnati humane society has

caused the arrest of Mrs. Ida Clenne
for cruelty to a child, and had the wo¬
man locked up. Some of the woman's
neighbors informed the humane so¬

ciety officers that a few days ago she
beat her two-year-old child with her
Gst, and then after rendering the infant
unconscious, she placed it on a hot
stove, burning it severely. The story
was so horrible that Superintendent
Smith sent au officer to investigate.
The woman denied the charge, but the
investigation resulted in the collection
of enough evidence to justify the so¬

ciety in taking the action it did. The
child was placed in the Children's
Home.
Hon. Matt W. Ransom, ofNorth Car¬

olina, is no longer minister from the
United States to Mexico. The office
was practically declared vacant yester¬
day by a decision rendered by Mr.
Holmes Conrad, Solicitor General of
the United States and Acting Attorney
General. Mr. Ransom's incumbency
was declared to be contrary to the fed¬
eral constitution, and Acting Attorney
General Conrad sustained the action of
Mr. Thomas Holcomb, auditor of the
treasury for the State Department, in
declining to pass favorably upon Mr.
Ransom's vouchers for salary and ex¬

penses. The decision of the acting At¬
torney General was based on a question
raised by Auditor Holcomb as to tbe
legality of Mr. Ransom's appointment
to the Mexican mission. In view of
the existence of section 2, article 6, of
the Constitution, which deolares "no
Senator or repesenative shall, during
the time for which be was elected, be
appointed to any civil office under the
authority of the United States which
.-hall have been created, or the emolu¬
ments whereof shall have been in¬
creased during such time."

VIRGINIA NEWS.
United States Senator Martin and

Gen. Fitz Lee decline to exprees their
views on the silver question.

Prof. William S. Currell was elected
to fill the chair of modern languages at
the Washington and Lee University
yesterday.

It is reported the case of Col. J. G.
Watts against Gen. Wm. Mabone, in¬
volving over $20,000, is still unsettled,
the latter having failed to comply with
the terms of the recent compromise.
While driving near Mountsville, Lou-

doun county, this week, Dr. V. Mason
Johnson and bis brother, J. Scott
Johnson, of Washington, were thrown
from tbeir buggy aud seriously injured.
Prof. Johnson had three ribs and his
collar bone broken, and his brother was
badly bruised.
Charles Reynolds, a Roanoke boot¬

black, who had been away for some
time plying his trade in Lynchburg and
other places, was killed early yesterday
morning near Yinton in the wreck of a
freight train on which he was stealing
a ride. Several cars were demolished
and traffic on the road was delayed
several hours.
During a thunderstorm in Leesburg

about 6:30 yesterday evening lightning
struck a small frame dwelling house at
the edge of town, occupied by George
Smallwood, and instantly killed his
son-in-law, Samuel J. Cooke. The bolt
tore out tbe north end of the house and
struck Mr. Cooke, who was passing
from one room to another. His shoes
and tbe clothin» from the lower portion
of his body were torn into shreds. Five
other persons were in the house, but
were not hurt. Mr. Cooke was about
forty years of age and leaves a wife and
three little children.
An accident at the Southern Railway

depot in Danville yesterday afternoon
damaged cars, engines, etc., to the
amount of $3,000 or $1,000. A long and
heavily loaded freight train became un¬

manageable and the engineer, being un¬

able to stop his train, and the switch be¬
ing open threw the train on a side track.
The engine and train crashed into the
shifting engine and a number of loaded
cars standing in the yard near the de¬
pot. Tbe cars were run off the end of
the track and went crashing against a

heavy retaining rock wall at Craghead
street. The wall was partially de¬
molished and tbe sidewalk torn up a
considerable distance. Both engines
were badly damaged and several cars
upturned. No person was hurt.
The board ofvisitors of the University

of Virginia has appointed Senator
Thomas S. Martin, Marshall McCor-
mick, Camm Patterson, A. C. Gordon
and Legh R. Watts a committee to con¬
sider and report upon the advisability
of reorganizing tbe law school. Raleigh
C. Minor, who was considered by the
board in connection with the vacancy
iu the law school occasioned by bis
father's death, has been appointed ad¬
junct professor in the law department.
For several sessions be was his father's
assistant. A gift of $2,500 from Dr.
Ott, of North Carolina, was accepted
by tbe board. Tbe condition on which
the donation was made is that the in¬
terest of tbe fund shall, when it has
reached a certain sum, be devoted to
paying for lectures on the evidences of
Christianity, to be delivered at the
university._
The hacienda of Joseph Ragui, near

Ures, Mex., was attacked by twenty-
five Yaqui Indians yesterday. They
killed three" cowboye emploved in the
place and burned a number of buildings.

(TO-DAY'S TELEGRAPHIC NEWS
Priests as Witnesses.

Montreal, Aug. 17..An important
point is to be decided at the approach¬
ing trial of Azaire Gauthier for the
murder of Celina Ansigny, viz:
Whether the priests of the Roman
Catholic Church can be called upon to
testify. It has been an inviolable rule of
that church that the statements made
to a priest in confession are to be held
sacred. It appears that on the Thurs¬
day night preceding the murder, while
Gauthier was sick at his home, he
asked to see a priest, and on one being
obtained he remained with him for
sometime. Now M. St. Jean, Gauth-
ier's lawyer, announces that he will
want to have two priests examined as
witnesses on behalf of the accusaed, to
show whether or not he was in his
right mind. The question will arise as
to whether the priests can be compelled
to speak or not, as they bad been called
to hear a confession, Theologians are

looking into the question to see
whether the two priests are competent
witnesses.

The Prince Not Congenial.
London, Aug. 17..During the visit

of Emperor William to England he
gave grave offense to Nasrulla Khan,
the Afghan Prince, who has for some
time past been in England, by failing to
ask the prince to meet him and by not
sending him any message or letter.
Nasrulla has received an almost un¬
limited number of hints from the
Queen to leave England, and she has
told him that he need not again visit
any member of the royal family, and so

he never leaves the grounds of Dor¬
chester house, where he is staying.
The governments of the countries, also,
which it was Nasrulla's intention to

"visit, have also politely refused to re¬

ceive him. The Sultan of Turkey states
that, in compliance with a request of
the Russian ambassador to Turkey, he
cannot receive the son of the Ameer if
he should carry out bis intention to
visit Turkey.

Fisticuffs in Court.
Chattanooga, Tenn., Aug. 17..An

extremely exciting episode, barely es¬

caping a tragedy, was witnessed yes¬
terday in the court room during the
trial of a will contest case, in which
much bitterness has been manifested.
Colonel T. M. Bnrkitt and W. L. Kin-
ser, opposing counsel, engaged in a
knockout fight in open court, and as a

result Colonel Bnrkitt will be disfigured
for life. Colonel Burkitt's face was
beaten into a pulpy, bloody mass, and
be was carried helpless out of the court
room. Both attorneys will be tried
before Judge Parks for contempt of
court. The affair created the wildest
excitement.

Escaped from Jail.
Kittaning, Pa., Aug. 17..Three

prisoners.Louis Roseburger, Frank
Neal and Michael Wright.escaped
from the county jail at this place some
time last nuht. Their exit was through
a second story window five inches wide.
The iron bars on this window were re¬

moved four years ago by three prison¬
ers who broke jail at that time. They
descended from the window by means
of blankets tied together. The escape
was discovered at 5 o'olock this morn¬

ing but no trace of them has yet been
discovered. Two of the prisoners had
been convicted of stealing. The other
was being held for trial on a charge of
barn burning.

Escaped a Lynching.
Chigago, Aug. 17..Residents in the

vicinity of the World's Fair grounds
were startled lastnight byan armed mob
pursuing a man through the under¬
brush south of Jackson Park. Mem¬
bers of the mob were supplied with
ropes, clubs and other weapons. The
man whom the mob was pursuing was

guilty of a brutal assault on Mary
Miller, a six-year-old girl. A dozen
policemen arrived just in time, as the
object of the mob's search had been
found biding in tbe underbrush. He
gave the name of Michael Tafcy. The
child is in a critical condition.

Prefers the Domestic Hearth.
Bubzabd's Bay, Aug. 17..It is not

likely that President Cleveland will
accept the invitation sent him by
Mayor Curtis, of Boston, to attend the
Knights Templar celebration, and be
the guest of the city. Tbe president
has made it a rule not to accept any in¬
vitations which would take him away
from Gray Gables while here on vaca¬
tion. Should he accept one of the
many invitations sent him he would
find it a difficult matter to know just
where to draw the line.

A Sanguinary Battle.
Panama, Colombia, via Galveston,

Aug. 17..Another sharp and fiercely
contested battle has taken place be¬
tween the forces of Alfaro and Sarasti.
Sarasti fought desperately but was de¬
feated. Alfaro took more than two
hundred prisoners, all tbe artillery of
the enemy, and more than six hundred
men were killed on both sides. Among
those who lost their lives in tbe engage¬
ment was Eliceo Espiuoza, aide to
General Alfaro. Alfaro's forces now

occupy Rio Bamba.
Manitoba Catholics Look to Us.

Quebec, Aug. 17..A novel expe¬
dient is proposed to theRoman Catholic
minority of Manitoba as the means of
obtaining what they regard as their
rights in the matter of their schools. It
is nothing less than an appeal to the
American instead of the French gov
ernment, whose intervention was sug¬
gested at first by a few friends and
tiupporters of the Manitoba Catholics.

Plot Frustrated.
Pobtsmouth, 0., Aug. 17..A plot to

murder a prisoner in the county jail
was discovered by the sheriffyesterday
Oscar Rickey had made himself obnox¬
ious to his companions by reporting
small misdemeanors, and tbey arranged
to hang him in his cell Saturday night
intending to make out a case ofsuicide.
They could eatily have done this, as
the cell« are o] en most of the time.

Tho Pope Praying for Spain's Victory.
Madrid, Aug. 17..The Archbishop

of Damascus in his address yesterday
at Kittoria to the Spanish troops, who
are about to depart to re-enforce the

army in Cuba, declared that the Pope,
like a new Moses, has raised his hands
toward heaven and was praying that
the angel of victory might accompany
the Spanish army.^_

Killed by an Explosion.
Pottsville, Pa., Aug. 17..Patrick

Howe, aged 37 years, of Girardville,
was killed at the Hammond colliery
early this morning by an explosion of
gas. He went into a worked-out
breast with a naked lamp. The gas
ignited and a terrific explosion follow¬
ed. Considerable damage was done to
the colliery.

Bradway seized a pitchfork and after a
hard fight drove the animal into the
stall. The cow had attacked the girl
as she stood by the door to allow it to
enter the stall and pinned her to the
side ot the barn. The girl was knocked
down twice and had been thrown over
the cow's head for the third time when
the farmer's wife appeared.

Jail Delivery.
Toledo, O., Aug. 17..A bold and

successful jail delivery was made here
this morning and six men walked out
of the Lucas county bastile into the free
air. About 9 o'clock Turnkey Mosher
went into the jail corridor to get
shaved by the prison barber. He was
no sooner seated and lathered than the

Erisoners pounced upon him, took away
is keys and handcuffs, put the hand¬

cuffs on the turnkey's hands and lock¬
ed him in a cell. The rest was easy
sailing and the men got an hour's start
before tbe alarm was given. Tbe whole
police force and deputy sheriffs are on
the hunt for the escaped men, but they
got such a good start that there is little
hope of catching them.

Doctors Kill Each Other.

Portland, Ore., Aug. 17..A shoot¬
ing affray yesterday in the office of Dr.
H. B. Holmes, in the Dekum building,
will result in the death of two men.
The encounter was between Dr. H. B.
Holmes and Dr. Robert K. Ausplund,
a former pupil of Holmes. Holmes re¬
ceived a mortal wound in tbe side
near the heart. Ausplund's body was
riddled with bullets. In an ante-mor-
tem statement Ausplund said Holmes
had hounded him for two years and
had tried to ruin him repeatedly. Aus¬
plund recently performed an operation
at the hospital in a manner which led
to severe criticism by Holmes, and this
led to the trouble.

Woman Burned to Death.
Philadelphia, Aug. 17..Mrs. Mar¬

tha Stowell, a young woman residing
on Leithgow street, resorted to the
well-known and dangerous alternative
of pouring oil on the fire to make it
burn quickly yesterday morning. She
was preparing breakfast and was a lit¬
tle late. The can of oil she had in her
hand exploded, and in an instant she
was enveloped in flames. Her screams
brought prompt assistance, but her
body was terribly burned when the
blazing material was extinguished.
She was removed to the Episcopal
Hospital, but died soon after admission.

Fatal Dynamite Explosion.
Mehaffev, Pa., Aug. 17..A terrible

explosion occurred here last night, in
which six Italians lost their lives and
eight were seriously injured. The men

were preparing a large quantity of
dynamite for blasting purposes when
from some unknown cause a premature
explosion occurred. Tbe six men

were killed instantly their remains be¬
ing scattered for a long distance. They
were all frightfully mangled.

Strike About Over.

were successful and have won their
fight.

Morehead was struck on
the leg and Broomfield on one of his
toes. Morehead's leg swelled in a few
minutes to almost the size of his body.
He lived in fearful agony several hours,
dying from the effects of the bite on
Saturday morning. Bloom fie hi, who
was a man of intelligence and quick of
action, as soon as he was bitten took
out bis knife and deliberately severed
the injured toe. His action was so

quick that the poison, rapidly aa it
infuses itself into the blood, did not
have time to penetrate to any great
depth and he felt no ill effects from its
action. In the same neighborhood
only a few days before, two boys, about
15 or 16 years old, were passing
through an old field near Broomfiold's
bouse when one of the boys was struck
in the calf of the leg by a rattlesnake.
They quickly killed the reptile and
then the boy who had escaped its fangs
scarified his friend's wound with his
knife and deliberately put his lips to
the wound and sucked out the poison
with the blood. The injured boy's leg
pained bim for several hours, but the
poison had been entirely withdrawn
and he is now as sound as ever.

A Diamond Bobbeey..A daring attempt
at a wholesale diamond robbery occurred at

Springfield, 111., yesterday. A largo, fine-
looking, middle-aged stranger, well-dressed,
entered George W. Chattor ton's jewelry store
and asked to see some diamond rings, A tray
was placed before him. Mr. Chatterton's at¬
tention was momentarily attracted by an¬
other customer, but, looking into a mirror,
he saw his diamond customer grab up a hand¬
ful of rings. Mr. Chatterton stepped quietly
to the front door, intending to close it, but
tho thief, dropping his plunder, and leaving
his hat and coat in the store, dashed out, ever-
turning Mr. Chatterton. Tho latter picked
himself up, and also costless, hatless, and
brandishing an umbrella, chased the thief
down the principal streets, police and hun¬
dreds of citizens joining in the chase. Ho
was captured after goiug several blocks. Tho
thief gave his name as George Simmons, and
his homo as Nashville, Tenn.
