Those who are interested in rcal es-
tate in Virginia, or who are more
broadly concerned in anythiog which

tends to the development of the city|

and its surroundings, have heard no
doubt with & great deal of interest of
the proposed completion of the elcelric
road from Alexandria to the end of the
Aqueduct bridge. In cobnection with
this bit of information it is also stated
that it is contemplated to revive the
road to Arlington, and that the Aque-
duct bridge piers will be used for street
railroad tracls.

If the plans are carried out and the
expectations are realized, there will be
established between the Virginia side
of the Potomac and the Washington
side a rapid and easy mode of com-
mupication, It will be the realization
of efforts which have been made fora
pumber of years past, and no doubt it
will result is as much benefit ss the
projectors and advocatea of improved
facilities of communication between
Virginia and the District have always
maintained would follow their adop-
tion. Virginia, as, indeed, all the ter-
ritory contignous to the city, will be
benefitted as the center of population
expands.

There seems to be no reason why the
overflow of population from this city
should not find its way into Virgioia as
well as into Maryland. Already the
suburbs of Washington extend for a
long distauce into Maryland, and also
to some extent into Virginia. It is be-
lieved that the advantages of a home in
Virginia, as'well as of owning property
there; will be more hichly appreciated
by the residents of this city when there
are definite methods of communication
which are rapid and at the same time
inexpensive.

To those who are not familiar with
the development of the city in recant
years is might seem to be somewhat
presumptuous to expect such an ex-
pausion of population as wquld require
room for growth in the adjoining
States, but, pevertheless, the populs-
tion which belongs to Washington and
is dependent upon this city has already
spread itselfl ont over a large area of
both Virginia and Maryland, and it is
very evident that thiz movement will
continue in the future.— Wash. Star.
