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FIGHT AT A CHURCH,—A sensationsl
encounter took place at a church near
Manchester, in Clay county, Ky., yes-
terday, jn which one man was killed,
thres seriously, if not fatally, woonded
and two others slightly wounded. Ocly
one man who took part in the fight es-
caped unharmed. The fight was the
result ofan old grudge and was be-
tween John Boles, his two sons and
Robert Helton on one side, and Jobn
Roberts and Julius Webb, young men
of about twenty-five years, on the other.
The trouble was renewed i the charch
door after the services, and, all the men
being armed, shooting began ‘at once.
John Boles fell dead from a pistol shot.
His two sons and Robt, Helton were
badly wounded, and it is thought they
could oot recover. John Roberts was
slightly wounded, and Deputy Sheriff
Jesse Allen, who attempted to stop the
fight, Teceived 8 scalp wound. Julius
Webb was unbarmed. The church
where the skooting took place has been
the scena of several shooting serapes,
some of which have proved fatal. A
man named Howard killed his nephew
there a few years 8go.

Mr. Rawlings was dis-
patched for a pistol and when he ar

rived with two, well loaded, Mr. An-
derson had compelled Brooks to sur-
render at the poiut of his pistol and he
was brought down to Warrenton for
the action of the court.—Warrenton
Virginian.
