THE MONROE DOCTRINE.
The fact that th<i Monroe doctrine is

the outcome of a suggestion made by
au English prime minister is brought
out with admirable clearness und brev¬
ity in a communication lately made to
a San Francisco interviewer by Colonel
John S. Mosby, n distinguished local
lawyer, who also attained great celeb¬
rity us a lender of cavalry in the Amer¬
ican war. Colonel Mosby has been do-
scribed us the Prince Rupert of tlv-
Southern army, and is still highly re¬
spected as a man of great nobility of
character and manliness of disposition.
He will be remembered l»y many Ivig-
li.sh visitors to tho East as American
consul at Hong-korg iu the early
eighties.
Tho communication referred to is as

follows:
'"George Canning, h former prime

minister of England, is the real author
of tho Monroe doctrine. In 1S2Ö Enir-
laud was fighting tho holy alliance,
which had issued a circular announc¬
ing a crusade against free in¬
stitutions nil over 1 be world.
At the instigation of Mr. Can¬
ning, President Monroe embodied
a declaiation in his message to Con¬
gress that any attempt on the part of
the holy alliance t<> carry out its de¬
signs on this continent would he con-
sidered an unfriendly act towards the
government of the United States.
"But the holy alliance bus long ag

been dissolved, and there is no sue!
danger now menacing our institutions.
The holy alliance bad proclaimed its
purpose to establish absolute govern*
mems all over the world, and to sup¬
press any uprising in favor of popular
i istittitions, and it was against the holy
alliance that 1're.sideat Monroe ftilmi-
nated bis now famous proclamation.

''It is perfectly absurd to announce
that if England should take possession
of a little strip of territory on tho Oii-
noco it would be a menace 1o our in-
slitutions, when England already
1ms Canada on our northern
frontier and Jamaica and Trinidad in
the Gulf of Mexico. It would he no
more a menace to us than if sho were
to take possession of gold li.ids n
Africa. What constitutes a menace is
a question of fact and not of la w.
¦ "Mr. Calhouu was in President
Monroe's Cabiatt ai the time whea
tbis declaration was mude, and if any
one would read his speech on the Yu¬
catan quertion ho will see how utterly
President Cleveland has perverted and
misinterpreted Mr. Monroe's message.
Phe United States had about 7,000.000
people at that time and now h.:s about
70,000,000 and no man outside of a hi-
natic asylum can believe that the
occupation of this little strip of terri¬
tory on the Orinoco by England cm
endanger the United States.".London
Times.

Governor Charles Goldsborough, of
Shoal Creek. He was a half-brother of
Mrs. Fitzhugh, of ltaveosworth, and ol
tho mother of Hon. Charles G. Kerr, of
Baltimore. Mr. Goldsborough had held
numerous offices, both under the State
ami national governments, and for a

longtime, beginning in the fifties, was
chairman of the democratic central
committee of Dorchester county. He
leaves a widow, but no children.
