Ax Ordinance to rcordain and amond sn
ordinance approved December 17th, 1S86,
0Dtitled|"An ordinance to authorize tho Vir»
giuia Midland Railway Company to lay
turnouts on Union street, in the city of
Alexandria, Va.,"|and an ordinance approv¬
ed March 11th, 18S7, entitled "An ordi-
nauco to amend an ordinrnce to authorizo
tbo Virginia Midland Railway Company to
lay turnouts on Union street."
Section 1. Be it ordained by the City Coun¬

cil that an ordinance approved December
17th, 1886, entitled "An ordinance to au¬

thorizo the Virginia Midland Railway Com¬
pany to lay turnouts on Union street, in the
city of Alexandria, Va," and an ordinance
approved March 11th, 1S37. entitled "An
ordinance to amend an ordinance to authorize
the Virginia Midland Railway Company to
lay turnouts on Union street," bo reordained
and amonded to read as follows : That the
Southern Railway Company be, and they are

hereby, authorized to lay turnouts on Union
street in connection with tho track now there,
es follows: Extending on the oast side of the
prcsont track, south from King street to Wolfe
street, and on tho cast side of said track, from
Faycttc alley to Queen street, and to connect
its turnouts on the east sido of Union street,
south of King street, with its turnouts oa the
east sido of Union street, north ofKing street,
with a singlo railway track.
Section 2. Tho aa'd Southorn Railway

Company shall not make any charge
for streotago in bringing cars of freight
from the depot of the Washington,
Ohio acd Western Railroad Company (now
