METHODIST CONFERENCE.

At the Baltimore conference of the
Methodist Episcopal Church Soutb, at
Roanoke, yesterday, the report of J. L.
Shipley, secretary of the board of mis-
sions, was read showing that about
sixty charges received an appropriation
from the board.

12,744 members, a net increase of 582 ;
195 Sunday schools, 1,644 officers aid
teachers; 171 churches; $235,495 value
of churches; $21,483 paid on ministerial
support ; £1,500 contributed for foreign
missions and #914 contributed to dis-
trict missions, Some of these charges
will henceforth be self-sustainiog,.

‘The report of the Epworth League
was read, which gave the following
figures:

Last year the number of leagnes re-
ported was 74, with & total membership
of 3$12§; this year 99 lesgues have
been reported, with a membership of
4304, Washington is the banner dis-
trict with 150 leagues and 734 members.

Treasurer Mupson of the joint board
of finance made his report of the fuonds
received this year for bishops, super-
annuales, Puine and Lape Iostitute
sod bible cause as follows: Bishops’
fund, $2,604; increase over last year,
$64. Superannuates, $8,572; increase,
$615. Educational, $1,456; increase,
$60. Bible cause, $296; increase, $68.
The amount paid to snperanouates and
widows of preachers amounts to $9,977.
The statistical report shows 517 church-
es, with 49 371 members.

BUSINESS MEN'S LEAGUE.

The weekly meeting of the Business
Men’s League was held last night with
President Harlow in the chair.

A communication from the Denver
Chamber of Commerce, addressed to the
people of the United States i favor of
free coinage,was read but no action was
taken thereon.

Mr. Harlow stated that he had re-
cently met a gentleman who under-
stood operating a knitting factory and
thought it possible to get people to
come here and start such a factory, pro-
vided the old cotton factory could be
gecured at 8 reasonable sum or mod-
erate rent. He asked Mr. J. T. Burke
if he could give information concerning
the fsctory; nothing, however, might
come of this,

Mr. Burke said be had beenin Balli-
more recently and had asked the own-
ers of the factory why something was
not done with it. He thought the factory
might be leased for a low rent and that
the owner would now take a less price
for it than had been asked some time
since.

Mr. Eicbberg suggested that the Gar-
retts be communicated with and asked if
they would sell or lease the property.
Mr. Burke said [hat the next time he
went to Ballimere he would look into
the matter. He thought the owners
wers tired of bolding the property; it
bad cost them $40,000 since it had shut
down. :

The report of the committee on pub
lic improvements was then taken up—
the report which recommends to the
City Council the issue of $200,000 bonds
for street improvements &e.

Mr. Eichberg favored action; be ex
pected more members present at the
meeting, but like everything else, af
ter the newneas had worn ofl' they
seemed to take less interest in the mat-
ter. He wanted to make a start of im-
provements somewhere; we were how
spending from $5,000 to 8,000 a year
on the streets and there was nothing to
show for it.

Mr. J. R. Zimmerman said he under-
stood that not over $1,500 & year was
spent on improvements—Lthe remainder
was epent for cleaning streets, remov-
ing sshes, &e.

Capt. Bryant said he did not see bow
anything could be done without increas-
ing taxes; many people were opposed
to the issue of bonds and if $40,000 a
year were to bespent for improvements
it would have to be done by increased
taxation and after the improvements
were made, then to get back what
money could be collected from the abut-
ting properly OwWners.

Mr. Eichberg said he believed the
property owners were in favor of im
provements.

Mr. J. A. Marsball said as a properly
ownper he was opposed to the increase
of taxation and believed the majority ol
properly ownera were of his way of
thinking.

Mr. E.S. Leadbeater told how the
city bad been taxed for improvements
before the war, and how the city had
voted to build railroads and canals, the
people being told that prosperity would
follow. This had proved a fallacy and
now only the debt remained. He then
told how the debt had been compro
mised and opposed the increase of the
debt, saying that it was not just or
right to those who now hold the city
bonds. He said it was hard work now
for | roperty owners to pay their taxes;
the tax rate now greatly interfered wilh
the welfare o thecity and he could not
favor recommending to Council an in-
crease of the debt under the present
condition; it must be borne in mind
that this is a poor commuanity; it is
easier to borrow than to pay.

Mr. Harlow asked Mr. Leadbeater
that if he thought he (Mr. L) conld in-
crease his business by borrowing money,
would be hesitate in doing so.

Mr. Leadbeater said if he was deeply
in debt and had recently paid his credi-
tors but half theinterest he owed them,
he would hesitate before trying to bor-
row more money and thonght he would
have considerable trouble in doing so.

Mr. G. R. Hill could not agree with
Mr. Leadbeoter; the issue of bonds did
not contemplate that the city would
stand still, but on the country it would
increase in prosperity as improvements
weromade. He favored the issuing of
bonds; this wonld be advantageous to
ithe present bondholders, as the im-
provements resulting would give
them better security. He favored ex-
tensive improvements at once—im-
provements which embraced the en-
tire city.

Mr. Charles King said he was a man
of aution, not of words; he had under-
stood that when the city debt was com-
promised it was with the understanding
of the bondholders that ho further issne
of bonds should be made till the debt
was paid off.

Mr. Eichberg said this was a mistake;
the understanding was thatthe amount
of the original debt was not to be in-
creased.

Mr. King favored improvemenis and
an increase of taxation to pay for them;
every man who owned g horse and ve-
hicle spent from $25 to $75 a year
for repairs of damages. He said if the
present Council would not favor im- ]
provements, then pressure should be
brought to bear to elect a Council that
would, and that there should be a
“Shepnerd” in that Couccil. This ro-
mark was received with ‘“that's it"”
from two or three members., Mr. King
again spoke in favor “cf increase (f
taxation, and ssid improvements could
be made here at one half the original
cost of such improvements in Washing-
ton. He thought if necessary to secure
improvements taxes should be increas-
ed to fifty cents on the dollar.

Mr. Zimmerman asked what amount
of special tax would be required to
raise §40,000 a yeer, and was answered
1 per cent.

Capt. Bryant said as the matter
wonld have to go to Council, would it
not be well to ask Council to give prop-
erly owners an opportunity to vole
upon the question of street improve-
ments, issuing bonds, &c. He offsred
this ns & motion, but was opposed to
the the issue of bonds.

Mr. J. A. Marshall said if the ques-
tion of issuing bonds and increasing
taxation was Sul: before the property
owners it would surely be voted down.

Dr. Fawcett thought the property
owners wanted more business before
they increased taxation. Hesuggested
that the city put up $40,000 8 year for
several years, and ask people from the
North and West to come here, cover
that sum, and engage in manufactor-
ing.

Dr. Fawcetl’s suggeslion meb with
no favor and ;
Mr, Aitcheson asked what would
have been the result if the city bad put
$40,000 in the Vulcanizing Works, and
the amswer came back that the city
would bave lost that amount,

Mr, King enid he agreed with Capt,
Mushhagh, who had onee eaid, if we
have to give people money to come

here, we bad give it to our own

people. Mr. King then said there wes
no leck of business here, snd if he had a
million dollars he‘could invest it here,
and make it pay. If, bowever, he were
a young man and cawe to this cily and
saw ils streets, he would turn his back
upon the place.

Mr, Harlow said he was an advocate
of street improvements; the bond hold-
ers bad no rizht to complain of the
gettlement made by the city; the real
estate owners were the men most bur-
dened; if we wanted people to come
here we must map out a comprehensive
system of street improvements by which
in a certain time every street wounld be
improved; he was not wedded to bonds
if the money could be raised any otber
way, but he believed the increase in
values would pay the interest on such
bonds; if we did nothing to enbance the
values of the city we would remain in
the ssme condition we had been in for
20 years; he favored recommending to

Jouncil the necessity of improying the
city,

Mr. A. D. Brockelt moved tbat the
report of the committee on improye-
ments, which recommended the issue of
$200,000 of 5 per cent. bonds be adopted.

The guestion was asked if by Eogi-
neer Dunn's plan the same work could
nut be done without a bond issue.

Dr. Fawcett fayored making the
amount £800,000. i

Mr. James McCuen favored fixing the
interest &t 4 per cent.

This was opposed by several mem-
bers, while the opponents of the bond
iszue thought the city wounld be lucky
to float the bonds at 6 per cent.

Capt. Bryant said in moving to ask
Couccil to submit 'he matter to the
property owpers he only wanted to
reach the point where the properly
owners could decide the question for
themselves; he wanted improvemenis
a3 much as anyone present, but had b8
own idea as to what $200,000 would do
in the direction of paving and sewering
the city. His mntion was then reduced
to writing and was adopted with bui
few dizsenting votes, Itis as follows:

Resolved, That the City Council be
requested to submit to the freeholders
of the city on the first Tuesday in June
the question of the issue by the city of
bonds to the amount of $200,000 to be
issued for the purpose of improving the
streets and sewering the city.

Mr. Eichberg asked if anything had
neen heard from the officials of the
Penpsylvania Railroad concerniog 3
pew depot building, and on being ao
swered in the negative siid be favored
u boycott against the company. This
did not meet with much favor.

CONGRESSIONAL.
The Senate is to bave a revival of fi
nancial and bond discussion as & 1esult
of an animated debate -shortly before

the session closed yesterdsy. Mr. Pef
fer’s resolution for the appointment of
a special committee of five Senators to
inve-tigate recent bond issues had been
relegated to the calendar owing to the
opposition of Mr. Hill, but it was reach
ed io the regular order yesterday.
Again Mr. Hill sought to havethe reso-
lution go over, but he was met by
energelic protests pot only from Mr.
‘P ffer, but also from Mr. Wolcott and
Mr. Teller. The latter gave notice that
further delays should not be persisted
in, and Mr, Peffer followed with a notice
that he would move to proceed with
this hond inquiry resolution as soon as
Mr. George concludes a speech on the
Dupont cage. This promises to bring a
test vote, unless dilatory tactics post-
pone the measure. Among the bills
pasged yesterday was ooe settling the
long-pending accounts between the
United States and Arkanpsas.

The House of Representatives took
up the consideration of the sundry civil
appropriation bill, and disposed of fil-

teen of the one bupdred bages
before adjournment. During the
general debate Mr. Cannon, the

present head of the appropriation
committes, and his predecessor, Mr.
Sayers, interchanged opinions as to
present and past appropriations. Mr.
Cannon in the course of his remarks
expressed the opinion that the appro
priation for this session could not fall
below $506,000,000. The action of the
committee in appropiiating for contract
work only uotil Mareh, 1597, was at-
tacked, but Mr. Cameron justified it on
the ground that the same thing had
been done last year in the case of the
fortifications bill. But few amend-
ments were added to the bill. Eight
amendments to increase the salaries of
lighthouse superintendents from $1,600
to $1,800 were adopted.

Representative Corliss, of Michigan,
submitted a favorable reporton the res-
olution providing for the eleclion of
Senators by a direct vote of the people.
Mr. Smith introduced a joint resolution
providing for the sppointment of a
mixed reciprocity commission of five
members, not more than three of whom
should be of any one political party.

A terrific thunder storm swept over
the western portion of Virginia yester-
day and Sunday, asa result of which
there was devastation, ruin and death.
At Bristol yesterday a bridge oo the
South Atlantic and Obio railroad was
washed away, the depot at (iate City
was destroyed by lightning aed two
women, Mrs, Parkerand daughter, weie
drowned in the Holsten river. 'I'here
was great damage of property in the
whole section near Big Stone Gap. A
water spout washed away four dwelling
houses, drowning four children and
wishiog down the stream four others
who were rescued. At Covington a
thunder storm Sunday played havoc.
A thirteen-year-old daughter of Eda.
Knighton was instantly killed by light-
ning. Her clothes and shoes were torn
from her body, thongh the skin was not
broken and no boses broken. The C.
& 0. tower was ignited by the light-
ning, but was extinguished. At several
other places the storm did much dum-
age. Near Rural Retreat the wind
g vept whole tracts of timber land clean,
b'ew down barns, and scattered fences.
The damege to farms in destroying
timbers, &c., is variously estimated at
from £10,000 10 $25,000. Considerable
damage lo property is reported from
the New riverdistrict. Several bridges
are washed away on the Norfolk and
Western Railroad.
