WOODLAWN FARMERS' CLUB.

The Woodlawn Farmers’ Club met at
the home of Alfred H. Roberts on the
23d of May, with President Harrison in
the chair. The mioutes of last meeting

were read and approved.

In refersnce to the bill for a farmers’
market in Washington it was stated by
Msj. Hioe that the District committee
bad reported adversely, but they favor
ed a measuresomewhat in the nature of
A compromige.

Exacts from the synopsis of crop re-
ports for May were read and a com-
parison of views 8s to Lhe crop pros-
pects in this section resulted in the
opivion that the wheat crop wonld not
go above 70 and the hay crop 40. A
length discussion followed about the
difficulty of raising good bay crops of
late years. A good crop of hay was the
exception rather than the rule now.

When weather conditions favored
the chances were that weeds would
predominate and how to surpress or
eliminate the weeds was now the burn-
ing question.

The prevailing custom of feeding the
bay at home—the foul seeds going into
the manure and then back on the land—
did not tend to lessen the evil
but to increase it some thought we
would have to go back to the old eys-
tem of summer f{sllowing. Then, toe,
many foul seeds are in the grass seed
we buy. A member mentioned beingon
a farm in western Maryland a few
days ago, where they were harvestiog
clover seed that was to be put on the
market, and he would have been very
loth to use it on his farm. The best
place to get clover seed had been from
the prairie farms of the far west, but
there was now danger that the Rua-
sian thistle would be introduced in the
seed from there. Asan illustration of
how that latest ‘‘noxiousness’ can
spread it was stated that one of those
porthwestern farmers put a tag on
one of them and it was later on found
sixty miles from there. John Munroe's
peme was presented for membership
and he was duly elected. Club then
adjourned to meet at the residence of
Mrs. Pierson on the 20th of Juve.

LICENSE LAW.

An  Ordinancs for Iinposing and Collecting
Licenses within the City of Alezandria, for
the Year commencing on the 1st day of June,
:]lgg't"' and ending on the 31st day of May,

=0

Be it Ordained by the City Council of Alex-
andria, That there shall be levied upon and
collected from all persons required to be
listed as subject to a license tax, the follow-
ing taxes, viz:

1. On every license to sell ardent spirits
or wines at wholesale, there shall be levied
a tax of seventy dollars. This applies to per-
sons selling in quantities of five gallons or
more.

[NoTE.—Apy person desiring to carry on
the business of & wholeasle liquor dealer and
also that of a retail liguor merchant, shall ob-
taiu a separate license for each, but his retail
liconse shall only be one-half of that required
by section threo ] 3

2, On cvery license to every brewer or
wholesale doaler in malt ligoors, twenty-
five dollars.

3, On overy licensa to sell wines, ardent
spirits, or malt liquors, or any mixture
thereof at retail, soventy-five dollars. (A
Ticense to sell liguors by retail shall inclnde
the privilege to sell in quantities not exceed-
ing five (5) gal'oneat any one time to any indi-
vidual; this shall include the privilege to sell,
ta bo delivered to the purchaser in bottles,
jugs and domijohns or other vessels and also
the privilege to be drunk where snld.)
