CONFEDERATE REUNION.

The great Confederate reunion ab
Richmond incident to the laying of the
corper stone of the Jefferson Davis
Monument and the annual meeting of
the Confederate Veterans,is over, and
the city, which had been crowded with
people from all over the country, is now
resuming its normal condition. This was
one of the greatest revnions ever held
and was marked by good order and con-
servative utterances.

The proceedings of the meeting of
the Confederate Veterans and the ac-
count of the Jaying of the corner stone
were published yesterday.

From early morning the streets were
filled with marching and counter-
marching veterans, cadetsand soldiery,
all tending to the common point—the
formation of the big brigade. The spec-
tators gathered early along the route
and adjacent streets in order to be sure
of vantage points from which to view
the procession. 5

The parade was a magnificent one.
Gen. Jno. B. Gordon, chief marshal, and
staff, headed the procession, and his es-
cort was the corps of cadets of the Vir-
ginia Military Institute.

Then followed the children’s brigade,
250 in pumber. Gen. Wade Hampton
and staff took position in front of the
Carolinians, and the old cavalry hero
was saluted at every move and turn
of the procession. Goy. O'Ferrall was
at the side of brigadier general
Phillips, who commanded the brigade,
which included the Virginia and North
Carolina regiments of State troops.
Two other governors were in line lead-
ing their respective States, Governor
Atkinson, of Georgia, and Governor
Carr, of North Carolina, Then follow-
ed the Grand Masonic Lodge of Vir-
ginia escorted by the Commandery of
St. Andrew, No. 13, Knights Temp-
lar, and by the Blacksburg, Va., cadets.
Next, orator of the day, Gen, Stephen
D. Lee, and stafl. The First Cavalry
Regiment of Virginia, commanded by
Col. Charles Euker.

The lady gponsors and their maids of
honor rode in separate carriages, and
made the brightest feature in the pro-
cession. IEeach sponsor waved the flag
of the State she represented and all of
them were royally cheered as they
passed through the brilliantly deco-
rated streets, crowded with south-
ern blooming womanhood and loveli-
ness.

The Society of the Army and Navy
of the Confederate States in the State
of Maryland, beaded by the Fifth Reg-
imentt Band, was in the procession.

Mra, Jefferson Davis rode in a car-
riage with Hon. J. Taylor Ellyson and
Gen. Peyton Wise, and she was cvery-
where recognized and cheered.

The Monument Association escorted
Mrs, Davis and her daughter, Drs,
Hayes, all ridins, in carriages.

Miss Shelby, daughter of Gen. Shel-
by, of Tennessee, rode s fine horse
through the whole route of the pro-
cession and was greatly admired, The
procession reached Monroe Park at four
o'clock, alter a very trying march to
some of the older veterans.

Last night the city was resonant with
the sounds of departing camps and
their bands playing the airs of Dixie.
The serenade to Mrs, Jefferson Davis
at the Jefferson Holel by residents and
the visiting Marylanders, accompanied
by the band of the Fifth Maryland Reg-
iment, consisting of forty pieces, was
one of the notable events of the night,
and was attended by all the celebrities
present at the reunion.

When the reception to Mrs. Davis at
the Jefferson had concluded the lady
was taken to the Masonic Temple
where she was greeted by a large as-
semblage of the Sons and Daughters of
the Confederate Veterans.”

Gov. O'Ferrall gave a reception at
the executive mansion at which visi-
tors from every State in the South call-
gd to pay their respects to Virginia's
distinguished Governor.

This, with other social rennions, con-
cluded the meetings, which have been
productive of so much good feeling at-
tendant upon the gixth annual reunion
of the United Confederate Veterans,
and the laying of the cornerstone of
the monument to Jefferson Davis.

Notwithstanding the denial of some
of the leaders of the silver forces that
there will be 2 general caucus of the
silver forces concerning the presidential
candidate, there is no doubt that the
propriety of holding one has been seri-
ously discussed. The Bland people
claim that the fair and seemly thing for
the silver men to do is to get together
in caucus and agree upon a candidate
who shall be the choice of all the silver

men when they go into convention.
This, they say, would avoid a wrangle

among ailvocates of the same cause,

and avoid the possibility of the nomi-

nation of 8 man of guestionable sound-

ness on silver by a combination of per-

sonal followers with the gold forces.

The silver
men also believe that an investigation
of the contests from Michigan and South
Dakota will result in adding these two
delegations to their side of the column.

Mr. John R. McLean, the proprietor
of the Cincinnati Enquirer, who has
been & consistent silver man from the
beginning of the silver agitation, is an
avowed candidate for either the first,
or second place on the ticket, and his
boomers have been actively occupied

for several days. His manager said lastJ

night that McLean relied upon his per-
sonal friend, Senator Gorman, to help
him with the Maryland delegation and
he also had the promise of votes from
New York and other eastern States.

Senator Teller said yesterday : I
would advise all the silver forces to
support the democratic ticket, if the
candidates are for free silver.

WeATHER FOR JUuLY,.—Hicks fore-
cacts the weather for July as follows:
July opens warm, in the midst of regu-
lar storm period, with a mercury dis-
turbance central on the3rd. Prospects
are favorable for cloudliness and rains
the first few days of the month, with
tendency to continue over the reac-
tionary Gth and 7th. From about the
10th it will grow steadily warmer, the
barometer will fall to storm readings,
and many summer storms will oceur
from 12th to 15th.

CHicAGo, 1lls., July 3.—The present
outlook of the national committee’s re-
port is for o gold man for temporary
cagirman, The minority committee will
move that Harris Bryan or another
silver man be made temporary chair-
man, The two-thirds rule will proba-
bly not be repealed at the outset. The
silver men claim over two-thirds of Lhe
convention and will win everything.
Nominations for President cannot be
predicted. The Bland boom is loud,
but is not gaining ground. Teller is
being actively pushed, and is gaiving
gtrength. Daniel and Otey are at the
Sherman House, both uncommitted for
President. Daniel is spoken of for
temporary chairman of the convention.
The remainder of the Virginin delega-
tion has not arrived. There has been
no caucus of silver men to make nomi-
pations. No bolt Is deemed probable,

Cuicaco, July 3.—The announce-
ment from the leaders of the gold fac-
tions that they will not surrender the
control of the national convention with-
out a struggle had the eflect of making
the silverites more than usually ag-
gressive this morning. Yesterday the
belief was prevalent that their oppo-
nents would content themselves with
A passive protest against what they
characterized as the suicidal policy of
the majority. This morning, how-
ever, it was made clear that the gold
men, so far fromn being willing to sur-
render, would put up the best fight
that their numbers, experience and
knowledge of the arts and tricks of
politics would permit. The rank and
file of the silyerites is somewhat appre-
hensive that the other side bassome
cards up its sleeve that may upset their
plans, Save for the activity of the
sound money leaders the general situa-
tion does not difler materially from
that of twenty-four hours ago, and
there have been no changes in the plans
of the silver msjority. It is just as
determined as ever to bave a tem-
porary organization to its liking,
penceably if it can, forcibly if it must.
I'his, together with the matter of draft-
ing a silver plank, and of rounding up
their followers, so that there may be
no possible desertions to the opposition,
constitute the work that the silver con-
ferees have Iaid out for themselves.

The story was carried to the Boies

headquarters yesterday afternoon that
(iov. Stone had insinuated that the
Towa candidate was asking favors from
the eastern gold delegates and count-
ing on their votes and that, therefore,
he was not & safe man for the radical
free silver following to rally around.
But little credence is given to the ru-
mor. Some southern democrats of
prominence, delegates and others de:
clare that Mr. Bland will not get all
the southern votes claimed for him,
but while the delegates do not commit
themselves as to voting for Boies, it is
plain that they are not bound by any
Bland pledge.
That there is to be a gold standard
chairman presented by the committee
is considered certain. On this line
Chairman Harrity said yesterday: *I
don’t think they canturn down the tem-
porary chairmap elected by the national
committee. The abrogation of the two-
thirds rule will not be considered by
the committee. That remains for the
rules committee to pass upon., Our
fight will be made on the platform and
we will do the best we can.”

There will be no meeting of the na-
tional sub committee until the noon
bour Monday, when the full committee
convenes, To-night the gold men will
hold their firet council of war, By that
time William C.Whitney, together with
Senator Vilas, ex-Governor Russell anil
the rest of the leaders in the fight
against free silver, will be in the city.
At the meeting, which, it is said, will
be composed of fifty prominent demo-
crats, the exact line of procedure
against the silver msjority will be
mapped out, Also the question of a
bolt by the anti-silver men will be set-
tled. Yesterday Chairman Harrity
said that the national committee would
take advantage of its prerogative and
would select a temporary chairman for
the convention. Most likely Senator
Hill will be the man.

Gov. Stone declares that he does not
want to be temporary chairman, but
the silver men are publicly announcing
that he is the man. Last night Sen-
ato Daniel, of Virginia, was also put for-
ward by the silver men for temporary
chairman of the convention.

OI the presidential candidates, it is
generally believed that Bland is in the
lead, His friends have opened head-
quarters in almost every hotel in the
city and are making more noise than
ull the other candidates put together.
The talk is now confined chiefly to
Bland and Teller, though Gov.Boies has
many strong supporters. The forces
are arrayed along the lines of expedi-
ency on the one side and on the other
side a desire to confine the entries for
the nomination to old members of the
democratic party. The advocates of
expediency—that is those whose favor
Teller's nomination—are working with
great energy and apparent confidence,
To the argument that thisis a demo-
cratic convention and that a democrat
must and will be nominated, the reply
is returned that an eighteen hour dem-
ocrat is good enough for the country and
ought to be for the convention. Among
the ardent advocates of free coinage of
