The Electric Railway..Com¬
plaint has been made on several occa¬
sions recently that certain trains on the
electric railway refuse to stop for pas¬
sengers at all street corners of this city.
The Mayor last night had an interview
in Washington with Dr. Abbot, man¬

ager of the road, for the purpose of
bringing about a satisfactory settlement
of the matter. According to the doc¬
tor's statement there are three trains
during the day which stop only at the
corner of King and Royal streets.the
7:l\> and 8:20 a. m. trains from this city
aud the 4:15 p. m. train from Wash¬
ington. These are what are called ex¬

press trains, intended for tourists who
desire to make quick trips between
Washington and Mount Vernon. The
10 and 11a. m., 12 noon and 1:23 p. m.
trains stop at Wilkes, King and Royal,
Alfred ami Payne streets, where ticket
oifiees and waiting rooms have been es¬
tablished All the other traine, from 5:55
a. m. until midnight stop on any cor¬
ner to take on or let oil passengers.
The company suggest that thirty or

more strictly local trains, stopping at
«11 way stations and at all street cor¬

ners, are run between Washington and
Alexandria, and that Alexandrians, by
going to King and Royal street, have
the benefit of the three express
trains, aud at Wilkes, King and Royal,
Alfred and Payne streets that of the
four Mount Yernou trains at 10, 11, 12
and 143 during the day. The company
also claim that apart from the loss of
time, it costs about eighteen cents to
stop a train.
A new schedule will go into eflect on

Monday. Additional trains will leave
Alexandria for Washington at 5:55 a.
m. instead of 6; 7:20 and 8:20 a. m. ex¬

press (new trains), and 5:30 p. m. in¬
stead of 5. Leave Washington for
Alexandria at 10:20 a. m. 4:15 p. m.

express (new trains). The 5:45 p.m.
train will be taken off. On Sunda}'
trains will leave Washington every
hour from S:05 a. m. to 10:05 p. m.
Leave Alexandria at 7:30, 9:05 and 10:21
a. m., and 21 minutes after each hour
in the evening until 11:21 at night.
Mount Vernon Park trains leave Wash¬
ington every hour on Sunday from
10:05 a. m. to 9:05 p. m. Leave the
park from 12 noon to 11 p. m. The
new ticket offices on King street will
be opened on Monday. Passengers
will be expected to purchase tickets;
otherwise extra fare will be charged.
