LETTER FROM COL. MOSBY.
To the editor of the Alexandria Gazelle:
In an editorial parggraph in your is-
sue of August 24th it is said that, “If a
valueless slip of paper becomes worth a
dollar simply by having the govern-
wment’s stamp printed upon it, why a
lump of silver that can be sold for fifty-

three cents anywhere will not also be
worth a dollar if iv bears the govern-
ment stamp, cannot readily be told.”
Now the government stamp neither
aives value to the greeoback nor to sil-
ver. Greenbacks were first issued in
18452 and by 1565 became so depreciated
toat they were worth less thau 40 cents
in the dollar; I mean, that their pur-
chasing power was less than 40 cents in
the dollar. Wages were then but very
little higher than they were in gold in
1860. The goverpment stamp oo the
greenback wheo it was so much depre-
ciated was just the same that it is now.
So it is not the stamp that gives value
to the paper. The greeuback is a gov-
ernment promise to pay a dollar; it is
not money but the representative ol
mooey. As they were payable on de-
mand and s the government failed to re-
deem them they were like the dishonor-
wil notes of an individusl that have been
protested in bank. As soon as the gov-
ernment provide:d a redemption fund
they rose to par with gold.
The populist convention at Chicago
declured war on the national banks and
in fuvor of issuing all money in notes
directly from the Treasury, This
would demonetiza both gold aod silver.
When the scheme for issuing greeo-
backs was first proposed the democratic
party oppessd it as unconstitutional.
(ieorge H. Pendleton denoueced green-
backs as baving the brand of Cain upon
them.
The silver dollar which we now have
derives nove of its value from the stamp
upon it; that like the stamp on the
sold dollar is a mere cortificate of its
weight snd fiveness, Now the test of
<otiud money, ssstated by an economist
of high suthority, is this: “Good money
counsists of coin which is worth as much
after 1t is melted as it purports to be
wortn in coin.” If you melt a twenty
dullar gold piece the bullion is just the
sume value as the coin, Inother words,
s0 much money mears coins whose face
value is the sawe a8 their intrinsic
vilue. Fiar money is that kind whose
face grester than  its market
value. But it may be szaidin auswer
tnat the fact that silver dollars now cir-
ciliate at par is o coutradiciion of this
theory. Notal sll; the silver dollars
now in circulation were not coined ul
the miots on private account as they
would be if we bad free coinage, but
were coined on governmeut accoun!

and issued to its creditors by the
government with the pledge . o
waintain  their parity  with gold

It is therefore the contidence in the
good faith of the government Lhal
gives all of its value to the greenback
ad one-half of its value to the silver
dollar. But with free coinage the gov-
ernment does not guarantee the value
of the silver dollar; its stsmp is
ounly a vertificate of its weight and flne-
ness. I must go out in the world un-
supported and take itz chanoces of
stnnding on its merits in competition
with gold. Ifthe coinage of silver dol-
lars had not been suspended through
the influence of Mr, Cleveland the sil-
ver currency would have become re-
dundant aud deprecisted, and beyond
the power of the government to main-
tain the parity ot the two metals.

Suppose the proposition for a com
promize between the gold and silver
men were made by baving free coinage
at 16 to 1, but without the legal tender
attachment to either metal. Would
the gold men accept? Certainly, be-
causs o lump of gold will buy as much
and pay as much debt in its natural
state as when coined. Would the sil-
ver men sgrea to the free coinage of
silver dollurs without legal tender
jower? No, because they koow
they would lose their fictitious, and
sink to their real or bullion value, and
could not be used for scalivg debts.
This test would prove the insincerity
of the silverites who pretend to
think that with free coinage sil-
ver would rise to 8 level with
wold. Without the legal tender
attschment they conldn’t force the sil-
ver dollar on the people and it would
not circulate.

S lverites say that the prevailing low
prices are due to the appreciation or
scarcity of gold, and the cousequent
coutraction of the currency. This is the
cherus to all the speeches of the popu-
list caudidate for the presidenmey. It
chauld ot be forgotten that four years

1875 when it is cbarged that silver was
demonetized. How dropping the silver
dollar from the list of U, 8. coins when
there were no such coingactually in cir-
culution could have contracted the cur-
jency I am unable to see. A silver dol-
lar was then a curio that could only be
‘ound in a muzeum or an old stocking.
The last report of the director of the
mint shows that in 1873 the total pro-
duction of gold aund silver was less than
two hundred millions; and that the
amount of gold alone produced last
year was over two hundred millions.
It also shows thst the volume of cir-
culation has been doubled. Low prices
are due to new inventions of machinery
and scientific processes, that have in-
creased production more than the
increase of population, It should
be remembered, tco, that the gold pro-
duced in any one year i8 not consumed
like wheat or corn; no doubt there is
gold that hes been recoined snd is now
circulating as money that once bore the
elligy of the Ciesars. Money has been
cheaper, i. ¢, luterest has been lower
in the last three years than it ever was
before, which proves that business de-
pression is not due to any contraction
of the volume of the circulating medi-
um. If money is lying idle in the
banks it is not the fault of the bank-
ers. It iz ss absurd to talk about a
banker making money by hoarding
it in his vaults as a farmer making
mouey by letting his wheat rot in his
barn. It is the activity in the cireule-
tion of money based on confidence in
the future that makes prosperous
times, Those times will come with
MeKinley.
