The Senate
used to be the conservative branch of
the goveroment, but a greatchange has
come over the spirit of its dreams, and
it is now the jingo branch, and defies
the whole humau race. The commit-
tee referred to has succeeded in placiog
the country io an awkward position,
inasmuch as its action must either be
repudiated by Congress, or war be en-
tered upon with Spain, the result of
which, no matter what it would be ip
the end at first could bardly be any
thing else than injurious to the United
=tates. And then, too, though nations
do pot assist each other for sympathy,
in helping Spain other European coun-
tries might consider that they were
helping themseives, as, io case this
country should succeed -in depriving
Spain of her American possessions, she
might be induced to attempt to do the
same with them.

AvrL THE Virginia Congressmen, ex-
cept Mr. Tucker, interviewed on the
subject, are, as might naturally bave
been expected, entiraly opposed to the
re-revived project for adding Alexan-
dria to the District of Columbia. Mr.
Tucker, however, says “the needs of
the Capital require the territory, Vir
ginia does not need it, the government
has to spend money for the bridges
crossing the river and should control
every thing around those bridges, and
that he believes the legislature would
cede it back without any serious oppo-
sition.” Mr. Tucker is as much at
variance with the people of his State on
this matter as he was with those of his
party at the late election. Virginia not
only needs the territory, butthe legisla-
ture will never consent to relinguish it,
Virginia has already been robbed of
one-third of her territory, and will re-
sort to all the available means at her
disposal to prevent the robbers from
stealing any more. In respect of poli-
tics as of morals, it seems that the first
wrong step is almost pecessarily fol-
lowed by others. Thet a native born
Virginian should favor the farther
despoliation of his own State is posi=
tively unnatural.

THE NEW YOEK Herald saya: “‘There
will be a new tariff bill of a very ex:
treme and drastic kind unless the busi-
ness commuoity aod the general com-
munity, seeing how their promised
prosperity is imperilled, support, and
support heartily its opponents.” Why
of course there will, und that too,
whether either the business or the gen-
eral community opposes it., A drastic
tarift Mr. McKinley has always favored,
and on it he laid more stress during hie
late campaign than on any other ques-
tion at issue. Every reasonableand well
informed man knew, as well before the
election as he does now, that if success
should attend the republican ticket, a
high tariff bill would be enacted assoon
as possible. The Herald, which as-

FROM WASHINGTON. \

W ASHINGTON, Dec. 19.

Secretary Oloey in an suthorized in-
terview deprecates the adoption of the
Cameron resolution and warns Congress
that recogpition of Cuba i purely an
executive matter which the resolution
cannot compel. This announcement
by the Secretary of State is accepted as
the action of President Cleveland. It
is considered as probable that when
Capt, Lamberton and Dr. O'Reilly made
their special trip to Georgetown, S. C.,
yesterday, and took possession of the
wire, they conveyed to Secretary Ol-
ney the President’s approval of hia pro-
posed announcement. It is regarded
hy many Senators as a step in advance
i~ American diplomatic history for the
President thus to assert that he and
not the Congress is the judge when ex-
eculive action should be taken in the
matter of recognition of a new gover
ment. Said Senator Chandler: “It is
the most uoprecedented statement I
have ever heard from u cabinet officer,
and no criticism of such conduct can be
too severe. Itisevidently iospired and
comes direct from the President. In
effect he says that if we pass the res:.
lution he will veto it and if we puass it
over his veto he will defy us. It
worse than the conduct of Andrew
Johnson. The only trouble is that if
wewere to psss it over the veto and
Mr. Cleveland should refuse to execute
the law, there would be no tiwe to im-
peach him. Thaok God, however,
we will not bave bim in the execu
tive mansion after March the fourth.”
Senator Teller declined to discuss the
manifesto, but intimated that 1t would
in all probability be the subject of de
bate on the floor of the Sepate, which
he thought was the proper place to dis
cuss such matters, Sepator Gear, of
Jowa, was inclined to the opinion that
the statement would make votes forthe
resolution and increase the Cuban sen-
timent in Congress. Coogress was, he
said, very zealous of the encroachments
of the executive upon its prerogatives,
Consul Wallace. at Jerusalem, re-
ports to the State D-partment that ac-
cording to the consular records of his
office it appears Lo+t there are 530 citi-
zens of the United States residing in
Palestine. Of this ovumber 438 are
Jews, who are only pomioally Ameri-
cans, having lived in the United States
just long enough to obtain citizens’
papers and passporta, The msjority of
these emigrated from Russia to the
United States and thence to Palestine,
Of the other 92 American citizeos,
pearly all have gone there because of
peculiar religious views, and among
them may be found sll possi-
ble shades of Cbristian beliefs. The
one idea which seems to possess all toa
greater or lesser degree, is that of the
second advent of our Lord. This is by
all considered to be an event soon to
take place in Jerusalem. Some of
them, during the period of waiting, are
suffering for the necessaries of life, but
are content to endure privation in the
kope of being present and witnessing
the Lord's coming. The Spoffordite
colony, or “overcomers,” as they call
themselves, have recently been io-
creased by an addition of 117 Swedish
Americans, mostly from Chicago. Just
how mapy of them are citizens of the
Upited States the consulate is pot in-
formed, because of their refusal to re-
gister, The leader, Mrs. SPoﬂ'ord, lays
¢laim to prophetic powers’ and, claim
ing to be under the direct protection of
the Almighty, is averse to having any
human power ioterfere. As they are
s peace and law-abiding community, or
have been for some years, the consulate
has not been called upon in thisregard.

FIFTY-FOURTH CON GRESS.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 19.
SENATE.
The Senate was not in session to-day.
HOUSE.

The Speaker laid bafore the House a
communication froru Governor Atkio-
son, of Georgia, announcing the result
of the election on the 16th instant to
fill the vacancy caused by the death of
ex-Speaker Crisp, to the effect that Mr.
Charles Crisp, son of the decedeant, was
the only candidate and received all the
votes cash, As soon as thereturns were
at band, the Governor continued, the
usnal credentials would be forwarded
to the clerk of the House,

Mr, Turper asked upanimous con-
sent that upon the statement just read
Mr. Crisp be sworn in. There was
no objection, ard, escorted by
Messrs. Bartlett, of the Georgia
delegation, the youthful new member
appeared ut the bar and took the cus-
tomary oath. As he turned to take
the seat formerly cceupied by hie fath-
er, & wave of applause swept over the
House, and later Mr. Crisp was warm
ly congratulated by many of his fath-
er's old friends. This fills the House
for the first time this Congress, there
being now 357 members on the roll.
Governor-elect Black, of New York,
has sent his resignation to Governor
Morton, but the latter bas not yet
transmitted it to the Speaker.

Mr. Cannon, chairman of the com-
mitte oo appropriations, reported the
urgent deficiency bill authorized by the
committee to-dav, and it was coosider-
ed at once. Mr. Caunon said that by
urgiog the passage of the bill he did
not mean to threaten anybody or any
thing, there was quile enough of that
going on in the world.

Mr. W. A, Stone, sotto voce—We'll
leave that to the Senate.

A bili reported from the Committee
oo Ways and Meaps sppropriatiog
$130,000 to enable the government to
make an exhibit at the Tennessee Cen-
tennial exposition at Nuashville next
year was passed.

An order from the Committes on
Rules setting aside Tuesday and Wed-
vesday, Jan. 5th and Gth, until four
o'clock of the latter day, for the con-
sideration of the bill amending the
postal laws eo a8 to shut out from the
mails serial publications and samples,
was adopted.

A similar order for the consideration
of the Union Pacific Railroad funding
bill on January 1i, immediately after
the reading of the journal, was also re-
ported by Mr. Henderson, who made an
explanation of the necessity of consid-
ering the bill which had been pressed
upon Congress for years by the execu-
tive officers. On Janvary 1 pext, he
said, the indebtedness involved would
be in round numbers $111,000,000, to
secure which the government had a
second liem upon about 2300 miles of
road.

A Curious ACCIDENT.—A  fatal
wreck irom a very peculiar cause oc-
cured on the the Baltimore and Ohio
Southwestern Railway, at the east edge
of Hamden, near Chillicothe, Ohio, yes-

terday afternoon. The fast westbound
express, in charge of engineer Cutler
and Conducter Thomas Brown, was
entering Hamden, going forty-five
miles an bour. Just as Cutler whistled
for the station the engine struck a cow.
She was thrown against a switch with
force enough to open it. The engine
took the switch track, while the
coaches kapt on the main track. The
engine jumped the track, ran into the
bank and overturoed the tender. The
coaches struck the tepder which lay
partially across the main track, and
jumped to another siding where they
encountered a car of shelled corn. The
baggage and postal cars also left the
track. Michael King, postal clerk, of
Cincinnati, was buried in the shelled
corn and smothered to death. O, H.
Smith, postal clerk, also of Cincionati,
sustained a fractured rib and was in-
jured internally, so badly that he -may
die.
