driving the people of this country into

agnosticism aro the diversity of its

many different religious, though every
reasonable man must be convinced
there can be only one that is true, and
the patent hypocricy, selfishness,
prejudice and ignorance of many of their
preachers and most conspicuous pro¬
fessors. The founder of the Christian
Church built it upon the three Btones
of faith, hope and charity, of which the
latter was the key, but comparatively
faw of His professed followers hold to

any such "out of date" doctrine.

The U. S. Consul at Baracoa, Cuba,
has sent a congratulatory telegram to

FROM WASHINGTON.
[Correspondence of the Alexandria Gazette.]

Washington, May 13.
It is currently reported at the Capi¬

tol to day that in consequeuce of olli-
cial reports from Consul General Lee
at Havana, the President has decided to
take a decided stand in favor of theCu-
ban insurgents, and that measures will
he taken at once with the object ol
stopping further hostilities in Cuba, ir
respective of consequences. It is need¬
less to say that such reports do not re¬
ceive implicit credence.
The President to-day nominated Jas.

M. Sloan to beaspistant treasurer of the
United States at Baltimore.
The Senate committee on foreign re

lations to day had the Cuban question
under consideration on t he basis of the
report of the sub-committee appointed
yesterday to confer with the President
and Secretary Sherman. The repori
was prepared by Senators Davis and
Foraker, the republican members ol
the sub-committee. It consisted ol
statements of the contents of reports
from American consuls iu Cuba.
Stress is laid upon the condition ul
American citizens in the island. Ol
these it is stated that there are huu
dreiU iu a starving condition and
most wretchedly clothed. Deaths
of Americans from starvation are

daily reported. They aro gener¬
ally persons who reside on the
plantations, but who have been
ordered to the towns or concentrados.
The committee was of the opinion
that the situation should be remedied.
The report also indicates a generally-
wretched condition of all the inhabi¬
tants of the island because of the scar¬

city of food and money, especially in
the centers of population, and because
ilso of the pressure of the most malig
tiant diseases, such as yellow fever,
-mallpox and dysentery. These dis
.uses the natives withstand with com

jiarative eaae, but they are especially
oppressive to the Spanish soldiery. The
reports indicate that the Spanish army-
is not so strong now as it was a year
>go, largely on account of these ravages,
while they indicate do diminution of
the insurgent forces. They are highly
satisfactory to the jingoes. The re

ports upon which the sub-committee's
itrief was based were from various con¬

suls, including Consul General Lee.

The Senate agreed at the outset of
the session to-day that the adjournment
be until next Monday.

Mr. Allen said he desired to
present some additional facts bearing
on the subject.
Mr. Allen said: "As the representa¬

The discussion assumed a legal and

Mr. Hoar moved to refer the resolu-

tion to the committee on privileges and
elections.
Mr. White argued that the pardoning

power was exclusively an executive
function and it was not for the Senate
to suggest methods to the executive, or
to curtail that power, and it was a ques¬
tion of propriety whether the Sen-
should trench upon executive power.
Mr. Allen replied rather warmly that

on questions of propriety he would as¬
sume the responsibility.
Mr. Daniel proposed a modification

of the resolution so that all reference to
executive clemency be struck out, leav
ing the resolution to n quire Chapman
to appear before the Senate and purge
himself of contempt. Mr. Pettus urged
that the investigation be opened afresh.
Mr. Chandler, of Now Hampshire,

The Levees.
NEW Orleans, May 13..The rail¬

Aaron Johson was
wounded in three places. Felix John¬
son was shot in the arm and leg. Wm.
White, one of the two attacking negroes,
had his skull fractured and was also
shot through the body. A posse is
searching for his son, the other negro,
who is also wounded.

Supposed Strangler Arrested.

of a peddler named Joseph Talker, or

Tait, the police think they have found
the strangler who has caused the death
of several women in this city within the
last year. Talker was arrested on

Tuesday on the charge of robbing a
woman in Central Park. To-day he
confessed he waH the robber. Jennie
Freeman who was the mate of Annie
Bock, raysteriosly strangled to death in
her apartment last year, identified
Talker as being^he man who was with
the Bock woman shortly before the
hitter's death. Talker is believed to be
implicated in the recent death by
strangling of Minnie Weldt and "Dia¬
mond Flossie" Murphy.

The eastern district synod of the

Missouri synod of the German Evan¬
gelical Lutheran Church met in annual
session yesterday at Emmanuel church,
Baltimore. The session was opened
with religious services in the forenoon,
conducted by Rev. P. Brand, of Pitts-
tittrg, Pa., the district president, who
preached a sermon.
In the afternoon the first business

He
appointed a number of standing com¬
mittees,which will report on missionary
work, membership, constitution, the
Slavin mission arid poor congregations
needing synodical aid.
A petition was received from the

The matter was
laid on the table indefinitely. A report
was accepted showing that the Concor«
dia Orphans' Home at Pittsburg, Pa.,
was in a prosperous condition.
The synod is composed of about 250

ministerial and lay delegates and teach¬
ers. The teachers are from the paro¬
chial schools, and have ko voting priv¬
ilege, hut they may participate in tho
discussions of the meeting. Among
those in attendance were J. M. Eber-
lein and C. J. Oelschlager from Virginia.

H. Luebkertand H. Rupprecht,
of Washington.
Tiik Sultan and the Pope..-Tho

Rome correspondent of the London
Staudard gives the history of the dis¬
continuance of relations between the
Porte and the Vatican. Ho says:
"Last summer tho Pope, in an auto¬

graph letter, begged the Sultan to pro¬
tect the Christians in Crete. The papal
delegate, Mgr. Bonetti, obtained an au¬
dience at the YildizKiosk and formally
presented the letter.
'The Sultan, evidently irritated, said

in an undertone in Turkish 'Who's
this Pope that's always meddling in the
ullairs of our state?' and then, aloud iu
Freuch : 'Tell his holiness that it is my
constant care to attend to the welfare
of all my subjects.'
"The Pope, deeply offended at seeing

his plans for tho Eastern churches up¬
set in this fashion, tried another letter
last October. This hail a better recep¬
tion, but was never answered, and there
have been no direct communications
between the Vatican and tho Porte
since."
A movement was inaugurated in

Richmond yesterday to take steps look¬
ing to the purchase of the residence of
Chief Justice John Marshall. It is one
of the most interesting landmarks there.
The house is now owned by one of the
descendents of the distinguished jurist.
At a meeting yesterday of the Richmond
BarAssociation a resolution was adopted
and a committee appointed with a view
of carrying out this object. Its preser¬
vation as near as possible is to be con¬
tinued in the condition when occupied
by its distinguished owner.
