Restoration ok Mount Vernon..
The contract for the first work toward
restoration of Mount Vernon has been
let, and the work on the reconstruction
of Washington's home will be com¬
menced early in the fall under the di¬
rection of the Mount Vernon Ladies'
Association. A thorough rehabilitation,
involving no small amount of strength-
eniug, is planned. Plans for the com¬

plete restoration have been prepared
by T. Mellon Rogers, a Philadelphia
colonial architect, under whose super¬
vision Indepeudence Hall is being re¬
stored. All the old paint will be burned
oä and the coat of the color that was re¬
vealed last iu the scraping process will
be put on. Soft colonial tints, robin's
ege blue, French gray and mellow
bull will be used, and there will ba
uniformity in place of the existing di¬
versity. The general points to be fol¬
lowed, as specified by the architect,
are tho replacement of the original col- j
oring, the arrangement of the furniture
as it was iu Washington's time, and
the maintenance of the integrity of the
constructiou. All of the work will be
subject tolhe approval of the superin¬
tendent, Harrison Dodge, under the
direction of ihe architect.
