O'FERR ALL'S FIGURING.
[From iho Lyuc burg .News J

If any thing were lacking to prove the
shallow uess of Governor O'Ferrall and
the utterly superficial character of his
mental make-up, it might be found in
his absurd attempt to discredit Mr.
Bryan's popularity with the democrats
of Virginia. Tne stupidity of the thing
is astonishing, and, to a discriminating
Virgiuian, it is certainly humiliating to
reflect that the chiei executive office of
the Commonwealth is "occupied by a

gabbler of fcuch a cheap variety. Here
s the argument of his excellency on

the poiut indicated, as we find it in lb*
Washirgron Post iuterview:
'"Bryan's vote under ordinary condi

tions, counting the average increase
over the Cleveland vote for four years
previous, ought to have been 184,000.
It was 155,000. Out of this number,
oowever, you must subtract a populis
vote of at least 15,000. That brings tb«
democratic vote down to 140,000; so

that over 40,000 democrats did not vote
for Bryan. The latter's msjority was

19,597. Deduct the populist vote from
this, and the actual majority of demo
ciats voting for Brjao was less thai
5,000. This shows his great strength,'
tdded Governor O'Ferrall, sarcastical¬
ly. "In Virginia, Mr. Cleveland receiv>
¦i majority of 50,715, and in this 50,000
there was not a single populist.
Was ever such nonsense strung to¬

gether before and made to do service
as an argument? The assumption tbtit
Bryan should have gotten 184,000 votet,

iu 1896 because Cleveland polled 163,000
votes in 1895 is foolish in the natural
order of things, and ridiculous for other
reasons besides. The democratic vote
in this State, as the official figures dis¬
close, has shown no such uniform or

average increase at stated period.1-; and,
furthermore, the poteutial fact that Mr.
Bryan bad to face a campaign corrup¬
tion fund of $160,000, hall of which is
alleged to have been disbursed by
O'Ferrall's political consorts, more than
accounts for the difference in the num¬

ber of votes polled by Cleveland in
1S92 and Bryan in 1896.
But suppose we accept the argument

of Governor O'Ferrall as conclusive,
uid admit that his figures discredit
Bryan's popularity among the demo¬
crats of this State; then what do we

see? In 18S9 Phil. McKiuney for gov¬
ernor polled 162 654 democratic votes.

By the test appli«d to Bryan, as above
iiven, Charles T. O'Ferrall in 1893
should have pt lied 183,000 democratic
votes. How many did he get'? He
was credited by the official count with
but 127,940 votes; and tbe Richmond
Times openly declared that he got even

this number by flagrant fraud-
upon the ballot! Not only did
Governor O'Ferrail fail to get
within 55,000 of the normal demo
craiic poll, according to his own

method of computation, but be fell
34,714 votes short of the McKiuuey
vote four years theretofore! Worse
than this, he got 24,604]votes less than
Fitz Lee polled eight years before, and
S.570 less than John S. Wise (Lee's re-

oublican competitor) got! He polled
3,000 fewer votes than even Tilden got
for President twenty-one years ago.
In short, O'Ferrall received the small¬
est vote that any democratic candidate
