A SOUTHERNER'S SCHOOL HIS:
TORY.

Ia reply to an adverse criticiem of his
*School History of the United States”
by Dr. Wayland, of Philadelphia, in
the N. Y. Independeat, Dr, J. William
Jones, of Virginia, writes the following
lstter Lo the same newspsper:

1. As to whetherthe formation of the
present Union was 8 secession from the
old Confederation, it eeems a sufficient
reply to Dr. Wayland’s quotation from
the act of Congresa approving of & con-
veutions for “the preservauon of the
Union,” to remind him that the conveu-
ion of 1787 was vot called by Congrees,
hut by the States, was composed of del-
egates electad by the States, and would
not bave held whether Congress ap-
proved or nol—that the new constitu-
tion was submitted for approval, not to
Congress but to the States, and was
ninding on only such Btates as should
ratify it—and that as each State ratificd
;he constitution it was a virtual seces-
sion from the old Confederation whose
constiiution had been styled by its
tramers, ‘*Articles of Confederation and
Perpetual Union Between the States.”
2. Dr. Wayland challenges the cor-
rectness of my statement that *‘in 1844,
wnd again oo the 224 of February, 1845,
the Legislature of Maseachusetis pass
ad resolutions avowing tbe right of se-
cession, and threatening to secede i!
Pexas was sdmitted into the Union,”
and triumphactly quotes certain anli-
alavery resolutions passed by the Mas-
sachusetts Legisla‘ure in 1845, aund
which, while they certainly equint to-
ward secession, do not fully establish
my point.

Now, I had no reference whatever to
these resolutions; but if Dr. Wayland’s
friend, Colonel Olin, the secretary of
Massachusetts (who oughtto be better
posted on the records of his State), will
tarn to *“*Acts and resolutions passed
by the Legislature of Massachnsetts in
1844, page 319, he will find the fol
lowing :

.  Resolved, That the power to
unite an independeat foreign Btate
with the United States is not amoug
the powers delegated to the General
Government by the Constitution of the
United States.

“9  Resolved, * * * That the pro-
jact of the annexation of Texas, urlees
arres ed on the threshold, may drive
L 8a States 1oto 8 dissolution- of the
Union.” ;

Then follow two other resolutions

providing for the transmission of this
action to the goveroors of the other
Srates, the Benators and Representa-
tivea of Massachusetts in Congress, and
the President of the United States.
Oo the 22d of February, 1845, (see
pages 593 599, same volume) the Legis-
lature of Massachusetis ocelnbrated the
birthday of the father of bis country by
passing the following, which was also
_rausmitted to the same parties:

“'Resolved, * * * and a3 the powers
never delegated the power to adwmit
into the Unlon States or Territories
without or beyond the originsl terri-
tory of the States and Terrilories be-
longing to the Union at the adoption
of the Constitution of the United
States.

“Reaolved, * 1 * and as the pow-
ers of legislation granted in the consti-
tution of the United Siatea to Congress

do not embrace the case of the admis-
sion of a foreign State, or foreign terri-
tory, by legslation into the Union,
such aa sct of admission would have
oo bioding force whatever on the peo-
ple of Ma-saciusetts.”

If the-e resolulions do vot avow the
right of sicession, or of nullification,
and threaten that Massachusetts would
exercise that right in case of the annex-
ation of Texas, I confess that Tam un-
able to interpret their meaniog.

I will not ask space here lo pursue
the subject further, but bold myself
prepared to maiotain that from 1790 to
1860 Massachuselts bas an almost uo-
broken record in favor of secussion and
oullification.

3. Dr. Wayland quotes the conclu-
sion of a sentence in my book (page
358), in which I say :

¢« % % ¥ The official reports of the
federal Becretary of War, E. M. Btan-
ton, and the federal Surgeon General,
Barnes, show that nearly 4 per cent.
more (onfederates died in northern
prisons than of Federals in southern
prisons,’

My distingnished eritic parades
against me a letier from the present
surgeon general, in which he says that
be iz not aware of" any such reports,
and refers to the “medical and surgieal
hisiory of the war,” published in 1888,
and gives “the dealh-rate among the
Confedrate prisoners in northern pris-
ons,” and that “‘among the Union pris-
cners at Aodersonville.”

Now, I instituted no comparison be-
tween the mortality at Aodersonville
and that in all of the northern prisons—
indeed, I went into no details—but
simply stated the deduction from ofli
c'al figures given by Secretary Stanton
and Surgeon-General Barnee.

These figures were first coliated ly
the National Intelligencer, Washingtoun,
and buye within the past thirty years
been frequently published, and never
successfully controverted. I regrel that
Surgeon General George Steruburg is
ignorant of their existeice, and h smis-
led Dr. Wayland into den)ing Lheir au-
thority -

Ino Lis report for July 19, 1866, Secre-
tary Sianton states that ol the Federal
prisoners in Confederate hands, only
92 576 died, while of the Confaderate
prisoners in Federal bands 26,436 died
In a subsequent report Surgeon General
Baroes states that, in round numbers,
the Federalds held in prison 220,000
Confederates, aod the Confederates
held 270,000 Federals,

Now, comparing the figures of these
two reports, it is perfectly clear that
more than 12 per cent. of Confederates
in Fedeial prisons died, while less thao
9 per cent. of Pederals died io Confed-
erate prisone; and I was entirely accu
rate, Lherefore, in the statement made
in my book.

If the accoracy of these figures could
be subcessfully impe¢ached, that would
oot impeach my statement as Lo wbal
they sho#.

But they have stood theseverest tests
and cannot be succesafully impeached.
In the great debate in the House of
Rapresentatives in January, 1876, be-
vween the Hop. James G. Blaive, of
Maine, and the Hon. B. H. Hill, of
Georgia, Mr. Hill quoted these figures,
acked Mr, Blaine to verify them, and
used them with tremendous force and
trinmphant effect. :

In his reply to Mr. Hill, with ample
time for preparation, all of the authori
ties at hand, and all of the cfficials of
the departmenis at his call, Mr. Blaioe
did not dare to deny the accuracy of
these cfficial figures, but admitted them
and adroitly attempted to break their
fyree by insisting that “*during the lat-
ter part of the war rebel prisoners came
into our hands very much exhausted,
ill-clad, ill-fed, diseased, so that they
died in our prisons of disease Lhat they
brought with them.”

This admission, of course, tore up by
the roots bis whole argument ; for if the
Confederates could provide no better
for their own soldiers, they could not
be expected to do better for their pris-
opers; and it is also a very serious re-
flection on Gen, Grant and his great ar-
mies of superbly equipped soldiers that
vastly ioferior numbers of Lhese emaci-
ated skeletons ¢ould withstand so long
his mighty combinations,

I respectfully eubmit that I have folly
met the points raised, and that, instead
of the nuthor of “Jones’s School His-
tory of the United States.” it is my able
and distingnished eritic, D . H. L. Way=
'apd, who *'s ould make an effort, with
4 mind discharged of bias, once more to
consider the facts upon which he pro-
posea to comment."
